And no effort will 'be spared to point 
out to the law-makers or tiie cannery 
the necessity of providing nut'onal 
defense,, and of adopting su':-h meas­
ures as shall encourage the growth of 
true patriotism throughout the land. 

MANDAN RESIDENT 
ANSWERS SUMMONS 

PRINCE'S MANSION 

ALMOST COMPLETED 

Berlin, Sept. 2S.—The splendid 
country residence, for the Grown 
Prince on the .Tungfernses, a ibroad 
arm of the Havel ait, Potsdam, has 
now been completed in the rough and 
will be ready for cceupancy by next 
spring. The erection of the palace 
was rendered necessary, it is explain­
ed, by reason of the increase in the 
Prince's family. The emperor sup­
plied the money for Mlding, and it 
will remain the property of the crow.-.', 
to (become the residence of future 
crown princes. 

'The palace is really a group of 
buildings centering upon not iess than 
five'court's and covering albout 12;COT 
square yards. There are apartments 
for the crown prince himself, then for 
the orown princess and children; oth­
ers for the officials of his court, and 
still others for the servants. Not lea-
than four approaches for vehicle.-
•will be im>ade—one for mezrfters of 
tihe royal family, which leads into the 
court of honor, a scond for guest's 
and the court officials', a third for the 
ohildren of the royal couple, and a 
fourth for trades people and servants. 
The buildings will be surrounded by 
spacious grounds, partl'y torraced; 
tihere will he two so-called rose gar­
dens, and these, as well as the real 
of tho establishment, will give ibeevu-
tiful views over the Havel lakes. The 
'buildings are rather low and of simple 
outlines, iwith high rcicfs covered with 
•red tiles. The -palace will be just a 
«ood modern house, with an abund­
ance of room and with modern com­
forts, which are rather scare in the 
older ptdaces of Germany. There will 
'be, for example, not less than twen­
ty bath rooms.

established a home; Upon reaching 
man hood's - estate,. Mrp MacCadams 
was employed, with a 'bridge construc­
tion gang of the Northern Pacific, 

He later took a position in the car 
shops in Mandan and' was also em­
ployed as a brakeman. THe was unit­
ed in marriage in 1896 Jo "Miss Emma 
Olson, daughter qf Mr. ajid Mrs. Chris 
Olson, and. four children,.were born to 
them. The first died in. infancy,, but 
three survive. They are Raymond, 
aged 16, Lulu, aged IV and Olive, 
aged 11. -

'Shortly after-his marriage Mr. Mac­
Cadams went to Alaska.a£- the time f 
tho gold rush, and was there for 18 
months. He returned and resumed 
his work with the Northern Pacific. 
The family then resided in Dickinson 
for two years.., For the past ten years 
he has been:operating a well digging 
outfit and has been mainly engager; 
between Mandan and New Salem and 
around' the latter city. 

Just eight weeks prior to the time 
of his death- he was taken to the hos­
pital, but medical aid was unavailing. 
Although deatn was expected, it came 
suddenly,'and only his. wife was with 
him at the end. Saturday evening, he 
had supper with his wife, and then re­
tired. At twelve o'clock he called to 
her, reached for her hand and the 
lost consciousness.

GERMAN UNIVERSITY 

WILL BE COMPLETED 

Frankfort Will Have One of 
Greatest Institutions in 

Europe 

Frankfort, Germany, Sept. 27.—The 
war has chccked but by no means 
stepped iplans for what is perhaps 
Frankfort's mc.it amibitic-us undertak 
ing—a university to rival the great 
educational enterprises and institu­
tions in other parts of Germany. 

Despite stupendous demands or. 
their resources because of the war, 
the wealthy men and the. societies and 
institutions back of the Frankfort Uni­
versity have continued to lend it the 
support originally planned and guar­
anteed, and gradually it Is approaching 
completion from a- physical standpoint, 
and developing in other iways. 

The university as originally planned 
was to ibe one of the few large institu­
tions of its kind in Germany depend­
ent upon private endowment and c£> 
crating only with the permission, not 
the suipport of ithe state. With the in­
terest from millions of marks to draw

!The university began its first se­
mester- >\VItih ah cut 600 students, of 
whom it lost but few, ana. swung into 
its second, half -yehr with 800 pupil-s. 
Practically every one of the 1,4'M 
were, at the time of enrollment at 
least, exempt frojty military, duty, and 
tbus the attendance percentage hc.-i 
ibeen kept at a high, point. 

One activity of the institution that 
wad not counted on in., the original 

-plans is the' instruction of men who J 
hdve returned from the war with im-
ipaired lin;ibs and incapable of further 
service. As in other German cities 
these wen have been taught new. 
trades in industrial schools, so many 
of them are new enrolled as students 
it the 'Ftjank^crt University, and are 
flttina tihemselves through the medium 
of a thorough education to tatoe up 
some new occupation. 

The institution is a <univer3ity in 
the full meaning of the word, though 
it is an outgrowth of the adjoining 
Academy of 'Social 'Science, and will 
be predcminantly scientific in its »wonk. 
It hias also a large and, growing modi-
oal department, which at present is 
engaged in war hospital and clinical 
work in a separate building in another 
part' of the city. 

The princ'nial departments of the 
university are the law anc the medical 
schools, the school of philosophy, un­
der which heading fall the depart­
ments of -history, language, philology 
and geography; the school of natural 
sciences, with physics and chemistry, 
.minerology and geology, 'botany, zo­
ology and so on.; the eahocl of econo­
mics and social science; and tiie 
/school of arts and crafts. 

The requirements for admission to 
the 'university are approximately the 
samo as those imposed 'by other sim­
itar institutions, ibut officials of the 
empire, the .state, the city or the 
•Church are not accepted, nor are those 
attached to other Prussian institu­
tions of learning, nor "perrons belong­
ing to the trade classes."
