Eight States Will Hold 
Elections for Various 

Offices and Issues Soon 
• 

Suffrage Will Be aBlloted Upon in New York, Pennsylvania and 

Massachusetts. Fifth of Population to Have Opportunity 

to Express View on "Votj» for Women" 
(Eight states, New York, Massa­

chusetts, Mlaryland, 'New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania, Kentucky, Ohio, and 
Mississippi, will iiold elections on 
Tuesday, (November 2nd. 

In four of these .states, Massachu­
setts, Maryland, Kentucky and 'Mis­
sissippi governors are to be elected; 
in sbc states, 'New York, (Massachu­
setts, Maryland, New Jersey, Kentuc­
ky and Mississippi the state legisla­
tures, in whole or in part, are to 'be 
elocted, and in five states, New York, 
Massachusetts, Maryland, Pennsylva­
nia and Ohio, Important constitution­
al issues are to 'be decided. 

Wich a few local exceptions, in 
fact, these constitutional questions 
will ibe the dominant issues on elec­
tion day, including as th€$r do such 

PENNSYLVANIA. 
Pennsylvania will liave compara­

tively little of general interest to its 
election outside of the vote on the 
suffrage question. iX<o state officers 
are to be elected with the exception 
of three candidates to fill vacancies 
on the superior court bench. In gen­
eral the only thing other than the 
suffrage issue to attract the voter3 
to the .polls will ;be county and mu­
nicipal elections, although one con­
gressman is to be elected to 'fill a 
vacancy in the twenty-fourth district. 

In Philadelphia the republican or­
ganization has conducted a vigorous 
campaign to regain control of the city 
administration, whica wrested 
from it four years ago, when the re-

While it has 'been held by some poli­
tical observers that the result of the 
test in (Newt Jersey would toe reliably 
indicative of what might bo expected 
in the three bigger neighboring states, 
the suffrage leaders have not 'been 
discouraged by the ibig majority with 
which the issue was defeated in iNew 
Jersey, and look forward to the bigger 
test with confidence. 

The importance of this test is indi­
cated by the fact that, in point of 
population, the states of Nciw York, 
Pennsylvania and i Massachusetts, 
which will vote on suffrage^ November 
2, include over 20,000,000 people—a 
flfth of the (population of the entire 
United QtateisVand these 2},000*000 
are practically doubly the population 
Of thp states, in which equal suffrage 
lias a? yet i^een fully achieved.

senate and an entire assembly. Dem­
ocrats, Republicans and Prohibition­
ists have candidates for al! the state 
ofliccs, with Republican and Demo­
cratic contestants for every place on 
the ballot and the Progressives are 
represented by candidates for nearly 
all the State offices and numerous 
seats in the general assembly. The 
Socialist party has only a candidate 
tor governor. 

In the last presidential election the 
Progressive party in Kentucky polled 
^approximately 12,000 more votes than 
the Republicans, but the latter claim 
to have regained many of "those who 
had left the ranks* < 

Four years ago, when Governor Mc-
Crearv. Democrat, was elected;- his 
majority over his Republican oppon­
ent was approximately 33,000. n 

Former Congressman A.. O. Startley 
of Henderson, recently won. th^ Demo­
cratic gubernatorial nomination1 in a 
three-sided' contest by the largest 
plurality ever accorded a candidate in 
Kentucky. The runner-up declared in 
favor of state-wide prohibition. Mr. 
Stanley favored continuing in effect 
the county unit law, or local option. 
This stand later was incorporated in 
the Democratic party platform. The 
platform also favors submitting to a 
vote of the people a constitutional 
amendment that would1 do away with 
the prison contract system and per­
mitting the working of convicts on 
the county roads.

Testimony Overwhelming. 
'The proof that the cigaret habit of 

boys of school age is physically and 
mentally destructive is now over­
whelming that no intellectual person 
would undertake to defend it or to 
present, arguments against the work 
of the Anti-Clgaret League. The testi­
mony of teachers ̂ and physicians who 
have carefully rioted its effect upon 
boys of tender years is unanimous in 
condemnation of the practice. It is 
one of those insidious habits which 
spread rapidly from one boy to an­
