Chicago, .Nov. 9.—The defeat of 
Michigan by Cornell, 34 to 7; the vic­
tory of Drown over Yale, 2 to 0; the 
downfall of Princeton before the im­
proved play of'Harvard, 10 to 6; and 
tlie victory of Notre Dame over the 
Army, 7 to 0, featured 'Saturday's 
football games. 

Cornell's victory was scored over 
one of the weakest teams developed 
at Ann Arbor in the last decade, but 
Harvard's win over Princeton stamps 
the Ithacans as one of the strongest 
teams in the east. It will be remem­
bered that the Big Red team defeat­
ed the Crimson eleven two weeks ago, 
10 to 0, so, on present form, Cornell 
and Pittsburgh look to be about tue 
classiest elevens in the east. 

Cornell a Powerful Team. 
Cornell is one of the most powerful 

and versatile elevens seen iby the 
writer in years. It is as strong of­
fensively as defensively, can play the 
old and new game equally well, and 
the players are the most aggressive 
seen in tlie west this year. They 
tackle hard,- while their checking and 
blocking hardily can have been im­
proved upon. 

Michigan was helpless before the 
powerful onslaughts of the eastern 
eleven. <Capt. Barrett sent plays on and 
off the Michigan tackles for consist­
ent .gains. In such plays Collins, Shiv 
erick and Barrett carried the (ball, 
but away,s each was aided by wonder­
ful interference. The interferers 
took off the tacklers by hitting them 
amidships. Each was delegated to put 
a certain Wolverine out of the piay. 
That each performed this duty is 
proved 'by the score. 

Wolverine Line Weak 
Michigan's line Avas weak. It could 

not even hold long' enough to give 
Johnny M&ulbetsch, the star Michigan 
half, a chance to get up to the scrinl-
raage line, let alone make consistent 
headway. The forwards did noi 
charge in unison. ' In some cases one 
woulrl hold his ground, thus allowing 
a Cornell,.player to sift through and 
spoil the play before it got started. 
Michigan's tacklir,<r was ooor and the 
general play of tlie team wa3 far 
ferior to t_iat of any team developed 
by Yost in the last ten years. 

Cornell's score was the largest 
counted against any Michigan tea-
since Yost has been at the head of 
the foot,ibiall,jsitii|tti6h. Although beat­
ing a weak team, Cornell must be giv­
en all the credit; The team went into 
the battle 'With that fight and deter­
mination so essential to success, and 
there was' not the; semblance of letup 
on the part of any of the players 
throughout the entire contest. If Cor­
nell -wins its remaining games it 
should foe rated the strongest eleven 
in the east. 

The ability of Percy Haughton to 
develop football teams was shown 
conclusively by the Crimson victory 
over Princeton. The Camorldge men­
tor reorganized his team after its de­
feat by Cornell, got better spirit into 
the players, and one of tiie stronger 
teams Princeton has had in years was 
defeated. Harvard played good foot­
ball throughout. 

Despite the herculean efforts being 
made at New Haven to get together a 
team to imake creditable showings 
against Princeton and Harvard, Yale 
still has one of the weakest teaims in 
the history of iEli football. That 
Brown 'won, and outplayed the Blue 
eleven is conclusive evidence that 
Yale is destined to have a disastrous 
season. 

Notre Dame Comes Back. 
Notre Dame showed the proper 

fight following its 20 to 19 defeat at 
the hands of Nebraska :by beating the 
Army. The soldiers as a team im­
prove with the playing of every game, 
and they must have 'been developed to 
a high point of efficiency on Satur­
day. The Hoosier aggregation played 
hard and consistent football, and from 
all reports nad all the best of the 
Play. 

Northwestern showed va3t improve­
ment by winning from Missouri, 24 to 
6. The Purple aggregation is one of 
promise. If it had not had to meot 
Chicago, Illinois and Iowa so early 
in the season it surely would have 
made a better showing. The team ap­
parently has hit its stride and will be 
a worthy opponent for the foes it 
meets in its remaining games. Mis­
souri failed to show the strength pre­
dicted and Northwestern, by use of 
aggressive offensive and defensive 
tactics, never was in danger of de­
feat and won decisively.
