Red Trail Bridge Over Little Missouri 

"Dickinson, Queen City of the Pra: 
ries," is the title of a publication, 
just issued by the Publishers' Fea­
ture Service and from the press of 
the Tribune company. 

The book is the last word in the 
printer's art and reflects credit upon 

• everyone connected with its produc­
tion. It is printed on 100-pound Peer­
less enamel paper with a Congress 
tan parchment cover, which is attach­
ed to the book with a purple .silk rib-
toon, all combining to make one of the 
most iperfect pieces of work obtain­
able. 

The color scheme, including the cov­
er and the entire ibook, is worked out 
in green and black. Each page lias 
a border of green worked out in wheat 
and corn sheaves. There is a world o£ 
illustrations, depicting typical indus­
tries, business places, street and farm 
scenes. A numiber of the prominent 
men of the city and county have been 
included in the publication, all the 
pictures 'being from the pen of J. y 
Baer of Beach. This is an innova­
tion in this kind of work and adds 
in no small manner to the complete­
ness of the work. 

A part of the book is devoted to the 
early history of Dickinson and Starc: 
county, a part to the present indus­
tries and efforts, and a large space de­
voted to the setting forth of reasons 
why Dickinson should have a Normal 
school located there. 

The cover design is :by !Mr. Baer and 
(pictures a queen seated on a throne 
on the left-hand side of the page, and 
she is shown drawing a curtain back 
from a long window, through which 
is shown scenes typical of the coun­
try surrounding Dickinson. 

The frontispiece is also a design by 
Mr. iBaer and is carried in two colors. 
It shows an automobile trail leading 
into Dickinson from the country. On 
the trail is an auto, and a caption un­
der the design reads, "A Turn To­
wards Dickinson Is a Turn in the 
Right Direction." 

It is the prediction of the Tribune 
that this 'booklet will be a valuable 
advertising asset for Dickinson, the 
Queen City of the Prairies.

"Up to 1880 the country through 

which the Little Missouri flows re­
mained as wild and almost as un­
known as it was when the old explor­
ers and fur traders crossed it in the 
early part of the century. It was the 
last great Indian Hunting grounds 
across which Grosventree and IMan-
dans, Sioux and Cheyennes, and even 
Crows and itees wandered in chase of 
game, and where they fought one an­
other and plundered the small par­
ties of white trappers and hunters 
that occasionally ventured into it," 
says Colonel Theodore Roosevelt in 
the Century Magazine for May, 1'88S. 

That was only thirty-five years ago. 
Yet the past few seasons have seen 
thousands of tourists in fleet automo­
biles going through tins same Little 
Missouri country over what is known 
as the Red Trail, a portion of the 'Na­
tional Parks Transcontinental High­
way which guides the motorist from 
New York City to Seattle. 

Hagical Transformation. 
'What wonderful—almost maaical 

—transformation has ta:ken place in 
this Little Missouri country ih those 
35 short years! Had a person, a lit­
tle over a quarter of a century ago, 
sought out the ranch cabin of Colonel 
Roosevelt or of the IMarquis de Mores, 
both of which were located near 
where the town of Medora, North Da­
kota now stands, and pictured to the 
owners the things that were to take 
place, there is not the least doubt 
but that either would have considered 
that person "loco." Would they have 
believed that in a few years people 
in horseless carriages would be pass 
ing peacefully through that country 
by the thousands? Would they have 
'believed that a few years would see 
a great steel and concrete bridge

highway? They might have believed 
that "some day"—in the dim and dis­
tant future, the country would be.set­
tled and farmed, tout to have con­
vinced them that horseless carriages 
would ibe traversing a splendid high­
way would have required an effort 
equal to that the early theorists expe­
rienced in trying to convince a super­
stitious world that the earth was 
round instead of flat. 

"Seeing America First" 
Yet all these have taken place. Next 

season the Red Trail will be strung 
with motor cars containing thousands 
of people who are 'ISeeing America 
(First," by visiting the Yellowstone or 
the Glacier National parks or taking 
the glorious mountain trip to the Pa­
cific coast. 

The National Parks Transcontinent­
al IHiighiway is known to the world, but 
before the opening of another motor­
ing season the motoring world will 
Iknow that a great 'bridge has been 
completed over the Little Missouri 
river at iMiedora that will make the 
trip by this route one of the easiest 
and grandest of any in the country. 

Process of Construction. 
The iRed Trail bridge at .Medora is 

now in process of construction, an 
architect's drawing <l)eing reproduced 
herewith. This bridge is 405 feet 
long, not counting the approaches. 
There are three steel spans of 13'£ 
feet each, resting or heavy concrete 
piers that will make the bridge one 
that will be in use many years hence. 
It will cost $18,000, of which amount 
$14,•000 was raised by popular sub­
scription in the towns along the route 
of the iRed Trail from Fargo to Glen-
dive, Montana. The 'balance was pro­
vided iby Billings county, North Da­
kota, in which county the bridge is sit­
uated. 

This bridge is the last link in a real 
auto trail from coast to coast. It. is 
Teal in that it is not only on the map, 
'but it is a .well 'make, easy grade road 
open to actual traffic all the way. 

There are some things which the av­
erage motorist has yet to learn about 
this route. These are the easy grades, 
the unimpeachable motoring climate, 
the exceptional hotel and garage and 
supply facilities, and last, but not 
least, the wonderful scenic 'beauty of 
the route. 

Best Facilities. 
To a great many, especially eastern­

ers, the Little Missouri country con­
veys an im!pres8ion something similar 
to that which Colonel iRoosevelt re­
ferred to in his article in the Century 
.Magazine of IM'ay, 1(888. These have 
yet Jo learn that along this route the 
best facilities can 'be secured the en­
tire distance, 

The climate during the entire mo­
toring season cannot 'be surpassed 
anywhere, as during tUe summer the 
days are long and balmy, without the 
intense heat of the routes further 
south, while the nights are cool. 
There is constantly a breeze, usually 
from the south, making dust a thing 
practically unknown and, above all, 
there is no desert to cross. 

Many Points of Interest. 
There is probably no other route 

that has so many points of interest 
and of so varied a character as this 
route, lit not only takes in the many 
historic points of tjie eastern states, 
bu also follows the shores of Lake 
Erie and Laike Michigan. and after 
leaving Chicago passes through, the 
Dell region of Wisconsin and travers­
es the ibeautiful wood and lake regions 
of Minnesota, the great small grain 
plains of eastern North Dalcota, 
through the magical Bad Lands of 
western North Dakota—the gpome-
land of the continent—the fruit val­
leys of IMontana and Idaho and the 
gorgeous and titanic (Rocky moun­
tains.
