ocratic incompetency and extrava­
gance. 

Therefore, the Senator predicts his 
party's war cry to !be, "Woodrow W:j-
eon or Bust." 
. Senator Hitchcock is only partly 
right. The Democratic slogan iwill be 
translated hy the voters into this: 
"Woodrow Wilson and Busted." 

Iln the first twenty years of transat 
lantic steam navigation, from 1840 to 
I860, the largest and fastest ships 
were American liners. 

Sixty years ago one-third of the 
merchant shipping of the world car 
ried the Stars and Stripes, and Euro­
pean authorities concede that we were 
then on the point of becoming the first 
maritime nation. At that time two-

China rubs it in, for a Chinese steam­
ship company is being organized to 
assist us in our trade on the 'Pacific, 
just at. the time when our last Pacific 
lines are hauling down the American 
flag. 

"We have prospered while other 
peoples were at war," said President 
Wilson in his Thanksgiving proclama­
tion. "Because other peoples were a: 
war" would be nearer the mark, under 
the Democratic free trade blight. 

THE "OPEN MIND" AGAIN. 
We are now told that the President 

has not accepted Secretary RedfielC's 
views as to the 'best means of pre­
venting the "dumping" of Eta-ropea?i 
goods upon the American market, and 
that the President has an "oppn mind" 
on the subject. 

Is it not time that this phrase be 
relegated to "innocuous desuetude," 
to use another j>hrase manufactured 
by another Democratic President?

The Spreckels interests, -which have 
bene sending an American boat to 
Australia every four weeks, are Cling­
ing hard.

On the Atlantic, the International 
Mercantile Marine Company, founded 
toy the Pennsylvania Railroad inter­
ests in 187'0 and hacked by them for j 
thirty years, is now in the hands of I 
receivers. And the grass grows deep 
on the grave of Commodore Vander-
hilt, the greatest of all the world's 
ship owners sixty or seventy years 
ago, who had maintained for a time 
the proud record established by John 
Hancock, Stephen Girard, Astor and 
the sea captains of our glorious past 

Way are we so soon forgotten on 
the seven seas? American merchants 
were the first private ship owners to 
engage directly in trade with China 
and the Far East, without the sup­
port of a great semi-government cor 
poration like the East India compan­
ies of England, Holland and France. 
The American, China and 'East India 
fleets maintained for a century the 
largest' and fastest sailing ships in 
the world.

The first practical steamboat was 
ibuilt in the United States. The first 
steamship to cross the Atlantic car­
ried the American flag. The first reg­
ular steamship line in international 
trade was established under the Amer­
ican flag, before Europe had so much 
as a line across the English Channel.

A life is a life, 
regardless of its conditions or the fu­
ture one may guess it. would have." 

Mrs. Bollinger, The Mother. 
"It. is not heartless of me," Mrs. 

Bollinger said loday. "1 love the 
poor little deformed one as 1 love my 
three other healthy children. But. 
the doctor told me it would be a 
cripple all its life—probably an im­
becile and possibly criminal. With 
breaking heart I gave my consent to 
its death. Left to itself it has no 
chance to live. I consented to let 
nature take its course. 

"No one neeil to think me a cruel 
or unnatural mother. But. this poor 
little one, if allowed to live would be 
only a burden to itself. 1 am satisfied 
I am doing right. My husband thinks 
so, too. My mother had thirteen chil­
dren and 1 know she too would ap­
prove my course." 

May Be Call.ed Murderer. 
Dr. Haiselden: "I have no doubt 

that I shall be called a murderer," he 
said, "but the infant's death is a 
question between me and my con­
science. I am doing what I believe to 
bo right. If there is a law to force a 
surgeon to perform an operation when 
his conscience tells him that opera­
tion would be morally wrong, then let 
them bring that, law to bear." 

The baby, born after its mother had 
been seriously ill with typhoid fever, 
came into the world last Friday. This 
illness, Dr. Haiselden said, accounts 
for its deformity.
