istrative readjustments and economy,
should the facts disclosed justify the
increase.
Amendment is Proposed.

Fifth, an amendment of the exist-
ing federal statute which provides for
the mediation, conciliation and arbi-
tration of such controversies as the
present, by adding to it a provision
that in case the methods of accommo-
dation now provided for should fail, a
full public investigation of the merits
of every such dispute should be insti-
tuted and completed before a strike or
lockout may be lawfully attempted.

Sixth, the lodgement in the hands
of the executive of the power, in case
of military necessity, to take control
of such portions and such rolling
stock and the right of ways of the
country as may be required for mili-
tary and to operate them for military
purposes, with authority to draft into
the military service of the United
States such train crews and adminis-
tration officials as the circumstances
require for their safe and efficient
use.

Oppose Wilson's Plan.

The brotherhoods expressed their
{ unalterable opposition to President
Wilson’s plan to compel a public in-
|vestigatlon. in a statement signed by
' Messrs. Garretson, Stone, Carter and
Lee, which said:

“Since the abolition of slavery, no
more effectual means has been devis-
ed for insuring the bondage of the
workingman than the passage of the
compulsory investigation act of the
character of the Canadian industrial
disputes act.”

The issue of these two statements
was the formal announcement of the
final position of the two great forces,
immovable and still dead-locked after
two weeks’ intercession and negotia-
| tions by the president of the United
States.

The day’s developments fairly tum-
bled over one another.

The railway presiden‘s reverted to
the position they assumed at the out-
set of the negotiations and issued
their statement to the public.

President Wilson, realizing that the
railroad ' presidents’ latest proposal
would not be accepted by the workers,
told the railway executives he was
sorry it had been presented and bade
them good-bye, saying:

“God help you; I can not.”
Will Fight Individually.

The roads will fight a strike indi-
vidually and not. collectively. Many
of them, the railroads declare, will be
run more than fifty per cent efficient-
ly, and particularly on western lines,
where there is a personal sense of loy-
alty to the management. The railroad
preaidents and managers, who remain-
ed. here, will consider plans to meet
the strike situation, but will watch
congress and the brotherhood chiefs.

Brotherhood heads declined to
lake any statement further than that
they would fight compulsory investi-
gation. The eight-hour day with no
reference to wages is by no means to
their' liking, but they think the rail-
roads will make a determined fight on
it, and they can safely leave it alone.

If it should develop that a strike,
ordered prior to the enactment to law
of the president’s proposed plan can
not be halted by such legislation, the
fact the strike orders are self-realiz-
ing may prove of the utmost import-
ance. Any attempt to restrain the
brotherhoods here from putting  a
strike into force under such circum-
stances, it is claimed, would be futile,
as they declare the decision has pass-
’ed entirely out of their hands.
