He berates 
the leaders of thought, the labor par­
ties and the church for failing to 
check it.  am! he calls for a "moral 
hiuh court '" of neutral nations to de­
cide the war's outcome. While the 
conflict goes on, he concludes, it  is 
the duty of the world's thinkers to 
mold public opinion so this would be 

the lasi of all wars. 
Rebuking his own brethren on the 

battlefields, Holland says: "Let not 
the hideous words, 'vengeance' and 
'retaliation' be heard; for a great na­
tion does not revenge itself, it  re­

establishes justice." 
In another essay, '"Pro Aris," Hol­

land mourns the destruction of the 
great, works of Europe, l.ouvain had 
ju&t been mowed down by German 
guns when he wrote the article. 

Rheims cathedral was in ruins. 
"Whoever destroys this work," he 

writes, "murders more than a man; 
he murders the purest soul of a race. ' '  
'  For the people of derm any. he feels 

no enmity.  In  an open letter to Ger-
hart Hauptmann, the German play­

wright, Holland says:

life to bring together the minds of 
our two nations; and the atrocities 
of this impious war * * * will 
never lead me to soil my spirit with
