ITAYLOR: DOES' NOT

ADVOGKTE STATE
‘INSUBANGE SCHEWE

Corrects Report in Periodical
With Regard to Compulsory
Hail Pond N

W. C. Taylor, retiring commission-
er of insurance, takes exceptions to
a statement made by a well known
northwestern insurance journal to the
effect that he recommends a com-
pulsory hail insurance law. In com
recting the report, Commissioner Tay-
lor writes:

“From a somewhat cursory reading
of my report, such a deduction may
have been natural. The fact is, how-
ever, that I have never recommended
compulsory state hail insurance, nor
state insurance of any kind.

“In my biennial report covering the

years 1918-14, after ‘emphasizing the
apparent failure of the present stdte
hail insurance scheme, based upon
voluntary membership, 1 suggested as
a possible alternative the Saskatche-
wan system. Since our own venture
had failed dismally, I felt that ft was
my duty, as insurance-commissioner,
to bring to the attention of the legis-
lature the fact t another plan of
state hail insurance had, at its incep-
tion, given satisfaction and promise
of success.
Farmers Pay Own Losses.

“In my current report | again refer-
red to this matter, and said that I
could see no reason why compulsory
state hail ‘insurance, under the plan
of imposing a tax on all lands, and
so providing a fund out of which all
hail losses would be proportionately
paid, is not feasily. This much, I
think, must be granted. Omne does not
need to be very well versed in the
principles of insurance to understand
that the insured comtribute to a com-
mon fund, out of which losses are
paid. And I was safely within the
facts in stating that ‘the farmers of
this state have always paid their own
hail losses,’ although it Is undobutedly
true that the~“hail writigg companies
in their capacity as distributors of
indemnity have, in some years lost
morey on the undertaking.

Here an
ethical principle is involved, quite
apart from the question of practica-
bility, and on' that side'} can find no
comfort for the advocates of state in-
surance, so far as experience in state
life, state fire or state hail ventures
have been made in this country. For
it appears that the Saskatchewan
compulsory hail insuragce scheme has
met with overwhelming disaster this
vear.

Question of Cohstitutionality.

There is also the question of con-
stitutionality of a law which compels
a land owner who doesn’t want or
doesn’t need hail insurance to indem-
nify his neighbor—or possibly a land
owner living in another part of the
state—against loss from hail." Indeed,
there are many angles and many dif-
ficult problems involved, which will
give pause to eyen the thost ardent
advocates of compulsory state hail in-
surance when the time comes for ac-
tually dnmng A new. law that will
“stand up.”

‘Wi Take Time.

“It is curious how general and per-
sistent is the mistaken idea that tho
forthcoming' state’ législature will en-
act a compulsory hail insurance law
and put it into' immediate effect. 1t
can't be done. Besides;, nothing of
the sort is contemplated. Two years
ago the legislature adopted a concur-
rent” resolution for an amendment to
the state constitution providing for
the levying of a tax on lands to create
a fund to insare growing crops against
tosses by hail. If the legislature which
Lconvenea next month  readopts this
‘resolution in the exact form in which
it was first adopted, then, in 1918, it
will be submitted to a vote of the
people—providing it is not sidetracked
by referendum proceedings

! Must Wait Until 1918,

“If the proposed amendment re-
ceives a_majority of the votes of the
electors, it will then devolve upon the
legislature convening in January, 1919,
to enact a comppulsory hail jnsurance
law. It is reasonable to suppose that
the constitutionality of the law will
then be attacked, and that it will have
to run the gauntlet of the gtate su-
preme court and of the supreme court
of the United States. Should both of
these august tribumals sustain the
validity of the law, we shall then have
compuisory state hail insurance, and
everyone will be happy—maybe.”
