New York, March 15.—iSeymour Cox, 
promoter of Houston, Tex., charged 
with defrauding investors out of $1,-
000,000 in worthless stocjcs, waived ex­
amination and removal proceedings 
when arraigned in federal court. 

|He stated that his affairs in Texas 
were all right and that he was anxious 
to go back there and answer any com­
plaint against him.
