MIKKELSEN EXPEDITION FOUND
NO ADDITIONAL CONTINENT.

After a Quarrel With Lefflng,ell.
Mlkkelaen Preaied on to Beaufort

Sea and Found the Continental
Shelf, but Had to Turn Back.

Seattle. Waah. April $. Captain
Sjnar MIkkelsen. who jointly com-

manded the Anglo-Pola- r expedition
'

h sought 10 find aa undiscovered
continent in the Beaufort sea, arrived
from the North today on the Yucatan
Captaii Mikkelsea's vessel, the Duch-
ess of Bedford, was lost in the Ice
pack near Flaxmaa Island a year
ago.

Emeet D-k'- Lefflngwell. who.
with Captain Mlkkelsea, commanded
th xpdtUoa. remained at rUxmaa
Island to continue his scientific
work. Captain MUckeleen started Oc-

tober IS from Ftaxmaa isiaad and
made the Journey along the north-
ern shores of AJaska to Nome, ar-

riving at the latter place January 3

He left Nome with a companion Jan-
uary IS, and journeyed with doc
sledges up the Yukon river to Fort
'ihson and came out by the way of
Fairbanks and Valdes.

Captain Mlkkeben's expedition
traced the continental shelf In the
Beaufort sea and ascertained that
if land does He beyond the sea it
Is an Independent continent He has
citained information concerning ocean
currents which will be invaluable to
him when be makes his next at-

tempt to attain the unknown conti-
nent.

York, which directed the expedition.
The explorers found the continental

helf and had learned that beyond
this shelf there was water of great
depth. It was ascertained that the
Utaufort sea was not a shallow basin,
as had been supposed.

The Journey north was approxi-
mately along the one hundred and
fort-nltit- h meridian. Soundings were
taken occasionally. At a distance of
sixty-fou- r miles from land they were
unable to touch bottom with a

line. This inaicated that the
continental shelf had been pasned
and one of their objocts had been
aceomplshed. Thoy crossed the sevent-

y-second parallel, when the Ice
conditions prevented further travel
The return Journey was made under
'he most trying conditions. They
landed near Cape Halkett. May
