REO CROSS NORSE TELLS
OF CONDITIONS IN SERVICE

U.udon. Jan. '. (Correspondence of

The Associated TreSHt. A Servian lieu
Cross nurse, writing to the Servian

relief committee In London, describes

condltlotm In Servla as follows:

"I have seen five wars-w- hat Is Ser-

vians history but a series of wars?
but never have 1 seen such sudden
and terrible destitution. Wounded are
lyliiK everywhere. In the houses, on

the streets. In the siinnres, and we

are disturbed In our efforts to cara
for them by the crowd of fugitive
constantly pouring In.

"We give what we have, but It Is

so little, and we are always short. The
doors of the Red Cross depot are
thronged with supplicants for food and
lodging. You know how proud our
people are. Nobody wanted to be

rich, for all had enough and now for
the first time we realize that we are
poor. There Is not a family unhurt
by the war.

'We have, soup kitchens, refugees,
hospital, at every turn-- all in des-

perate need, linkers and butchers are
ruined, for we have no money to pay

them. One baker said to me weeks
ago: "I have no Hon to send to the
war, but I will give what I have.' He

supplied our hospital gratis with bread
ui.ttl Ills flour gave out. Now he is

bankrupt.
"At Svillanits three thousand waifs

and wanderers arrived last week. The
people took them In. I am convinced
that not a household In that town now

has a full meal.
"Yet we do not lose heart. Many of

the soldiers give us money If they
can. jcslernay we got coniriouiions
of Tit dinars if 1 4 , and In three cltiei
a total of 2.:r0 dinars $4. was col

lected In two days. This Is an enor-
mous sum in Servla, where a groHch

(four cents) is no commoner than a
pound sterling ($' in Kngland."

IEGISLAT DN

PROPOSED BY

SOCIALISTS

PLAN PROGRAM, AND AMONG
OTHER THINGS, ASK EX EM P.
TION FROM TAXATION OF
HOUSEHOLD PROPERTY.

Oklahoma City, Jan. 2. The leg-

islative program mapped out by the
socialist state convention In this city
tills week Includes a great many
things. The program is designed to
bo a guide to socialist members of
the legislature, and they are ex-

piated to hammer away on these
lines whatever may be their degree,
of success or disappointment. Among
the items are demands for equal
rcpresenlation among the three dom-

inant parties on all election boards;
that any initiated measure shall be-

come a law when It receive" a ma-

jority of the votes cast thereon; that
the legislature shall have no power
to amend or repeal any law adopted
by the people, under the initiative
and referendum; that any county or
milKlivlslon thereof in Oklahoma may
establish warehouses, gins, mills,
elevators and other industries with
the restrlction and use of credit of
such county or subdivision to any
amount necessary; that public school
teachers shall have civil service
toot ion and eiual pay for men and
woiwu teachers; that money of the
state shall be loaned noon ware
house certificates for
farm products at a rate of Interest
not to excesl r per cent; that school
boys shall ! furnished by the state
free to pupils in the public schools;
that the state styUI establish hos-
pitals for the treatment of tuber-
culosis or other diseases requiring
special treatment; that jury com-

missioners shall be elective and Jur
ors selected from the voting list of
the counties.

This program also asks that ex-

emption from taxation be allowed on
all dwellings, improvements, domes-
tic animals, and Implements on farms
to the. extent of $1.00. They also
recommend that lands held for siec-ulatio- n

shall be taxed upon its full
rental value. Some other recom-
mendations are as follows:

A measure providing that all land
now owned by tho state or hereafter
acquired by the state to he rented
to landless farmers at the prevailing
rate of share rent, the payment of
said rent, to cease when the total
amounts to the rent paid equals the
cost of the laud, the right of contin-
uous occupancy to be vested in the
tenant and his heirs, the title to re-

main in the state.
A measure providing that no sum j

mons, execution, writ of attachment
or replevin shall he issued by any
court In this state until after an
affidavit has lee.ti made and filed
that usurious interest has not been
charged and is not sotight to be col-

lected with proper penalty for mak-

ing a false affidavit
A measure to repeal the law lim-Itin- ir

the time for securing signatures
for initiative and referendum peti-

tions.
A measure providing that an ac-

tual residence of thirty days in the
county and ten days in the precinct
shall be sullicictit time for fixing the
qualification to vot The right to
vote shall not be lost, until after
the expiration of twenty-nin- e days
from thp date ff removal from one
county to the other In this Ftate.

A m "asi'ire depriving the gov

nor of this state of the power of
veto.

An amendment alKli.sh!ng the
state

A measure abolishing the apiwint-iv- e

power and providing for the
of all officers, state and county.

A measure reducing the present
mileage of members of the legisla-

ture from 10c. per mile to the actual
cost of transportation.

An amendment to the constitution
giving equal suffrage to both men
