DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

BELIEVES
' RESTRICTIVE MEAS

URES PROPOSED WILL HAVE TO

BE ENFORCED.'

Washington, 1). C, Feb. 1. The re-

sults of a government investigation

into tlie measures required to prevent

tlie Introduction of the pink boll worm

into the cotton states, indicate that

it will be necessary to adopt the re-

strictions which were proVosed and

discussed at a public hearing held at

the department of agriculture in Wash

ington on May 15, 1914. in brier, me

measures then proposed were: (1)

An order placing similar restrictions

on tlie importation of lint cotton to

those which now apply to nursery

stock, so that tlie entry o such cot-

ton may be limited to the "northern

states. (2) A quarantine order regu-

lating the movement of imported lint

cotton from the northern to the
states. (3) A quarantine

order restricting the movement of

Hawaiian cotton to certain northern

states.
After the' hearing, action on these

proposed measures was postponed

until fuller information could be ob

tained in regard to the utilization of

foreign lint cotton in southern mills.

It was also desired to test the efticien- -

cv in practice, of burning each day

the picker waste from this cotton and

to make tests of certain means of dis

Infecting baled cotton which have been

suggested. From the reports received
by the department of agriculture from

Its agent, however, it now appears

that neither disinfection nor burning

can be relied upon to prevent the in

troduction of the pest.

!n the burning of the picker waste,

considerable laxity was found. In

,. tlie enforcement of thisnmuj ,..r-,-.- ...

reuuireiiient was entrusted to subor

dinates who were either indifferent
to, or ignorant ot the uanger ituiu
negligence. In the opinion of the de

partment, therefore, it is thoroughly

unsafe to rely upon the mill owners to

have such material destroyed, fcven

if this were not the case, however,

there would still be the danger that

the pink boll worm might escape'

from seeds adhering to or near the

surface of the bales which are often

kept in storage for a long time. Tlyre
Is an even greater danger In cotton

which has been opened and put

through the hale breaker and then left

to condition for several days before
being cleaned.

Disinfection of the bales of lint was

found to be equally unsatisfactory
Fumiiration in fact had to be abandon
ed on account of the expense Involved

.i the iiossihilitv- of Injuring the
fiber. It was found, moreover that In

adequate disinfection of the center or

the verv dense Kgyptian bales was a

practical impossibility. The destruc
tion of the insect by heat is not believ

ed to be advisable on account of the

increased danger of fire in storage

warehouses.
It seems, therefore, that if the pink

boll worm is to be excluded trom tue
United States, the measures proposed

at the public hearing of May 15 must

now be adopted. These measures win

nlace no serious handicap on the im

nortatlon and utilization of foreign

cottons in manufacturing districts
north of the cotton-growin- states. The
.amission of foreign and Hawaiian

cotton under permit win proceeu

soeciul ports of entry. These will in

Tlie purpose of the second measure

now proposed Is to regulate tlie move

ment of the imported cotton into the
cotton-growin- states after it has been

admitted into this country. ISefore

ti.u entton can be sent to southern
...m it will be reuuired to be stored
in northern warehouses for 24 months

a period w hich will make it absolutely

eertain that any insects which may

have been contained in tlie seeus na.e
all perished. This means, for example,

that the Kgyptian crop of 1914 would

not be available for southern mills un

til October. 1916.

The necessity for this long period of

storage arises from the fact that ex-

periments have shown that not all of

the larvae of the pink boll worm trans-

form during the first summer following

harvest, and a certain percentage may

enntinue as larvae into the second

summer. The devartment, moreover. Is

Informed that foreign cotton is fre-

quently kept In storage In this country
aad It is.fnr a rons idtsrable time,

Ardmore, Wednesday, February 3, 1915.

therefore, probable that the few south-

ern mills which are dependent on for

eign cotton can secure supplies to

meet this new condition until they

are able to make permanent arrange

ments for the future. Furthermore,

it was brought out at the May hearing

that a sufficient quantity of long sta

ple and Egyptian cotton is now pro-

duced in Arizona and elsewhere in

the south to meet any imperative and

Immediate need.
Pnr these reasons the department

believes that the proposed restrictions

will not work serious hardships to

southern manufacturers. In any event,

however, they will be far less damag

ing than the entry of an insect which

would probably prove fully as dis
weevil. In Egypt,astrous as the boll

where the pink boll worm was intro

duced about five years ago, it has

been known in some cases to reduce

ti.e vietd no ner cent. In addition to

this the amount of oil obtained from

the seed is lessened from 15 to 20

per cent. The pink boll worm hiber

nates In the cotton seeds In the larvae
ctnte For this reason importations

of cotton seed have been prohibited

since Mav 28. 1913. Shortly after the

establishment of this quarantine, sev

eral parcels of cotton seed from Egypt
were inte rceuted bv customs officers

and found to' be heavily infested with
living larvae of the pink boll worm, it
Is not sufficient, however, to prohibit

importations of cotton seed, because
faulty iiinning frequently leaves cotton

seeds in bales of lint. Investigations

have shown that Egyptian bales con

tained an average of 600 seeds each,

and living larvae have been found In

some of these seeds. In the cleaning

process preliminary to spinning, these
seeds-ar- removed with other waste

and are frequently used as fertilizer
and for other purposes. It is common

practice in the south for the trash

from the mills, which may include

seed, to be discharged upon ground

within a stone's throw of cotton fields.

Under the prevailing conditions It

seems probable that to the small
amount of Egyptian cotton used in the
southern mills Is chiefly due the fact
that the pink boll worm is not yet

established in the United States. Im

munity that rests on such a flimsy

foundation can hardly be expected
to continue long.
