CREW DF BATTLESHIP BDUVET

OFFICIAL FRENCH STATEMENT SAYS LOSS OF
LIFE ON THE FRENCH BATTLESHIP WAS
HEAVY SMALL LOSSES ON OTHER SHIPS.

Six Allied Battleship Entered Dardanelles Friday, But onAccount of the
Condition of the Weather, Failed to Accomplish Anything Constan-

tinople Says Warships Sunk Thursday, Were Torpedoed and not

Struck by Floating Mine, as Allies Claim No Land Fighting of Im-

portance Berlin says German Losses at Neuve Chapelle, were Six

Thousand, Not Eighteen Thousand, as the Allies Claimed Passen-

gers on Lapland, Arrving in New York, Tell of Escape from

Submarine.

Paris, March 20. An official state
ment says, sixty-fou- r were saved from
the French Battleship Bouvet sunk in

the Dardanelles Thursday. The ship's
crew numbered six hundred and twen-

ty. The losses on the other ships
were very light.

An Athens dispatch says the allies'
fleet d.'d not attempt to develop its

fullest extent during the general at
tack on the Dardanelles Thursday
The British ship Inflexible and the
French ship Gaulois were damaged
and left the strait. Forty were killed

aboard the Inflexible.
An official statement says, every-

thing is quiet along the French front

Says they Were Torpedoed
Constantinople, March 20. The Tur-.kis- h

government says, the French bat-

tleship Bouvet, and the British war-

ships Ocean and Irresistible, which
were sunk in the Dardanelles Thurs
day, were torpedoed and not destroyed
by a floating mine as the allies claim.

Six Attacked Forts Friday
London, March 20. Six battleships

reentered the Dardanelles Friday, ac-

cording to a Reuter dispatch. Owing

to the unfavorable weather, they failed
to accomplish anything.

Escaped from Submarine.
New York, March 20. Passengers

reaching here today aboard the Brit-

ish steamer Lapland, described the
attempt of a submarine to torpedo,
which fled at top speed,

iii!e the British torpedo boat convoy-

ing her tried to sink the submarine.

ROBT. E. THOMPSON, FORMER
COUNTY TAX ASSESSOR OF
LOVE COUNTY, SURRENDERED
TO THE OFFICERS.

News reached Jiere early yesterday
morning of the killing of John Tobin
at Ringling and the arrest of Robert
K. Thompson charged with the crime.
The report suites that the two men
were in a room together at about the
hour of 2 o'clock Satirday morning.
Tobin was said to have been (''l..'.iing
and it was not known whether
Thompson was drinking or not. Sonu-trouble

arose, four shots wer-- fired,
and Tobin was struck fo'f- - times.
Three empty cartridges we:-,- In the
room, and one of the shots vt re 'ir'?'J
out In the hall.

Tobin, It seems, attempted to es
cape down the stairs, the latt
struck him in the neck at the head
of the stairs, a.nd he fell to the side-

walk, and the body lay there until
about 8 o'clock yesterday morning.
Thompson surrendered to Deputy
Sheriff Sim Stotts and was taken to
Waurika. He made no statements
to the olflcer, and the particulars
probably will not be known until he
does. It is suspected that a woman
was in the room with Tobin. but if
one was there she made her escape,
and her identity is not known.

Tobin, it is said, came to Uingling
from Law ton about a year ago. He
was 1S and unmarried. He kept, for
a t!m, the Dulaney wagon yard there
and the charge was made he was
In the liquor business. If the de-

ceased had any relatives in this conn,
try the fact is unknown. He is said
to have two sisters in Tennessee. He
wore an emblem of the Red Men.

Robert Thompson, who surrendered
to the officers, is one of the best
known mn in the Chickasaw nation.
He is of Indian blood and lived at
Leon, in I ve county. His wife lives
there, and his mother. Mrs. JjIT CJ
Johnson, lives at Iweon. They lived
for a time last year in this city. Mr.
Thompson was for the past two y?ars
tax assessor of I.ove county. He was
defeated in a race for sheriff in the
last county primary election. He L
a member of the Baptist church and
for several years has been a leader
in every righteous movement in his
heme town. His half brother, Bur-
leigh Johnson, Is in this city, nd is
employed with the Palacine Oil com-
pany. A telephone message received
yesterday from Leon states that Iris
mother is prostrate with grief over
the sad affair.

Mr. Thompson recently in this city
took some degrees in Odd Fellowship
which were higher than his local
lodge was equipped to confer. He is
well known in the southern portion of
the state.

CURTAILING EXPENDITURES

Led to Passage of Law That Defeated
Indian Payment This Year.

Dr. T. I Hlowell of Davis is dis-

appointed In the failure of congress
to mako provision for the annual per
capita payment to the Indians. Dr.
Howell states that a few years ago
the Oklahoma delegation concluded
til a I tlie federal departments were
wasteful in the expenditure of In-

dian funds, and a law was agitated
and passed, prohibiting the depart-
ments from making expenditures of
Indian money without an appropria-
tion made by congress. While the law
seemed necessary at that time yet it
has proven to be the very thing the
Indians did not want. If that law
had never been enacted, the secretary
of the interior could have carried out
treaty provisions, and the Indian per
capita payment would have been
niade, as usual.

EXPLOSION

OF OfNlilTE

WRECKS HOME

FORTY-SI- THOUSAND POUNDS
OF POWERFUL EXPLOSIVE DIS-

CHARGED IN ONE SHOT.

Forty-si- thousand pounds of dyna-

mite divided into fifty shots and all
exploded at the same time, was wit-

nessed In the mountains near ("runn-

er last Thursday. This was one of
the largest shots ever exploded at the
crusher located in the Arbuckle moun-

tains and it is said that very few
shots have ever equaled it anywhere.
An immense amount of stone was torn
away from the mountain side. One
boulder rolled down to the building
which the watchman occupies. It
crushed through the wall like so much
paper, passed on through a partition
wall and its weight crushed through
the floor. The house was practically
demolished. No occupants were Id the
building and no one was injured.
