MOTION STILL

SOUGHT FDR

PATENT OFFICE. IT SEEMS, CAN
NOT CONVINCE INVENTORS
SUCH A THING IS AN AB
SURDITY.

Amid the thousands of evidences
of human ingenuity and human delus
ion with which the United Slates
patent office comes in contact every
year, none is more surprising than
the persistent vitality of the perpet
ual motion craze.

Although it :u ?ht be supposed that
the absurd;'..' f ;erpet'il moiicr. 'n
practical noii'i w cs h-- bi-r- explod
ed long ago, every patent attornsy
can cite cases to show that even in
this twentieth century of scientific
enlightenment many a deluded in
ventor is still trying to get a me
chanical something out of nothing.

Application for a patent costs a
fee, which cannot be recovered if
the patent is not granted. It is to
save these fees, which amount to
thousands of dollars every year, that
the commissioner of patents has
made a benevolent ruling. Reputa
ble patent attorneys usually tell the
inventor that he is wasting his mon
ey in making application, but ex
perience has show n that it is" gen
erally impossible to convince an in

ventor that his schemes are im-

practicable, so that many an at-

torney, much against his will, is
compelled to prepare specifications
and claims which relate to an In- -

ven'ion that is inoperative.
In the past it has been the practice

of the patent office to demand a
working model from the inventor ot
perpetual motion machines. The man
who cannot he convinced by ai at-

torney that his machine is inoera- -

tive is not likely to be discouraged
by such requirements. The result is
that many an inventor spends hun-

dreds and perhaps thousands of hard
earned dollars in trying to Tyri'.d an
operative perpetual motion model a

task which any one with an element-
ary knowledge of mechanics can tell
him ' is hoseless.

The commissioner, in order to spare
the inventor the necessity of parting
with at least the government fees
for an application, which must In-

evitably be rejected, has decided that
hereafter no application for a patent
on a perpetual motion machine will
be considered at all unless a working
model is filed in the very first place.

The exact wording of the commis-
sioner's ruling is as follows: "The
views of the 1'nited States patent
office are in accord with those of the
scientists who have Tnvestigated this
subject and are to the effect that such
devices are physical imios.sibiIities.
The position of the office can be re-

butted only by the exhibition of a
working model. Were the application
to be forwarded to the trmiiner for
consideration he wouh' make no
