ARDMORE DELUGED W TH RAIN

ID SWEPT W TH I D

THIRD WARD SCHOOL BUILDING CRUSHED AND
ONE CHILD BURIED UNDER DEBRIS. OTH-
ERS INJURED. EVIDENCE FURNISH-
ED THAT STORM WAS A TWISTER.

North Part of the City Escaped. Storm Path Was South of Main Street.
City Will be in Darkness tonight. O. Dennes' Brick Home Badly

Damaged. No Loss of Life is Reported as Result of Storm Joiner
City Suffers Heavy Damage, Only Three Buildings Left Standing
Electric Company Heavy Sufferer in this City Streets Will be Dark
Tonight Deluge of Rain Fell Dur'he Storm Farm Houses Down

All Along Railroad Between Ringling VThis City.

A heavy wind and rain storm passed ter a1(l A. 'Howard two Stli grade

over this city about nine-thirt- this
morning that caused considerable loss

of property and Injured several per-

sons. The third ward school build-

ing was the scene of intense excite-

ment when the southwest portion of

the roof was blown off and a section
of the upper wall blown in, several
of the pupils were Injured, but none
--seriously, which is indeed a miracle
when the magnitude of the storm is

taken into consideration.
The storm came from the southwest

and the most of the damage inflicted
in the city was in the third and fourth
wards:. In the fourth ward on C

street, and east along First avenue,
east of the Tyler & Simpson Co., sev-

eral small frame houses were either
completely or partly demolished, and
one family, that of J. K. McLaughlin,

had a narrow escape. As it resulted,
Mr. McLaughlin was severely injured
by flying fragments of timber, his
right arm was severely bruised 'and
cut, his wife and small child and his

sister and her baby were uninjured
though badly frightened. McLaughlin
was taken to the Hardy sanitarium for
treatment.

At the third ward school building

the greatest excitement prevailed and
when it became known that the build-

ing was blown in, parents rushed fran-

tically through the torrential rain that
was falling to assist removing their
children, if possible from the building.

Several pupils were slightly Injured,

the most seriously were Miss Oree
Madden, who was seated close IJo

the wall w hen the force of the cy-

clone struck, and was almost com-

pletely burled by falling brick. That
she was not more seriously injured,
is a miracle.

Esther Smith, daughter of Mr. and
.Mrs. M. I). Smith, a pupil in the
school, had an arm broken and was
otherwise seriously bruised. Wilbur
Fieldbinder was also seriously injured
by falling brick and timbers.

On account of the excitement and
the fact that telephone wires are down
allover the city, it is difficult to get
details every Instance. That more
were not Injured and perhaps killed

In the stampene following the storm
speaks well for the discipline of the
school. Miss Madden was a pupil
in Miss Morgan's room, and the most
serious injury she sustained was in
the right limb.

The new home of Slielton Tyre at
Third and I! street was completely
leveled and roof and second story of
the new brick residence of O. L. Den
lies was completely demolished, the
roof and chimneys of the residence
yards from the building. Mrs. Den
lies was fortunate in not being In the
building ut the time. She became

frightened when the storm broke and
went to tlie home of a neighbor. She
had just left the building when it was
wrecked.

The roof of the residence of C. L.

Byrne wets damaged as well as the
roof and chmneys of the residence
of Mrs. W. K. Moore, beside the injury
to the Moore residence, a servants'
house was completely wrecked as well
as a servant's house in the rear of
the residence of B. A. Simpson.

Light Plant Out of Business.
The storm wrought havoc with the

Ice, Light &. Power Co., the poles on
C street, S. K. from the Santa Fe rail
road to the plant are all down as well
as poles on south Mill street, the tele
phone lines in that section also suf
fered heavily. It will take several
days to repair the damage. The chief
engineer at the light plant stated this
morning that there would be no power
service in the city this afternoon or
tonight, except at the plant and the
southeastern part of the city. Shade
trees all over the city were damaged
and several minor injuries to resi
dences have been reported, hut none
of a serious nature.

School Board Meet This Afternoon
President Heffner of the school

board stated that he would call a

meeting, of the board this afternoon
and determine what disposition would
be made with the pupils of the third
ward school for the remainder of the
term. He stated that It was possible
that they would be removed to the
high school building as it w ill be prac-

tically impossible to get the building
in repair before the term closes. The
board carried tornado insurance on
tlie building to the amount of $15 000.

