The Russian ar-

mies are still retiring from the War-

saw territory, while the Kaiser pre-

pares a triumphant entry into the cap-

tured city. The transfer to the Ger-

man government will be followed by
the appointment of a governor.

Poland will be given part independ-
ence, following the council to be held
Sunday at Berlin.

The problem of what Germany's ar-

mies will do next engages the mil-

itary critics of the world.

Ivangorojd Evacuated
Berlin, Aug. 6. The occupation of

Jvangorod, an important Russian
stronghold, is officially announced.
The Russian authorities explain that
the defenses had not been perfected
to withstand a violent assault.

For Warsaw Improvement
London, Aug. 6. Russia has set

uside $25,000,000 to improve the mills
and other plants at Warsaw.

Germans in Warsaw.
London, Aug. G. The German.-- are

In possession of Warsaw, capital of

Poland and third largest dty in the
Russian empire. Pavarluii troops en-

tered the city Thursday nvining, hav-
ing successfully taken the Klonle
lines and the outer and irner fort-
resses of the city itself, the Russians
fighting only rear guard actions, to
allow their main army to make good
its escape.

While to the Bavarians, command-
ed by Prince Leopold, has fallen the
honor of taking over Warsaw in the
name of the German emperor and
his consort, who are expected to
make a state entry within a few days,
the real connuerers are the troops
lighting under Field Marshal von 1 1 in- -

denburg along the Narew :icr to the

BOOM STARTED

FOR GODD ROADS

LIST NIGHT

MASS MEETING AT CITY HALL
LAUNCHED MOVEMENT THAT
MEANS A GREAT DEAL TO CITY
AND COUNTY.

At the mass meeting called by the
mayor, held last night for the purpose
of launching a substantial good roads
movement Ardmore and Carter
county, the first substantial work
over accomplished along these lines
was launched, and from all Indica-
tions will be prosecuted to a success,
fill termination.

The meeting, which was well at
tended, was called to ord r promptly
at 8 o'clock by Mayor Mullen, who
briefly stated Its object, and placed
in nomination as chairman, County
Commissioner G. W. Young, who was
unanimously elected. In accepting
the gavel Mr. Young undo a rousing
good roads speech, and assured the
mayor and board of city commission
ers that the county was with them
in their efforts to secure better roads
and that they heartily econded the
efforts of the mayor in securing state
convicts to work the roads.

The mayor explained to the audi-

ence the plan of securing the con
victs work the roads, and the ap-

proximate cost (:' maintaining them
here for the length of time neces-

sary to do what work (.oe.Id bs done
this year.

He explained that It would require
at least six thousand dollars to main-

tain the prisoners and teams here
for five months. Of this amount the
county will pledge three thousand, the
city five hundred, and the balance
must be raised by popular subscrip-
tion.

Last night the business men pres-

ent subscribed five hundred dollars of
this amount, and the mayor stated
that he believed he could raise the
balance among the business men of
the city in a few hours.

Col. Sidney Suggs, e high-

way commissioner, was (ailed upon
and in a short speech, covering every
phase of road construction, tolu the

and county commissioners his
Ideas of the proper course of proce-

dure. Col. Suggs urged organisation,
the elimination of 'factional selfish-

ness and harmony between th? city

DRY CONGRESS CONVENTION
MEETS THERE SEPTEMBER 27.

OKLAHOMA EXHIBIT WILL BE

IN CHARGE OF ARDMORE MAN.

The annual dry farming congress
meets in Denver this year, September
27 to October 9, and Oklahoma will
have an unusually fine exhibit there,
if the plans of Col. Gault, president
of the state board of agriculture are
carried out.

Yesterday Mr. Gault selected the
three men to collect the exhibit who
will have charge of it at Denver, and
among them Is Felix K. West, secre
tary of the chamber of commerce.
The other two members are S. H.

Jackson of EI Keno and Frank Thralls
of Hydro. Mr. Thralls will have

charge of the northeastern portion ot
the state, Mr. Jackson the northwest-
ern and Mr. West the southern por
tion. Mr. West stated that conditions
in Oklahoma as a rule were fine, and
he Is sure that the exhibit will be one
to do the state justice. The work ot
collecting the county exhibit for the
state fair will not be hampered In any
manner by the fact that the dry farm-
ing congress meets two days after the
state fair in Oklahoma. It. L. Scott
who is serving as agricultural agent
here, will continue the work and see
that Carter Is well represented at the
fair, and that a competent man Is in
charge. Mr. West has already begun
to make his collection for Denver and
says he Is going to show the world
that the southern part of Oklahoma
Is the equal of any country In the
world In agricultural pursuits. Last
year the international yd farming
congress was held at Tulsa.
