Magnolia Says.
The Magnolia says it can pay 85c

This man
says there will be no substantial
raise until local refineries are built.

What Will Roxana D?
Another hope for a Letter prlc;'

lies in the Roxana deal. Efforts to
obtain information as to the line of
procedure this company would take
have been futile. It is claimed that
the company will not sell oil at 30c;
that it will build storage tanks and
a pipe line and care for its own oil.
That is information that does not
come from the company. But the
producers might analyze this company
about this way: The Itoxana is the
producing end In Oklahoma of th3
Royal Dutch Shell. The Royal Dutch
Shell makes its money in the refinery
end of the business. The producing
company will be made to serve the
best interests of the parent company.
That means that the Roxana will not
work for higher prices. Jt will bj
content to see the price stay where
it is.
