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TELLS STORY

UNCOVERING WEALTH OF ZINC
SILVER, LEAD AND IRON IN AR- -

BUCKLE MOUNTAINS. SMELTER
PROBABLE.

W. K. Heard was in the city yester-
day afternoon from the zinc mines in

the Arbuckles, fifteen miles north of

here. He states that two mills are
now at the mines, and nego-

tiations are pending for the construc
tion of one or two more concentrating
plants. None of the mineral has been
sold recently, hut the price is quoted
at $S5 a ton, buyers are eager, the
market Is firm and the zinc companies
are ready to deliver several cars now.
The product of the plants must be
hauled some distance over a rough
wagon road to get to Davis for ship-

ment, but with this handicap on the
mines it is believed that they will pay
well.

James It. Taliaferro who is inter-

ested in mountain lands, has samples
of the zinc and lead which he will
send at once to Kansas City parties
who say they will build a smelter here.

Mr. Beard says the mountains are
not only rich in zinc and lead, but an
important silver lead has been dis-

covered and it is very probable the
Arbuckles will give up a vast amount
of silver within the next few years.
In addition to zinc, lead and silver,
Mr. Beard says he has located an Iron
mine further west and about four miles
east of Homer. The Iron, he says is of
good quality, easily mined and beyond
a doubt will pay well.

The
work of clearing the wreckage of the
Pennington building is being rushed
as rapidly as possible, but it will prob-

ably be the first of the year before the
new building will be ready for occu-
pancy.

IN NOTE TO GERMANY ON FRYE
CASE, UNITED STATES ASKS IF
LIVES ON AMERICAN SHIPS

The United
States in a note to Germany today,

the German suggestion in reply to the
American proposals concerning a com-

mission to fix the damages for the
Frye, agreeing to dispense with the
umpire and leave the case to two ex-

perts, one from each country.

Tampico (via Laredo) Oct. 12. Gen-

eral Obregon awaiting the arrival of
his first chief, Carranza, today, while
not being willing to discuss the recog-

nition of Carranza by the United
States, told the Associated Press that
there were men in Villa's army who
would welcome the news and would
abandon Villa in the fight.

"I will not bes urprised to learn of

Villa being killed within twenty days
by his own men," Obregon said. He
said that two of Villa's "strongest and
most dangerous" men, Lotnbardo and
Angeles, have deserted him.

tive market for their production inl
as a result some orchards will be.

other crops and the trees that are not
cut down will ho neglected more or
less. For this reason he says that
now is the best time the country
has ever had for setting out new

He says within five years
from now the country will have found
a way of bringing buyer and seller
together and fruit will be worth $1

a bushel.
In the last issue of Collier's Week-

ly a picture is shown of sev-

eral thousand bushels of fruit whieh
went to waste at Guthrie for the want
of a market. While big red juicy,
mellow peaches were rotting in Okla
homa because they could not be s jid

for enough to pay to handle them
peaches were selling in Baltimore
Philadelphia and New York at 5c

a piece.
The federal government has estab-

lished a bureau of marts and has
placed Thomas N. Carver in charge
of the bureau but the work is new

and seems to be starting off rather
slowly. At least Mr. Carver has not
made his work felt in Oklahoma
where farmers lose fortunes every
year while people In other states go

hungry for the very things that are
wasting In Oklahoma.

The state board of agriculture of
Oklahoma might be able to find a
market for Oklahoma products, but
the trouble lies In this fact that who-

ever is appointed by the state board
will be a countryman, when he gets
to the city he Is bewildered, he does
not know the tricks of the commis-

sion merchant, the commission mer-

chant is on the ground and knows his
city, the merchants and the peddlers
form a pool for controlling the pro-

ducts of the southern farm and or-

chard and any man from this section
would not be equipped to cope with

them.
What would seem to be the proper

method of making the shipments prof-

itable would be for the railroad com-

panies to take up the matter and es-

tablish a market bureau and make

the purchases and conduct the sales.

London, Oct. 12. Few details have
been received of the new Bulgarian
movement against Serbia, although it
has been generally expected.

Premier Zamais' speech before tho
Greek cabinet is generally regarded aa
favorable to the entente cause.

Detailed information is lacking on
the German-Serbia- n campaign. The
Germans asert that they are advancing
steadily south of the Danube, although
the amount of their gain is unmen-tione-

Nish dispatches state that the
Serbians have checked the Germans
at several points. Berlin announces
the capture this morning of the Ser-
bian city of Semendria, east of Bel-

grade.
On the eastern front the Germans

are hammering away before Dwinsk,
but elsewhere the Russian forces are
attacking fiercely. The Russian coup
at the Stripa river is regarded as Im-

portant to the allies.
The Serbians declare that all of the

Bulgarian attacks have been repulsed,
while the fighting, it is announced, has
been launched northeast of Nish.

Roumania's participation of the al-

lies' side is assured, says a Rome dis-

patch, quoting the Roumanian premier.

Bulgarians Begin Invasion
Paris, Oct. 12. The Bulgarian troops

invaded Serbia last night.

Capture Many Germans
Petrograd, Oct. 12. The Russian

forces have pierced the German lines
on the Stripa river and captured more
than six thousand men, many officers
and guns. The Russian advance is be-

ing pushed vigorously, says the war
office.

For Armed Neutrality
London, Oct. 12. The Greek cham-

ber was Informed by Premier Zamair
yesterday that in order to better as-

sure the vital interests of Greece, her
neutrality "will for the present, be
armed," says an Athens dispatch.

Austrian City to Fall
Geneva, Oct. 12. The Austrian city

of Gorizia, northwest of Trieste, Is
about to fall, says a dispatch. The
heavy snows in the Alps are reported
to have buried the Austrian gun posi-
tions In the deep snows.

Resume Armenian Massacres
Washington, D. C, Oct. 12. The Ar-

menian massacres In Asiatic Turkey
will be renewed with vigor since Bul-
garia's entrance into the war, accord
ing to information to the state depart
ment from Ambassador Morgenthau at
Constantinople. The majority of Ar-
menians in Asiatic Turkey have been,
killed, he says.
