Action by the Oklahoma corpora-

tion commission on the question of
; rest ri'dtu addlticna! for
the transportation of gasoline, if such
are deemed necessary to prevent a
repetition of the Ardmore disaster,
wi'.l be deferred until ; after a cents
of the federal bureau o:' explosives
have completed their investigation of
the Ardmore explosion and submit
recommendations based upon the re-

sult of their investigation.
Tills was the substance of state-

ments made by members of the com
mission Thur-da- y afternoon following
the close of the hearing at which
government explosive and meterologi-ca- l

experts as well as representatives
of gasoline manufacturers and tank
car builders testified before the com-

mission, giving scientific testimony
concerning the dynamic effects of
gasoline and the proper method of
its handling to prevent explosion

in process of transportation.
Data to be Compiled.

A statement of facts baVed upon
the testimony taken at the hearings
conducted by the corporation commis-
sion, the coroner and the state fire
marshal at Ardmore immediately fol- -

lowing the disaster will be prepared

of the hearing Thursday, told the
commission that the facts concerning
gasoline as developed by the Investi-

gation of the Ardmore disaster, prob-

ably would call for certain modifica-

tions of present Interstate commerce
commission regulations relative to va-

por tension on gasoline tank cars. It
has been frequently suggested since
the Ardmore explosion, and in fact
recommended by Mr. Dunne, that
the state should adopt the interstate
commerce commission regulations
with such changes and amendments
as are found necessary to con.orm
to local conditions.

The hearing Thursday w is conduct-
ed before Commissioners W. 1).

Humphrey and George A. Iletishaw,
and was the la.-- t w hi h w i:l he held
on the Ardmore disaster bv the com
mission until li time as proposed
new regulations are promulgated, if
such is done.

The hearing Thursday had to do
solely with matters relating to the
handling of gasoline, the effect atmos-

ped the car from Cashing to

the Ardmore refinery, by Mr. Dunne.
He declared the eii lence taken at
the various hearings and the state-
ments of officials of the company

showed that the interstate commerce
commission regulations were not ob-

served in the loading of the car which
exploded.

It was stated by Mr Dunne that
present regulations require that a

space eo,u:il to 2 per cent of the total
capacity of tank cars and olher con-

tainers used in the transportation of
gasoline h!l be left vacant to take

care o.' the expansion of the liquid
that follow s in the w ake of certain
climatic conditions. The vacant space
of 2 per cent is the minimum, he said,
the question of additional space being
left to the discretion of the shipper,
his judgment in that matter being
based on the temperature of the
liquid, the length of the shipment and
the probable effect of temperature at
the point of destination.

Temperature an Element
The records, he said, showed that

the gasoline in the car which ex-

ploded at Ardmore. was manufactured
at Drumright and Dined to Cushine.
where it w as loaded in the tank car.
At the time o'. loading the tempera-
ture of the liquid, he said, was about
4 degrees. In view of this low tem-
perature, he said, considerable space
should have been left for fvpansion.
The temperature at Ardmore on the
day of the explosion was 9! degrees,
which gives some idea of the rise In
the temperature of the liquid from
the time it was loaded until the ex-

plosion occurred. Mr. Dunne said it
had not been explained to him why
the temperature was so low at the
time of loading.

"The whole affair shows the abso-
lute necessity on the part of the sh'p-- I

ers to observe closer w hat their
employes or agents do in the handling
of gasoline to see that safety regula-
tions are carried out," he said.

Mr. Dunne made a long statement
to the commission giving many in-

teresting scientific facts ccneernint;
the effect of weather upon gasoline
and the nature of the construction
of tank cars, safety appliances and
precautionary measures.

Cap Removal Aided.
It was brought out in the hearing

that when gas vapor was discovered
escaping from the dome of the tank
car which exploded, a conductor was
asked to hae it moved out of the sun.

car. Gasoline put in one of the
insulated cars, he insisted, remained
at the same temperature from the
time of loading until unloaded, regard-
less of conditions of the atmosphere
or the general temperature. This car,
he said, had received the approval of
the interstate commerce commission.
