s. Moody, wli"e engage m repairing
a bus'gy shaft at the blacksmith shop
of N. K. Utile on North Commerce
street, was stricken with heart fail-
ure and died instantly.

The deceased had been a sufferer
from heurt disease for some years, bu!

most agreeably, and was apparently
regaining his former strength.

He resided also in
Sherman, Abilene, (Gainesville, and
moved to Ardmore, Oklahoma, when
that town was first started, residing
there many years. For some time past
he had been making tits borne in this
city with his son, Lee Moody, at
1102 Kiist Pecan street. His wife
died in this city several months ago,
and he is survived by three children,
son Lee M. Moody, and daughters,
Mrs. W. K. McLamore and Mrs. W.
If. Kinne, all of this city.

The funeral was held this afternoon
from the residence of Mr. Iee M.

Moody, Rev. Holmes, pastor of the
Denton Street Christian church of-

ficiating, and Oo. J. Carroll, funeral
director. The pallbearers were: Dr.
C. It. Johnson, Ijouis House, D. C

Tranter, Tom Cheaney, J. U Simp
son and Kdgr Turner. The inter
ment took place In Fairview ceme
tery.

The deceased is survived by two
brothers, Frank Moody of Douglas,
Arizona, older than the deceased, and
E. C. Moody of Hewitt, Okla.

SEES MUCH WORK AHEAD
FOR COMING CONGRESS

Washington, Nov. 15. On Decem
ber 6 congress will be reconvened
in what promises to be one of the
most Important and interesting ses-

sions ever held. The stand taken by
William Jennings Bryan in opposi
tion to thp plans of the administra
tion for national preparedness, It is
expected, will add zest to the pro-

ceedings, as will the fight for cloture
in the senate, which is being led by

Senator Owen of Oklahoma. Unless
cloture is adopted, congress will like-

ly be in continuous session during
the sixty-fourt- congress. Rural
credits, the repeal of the seaman's

iw, river and harbor Improvements,
and many matters of count
importance will be discussed at the
coming session of congress.

Indian matters, it Is also expected,
will take up much of the time of
congress. Efforts will be made to
change the department regulations
to govern the releasing of the Osage

nation for oil and gas purposes, at-

tempts will he made to have con-

gress permit the leasing of restricted
ndian oil lands without reference to

the 4,8rt0-acr- e limitations, controver
sies over oil allotments In the Creek- -

nation will be aired, and a reorgml- -

zation of the Indian bureau by the
creation of a commis
sion, may be provided for.

The Choctaw and Chickasaw per
capita payment fights will be renew-

ed and will still be opposed by mem-

bers of the Mississippi congressional
delegation, who are still Insisting up

on the recognition of several thou-

sand Mississippi Choctaws, who faile!
to participate In tbe division of lands
and monies belonging to the Okla-

homa Choctaws. A per capita payment
of $20l to the Choctaws and $100 to

the Chickasaws will be asked, and it

is almost certain to precipitate an-

other long, bitter fight In both the
senate and house, and may again end
In the failure to pass an Indian ap-

propriation bill, as last year, when
Senator Gronna of North Dakon
talked the measure to death in the
closing hours of the sixty-thir- session
of congress.
