Morgan, who are teaching in that
district and adding to their regular
duties two nights each week, which
they devote to teaching the moonlight
school for the benefit of adult persons.
A I the opening of the school, four
teen were enrolled the first session,
and since thai' time more have been
added. They are all enthusiastic
over the school out there, and it will
he the means of giving many persons
of middle age and beyond the first ru-

diments of an education they ever
had. This school was organized by
Cotimy Superintendent Thurston on
the night of December 7, and for the
short time it litis been in operation
the result has been most gratifying
to him.

There are several oilier night
schools in the county thai have not
filed their regular report with the
countv superintendent, and lie was

unable to give the status of llieir
work. Schools are in operation at