Heavy Rainfall.
The rainfall registered at the local

observatory at seven o'clock this
morning was 0.60 inches, the down-

pour accompanying the storm caused
the gauge to read 1.20 inches at noon
today. That none were more seriously
injured, and that there was no loss
of life seems almost a miracle In the
face of the damage wrought to small
frame buildings especially those along
C street, S. K., the wind storm was
of short duration and does not seem
to have been a twister, although the
antics cut by the storm in the south
west part of the city would Indicate
that It was. Near the Dennes home
is a small bungalow under construc
tion, and the loose shingles on the
roof were not even disturbed. The
same is true of other buildings under
construction in that immediate neigh-

borhood. No estimate has been put
on the damage to the Dennes home,
but it will be heavy.

The Flouring Mill
The flouring mill seemed to be in

the heart of the storm district The
roof was torn from about half of the
main building, out houses were blown
down, fencing was destroyed and

statement adds, said they satk a
British trawler before they were
sighted by the British destroyer y

and that they had picked up
a lieutenant and two men. When
asked what had become of their
captives, the Germans said they were
below decks and probably perished
when the vessel sank, the time being
short.

THLOCCO CASK ON TRIAL.

Oil Lands Valued at Nearly $2,000,000
Are Involved.

Muskogee, Okla., May 5. The gov
and the defendants, after

a two days' conference, failed to
reach an agreement, and the famous
Barney Thlocco Kise went to trial
in the federal court here today. The
suit involved the Thlocco allotment
In the Cunning oil fields, valued at
nearly $2,000,000. The question to be
decided at this time is whether or
not Barney Thlocco was entitled to
an allotment as shown by the records
of the Dawes commission. Thlocco
is not entitled to an allotment unless
it is shown that 'he lived on April 1

1S99. The government contends that
he died in January that year, and
the defendants claim he died on April
5 that year. If the defendants win
a contest will follow Involving sixty- -

two persons who claim to be Thloc
co's heirs. If the government wins,
the land will go to the Creek tribe
of Indians. The trial will continue
for several days.

Paris, May 6. The French war of-

fice says the French last night easily
repulsed another German attack north
of Ypres.

The British have regained part of
the trenches on Hill Number Sixty,
which they lost to the Germans yester-
day during the attacks with poisonous
gases.

Unofficial reports indicate that the
Germans may be massing troops for
another drive on the channel.

Hold Only Two Points
Constantinople, May 6. The war of-

fice announces that the allies hold on-

ly two points on the Gallipoli Penin-

sula, both on the coast, one at Sebdul
Bahr, and the other at Aribura. Only
the constant fire of the warships en-

ables the allies to hold these posi-
tions, say the Turks. The Turks say
that the reports that Gallipoli and Na-ga-

have been occupied by the al-

lies, are untrue.

Another Steamer Torpedoed
London, May 6. The steamer

Cathay from Copenhagen for Chinese
ports was either hit by a mine or tor-
pedoed in tlie North Sea lust night
and sank In twenty minutes. All oC

tlie passengers and crew were saved.
A German submarine sank the trawl-
er Stratton by gun fire and took the
crew aboard the submarine. Another
submarine sank the schooner Earl of
Latham off the Irish coast, with shells.
A trawler rescued tlie creww.

Arrested for Espionage.
Vienna. May 6. Former United

States Senator Lurayette Young of
Des Moines, Iowa and the former
American vice consul at Ilerne, Swit-
zerland, have been arrested at Inns-
bruck, Austria, on suspicion of espion-
age. However, it proved to be a case
of mistaken Identity and both were re-

leased. Apologies were made to
Young.

Prohibit Cotton Exports
London, May 6. Kugland has re-

quested the government of Egypt to
prohibit tlie export of cotton to all
ports other than French, Russian.
Spanish and Portugese. England ex
pects Egypt very soon to apply this
embargo.

Allies Making Progress.
London. May 6. Premier Asquith

told the house of commons today
that the operations in the Darda
nelles are boing pressed forward
under highly satisfactory conditions.
