American warships wen- - rushing at

top speed up the Maine coast in answer
to wireless calls from the giant air-

ship to the navy department at Wash-

ington. After u long fight with fots
and contrary winds, the commander
of the dirigible flashed a message that
his petrol supply was falling rapidly
and that assistance might be needed.

In answer to the message, the Am-

erican naval authorities ordered the
converted yacht, L'. S. S. Salilla, the
nearest available vessel, to start from
Machlas Buy, Maine. Scarcely had
the yacht cleared when she was fol-

lowed by the submarine chaser 407

from Bar Harbor, and shortly after
the U. S. destroyer steamed out at
Boston harbor under forced draught.

From St. Johns a cordon of British
tugs was thrown out, and in the
stormy Bay of Fundy the French cruis-
er Some answered the summons, start-
ing south in an effort to cross the
path of the airship.

All day long every wireless station
from the northern coast of Newfound-
land to the mouth of the Hudson was
manned by eager listeners and watch-
ers who strained every eye and car
for sight or signal of the traveler of

tne, skies, but only once did she em-

erge long enough from the mists to
be recognized. This glimpse was
caught from the little Nova Scotia
Vwii of Parrsboro, 35 miles west of
W.alifax, the town at which the Hand-liy-Paig-

biplane in flight from Har-
bor Grace, N. F., to Mineola, N. Y.,
made u forced lauding early this morn-
ing. The mammoth airship patted
directly over the lighthouse of the port
at 2:15 this afternoon.

When first sighted she appeared to
be down by the head, but before she
had passed out of sight she apparently
had righted herself and was proceeding
on an even keel. Sailor watchers es-

timated that she was making about
25 knots an hour.

The first Intimation of possible trou-
ble was contained in a wireless mes-
sage intercepted at 11 a. in. and ad-

dressed to the British admiralty, in
.which Major Scott, commander of the
dirigible, reported that his fuel was
getting low. Three previous messages,
giving position, had concluded with a
cheery, "ull well."

Five minutes after the message to
the admiralty, Commander Zachary
Landsowe, V. S. N., invited to take

fered, Major Astor announced that the
government planned to introduce a sub-

stitute next week. This alternative
measure, he said, would place women
on an equality with men In civil and
Judicial matters and would he wide and
comprehensive.

Confidence in the government. It was
said, probably would not lie considered
as having been at stake in the vote on

the motion.

Tlie emancipation bill now before the
house of commons was designed to give
women politieul and legal equullly with
men. It included a provision permit
ting women to sit ill tlie house of lords.
A London dispatch received Friday was
so garbled in transmission as to make
it appear that the bill itself had been
defeated.

GATE RECEIPTS ABOVE

WAR TAX WILL KXCKKI) 50,000

AM) TOLKDO CHARITY IM)
$10,000 OR MORK.

Toledo, Ohio, July 5. Although offi-

cial accounting ha3 not been completed,

Tex Kickard, promoter of the heavy-

weight championship contest between

Jess Willard and Jack Dempsey, esti

mated tonight that the gate receipts

would total between $500,000 and $000,-000- .

Revenue agents are assisting in check-

ing up the receipts to determine the

amount of war tax due the govern-

ment. Basing the receipts on $600,000,

the government will receive approxi

mately $54,600, while approximately
$42,000 will be turned over to Toledo's
charity fund.

The City, under the agreement with
Rickard, is to receive seven per cent of

the gross receipts. Rickard already

has paid $30,000 to this fund.
Mayor Schreiber plans to use this

money in sending orphans and children
of Toledo's poor families on vacation
trips to Michigan. He also plans to de
vote a part of the money to endow beds
for the poor in hospitals.

JJeinpsey, the conqueror of Willard,
left tonight for Cincinnati to open a
theatircal engagement there tomorrow.
He is to receive $7,000 a week.

Willard spent the day resting quietly
at his temporary home, in company
with his wife and a fo wpersonal friends.
Aside from the swelling on the right
side of his face, which was subsiding
under cold applications, he was none
the worse, apparently, for his encounter
with Dempsey. Ho accepted his de-

feat without any attempt to excuse it
or to belittle the new champion's fistic
prowess. On the contrary, lie made a
number of complimentary remarks
about Dempsey's ability.

"There is little to add to what is al-

ready known," the defeated champion
said. "After the first hard swing to
the Jaw in the first round, Dempsey
camo in so fast I never had a chance
to clear my head and square away for
a better offense or defense. I was fight-
ing in a daze. This Is no attempt to
alibi my defeat or take the credit from
Dempsey, who is a fast, clever, hard-

hitting opponent, ranking with the best
of the heavyweights. Now I am through
with boxing und expect to be just plain
Jess Willard. 1 hope, however, that the
public will remember me as a boxer
who always tried to give his best in the
ring and did his share to keep the box-

ing game above suspicion."
Efforts were lelng made today to ob-

tain permission from proper authorities
for the exhibition of the moving pic-

tures of the fight I the soldier camps
and hospitals where wounded overseas
fighters are recuperating. It Is hoped
that eventually the pictures may he
shown in public generally without vio-

lating the law. Rickard and Willard
still retain their two thirds Interest In

the films, but Dempsey sold his third
before the fiBht.

Florence. Italy, Friday, July 4. Noise

of firing In the outskirts of the city

has increased the alarm caused by tho

disorders here. The red
flag has been hoisted in many places
here and elsewhere In the Romagna dis-

trict by what are termed local Soviets.
Carrabiners fired upon crowds here

today. Disorders are increasing and the
ransacking of shops is widespread.
Strengthened by rowdies, the crowd has
abandoned itself to the general sacking
of all shops without distinction, destroy
ing what it is unable to carry away.

One entire street is flooded with pe-

troleum, gasoline, wine, beer and olive
oil.

Wherever the chamber of labor Is

able to exercise authority, goods are
being transported to special warehouses
under the red flag, even tram cars De

messed into this service. Large
quantities of supplies are being turned
over to the municipality In the Piazza
Signoria, the chief square of the city.
Monev taken from shops also is being
placed In the care of the municipality or
.1,0 Muimiuir of labor. Thousands of
boxes of matches are being distributed
free to tlie crowds.

The onlv shops respected by the riot- -

tors were those bearing the Inscription:
"This slion is at the disposal of tne
chamber of labor." The chamber of labor
apparently has become the only author-
ity to which the people pay any atten-

tion. The automobiles and cabs per-

mitted to use the streets must bear a
sign reading "Circulation allowed by
chamber of labor." The local authorities
seemingly have made no effort to op-

pose the chamber. All the newspapers
have suspended publication because of a
strike of printers. Tlie sale of newspa-

pers from other cities Is prohibited.
One of the manifestoes issued by the

chamber of labor announced that all
goods which had been sold at prices
fixed by the government would be sold

hereafter at half that price. All other
goods, including medicines, it was or-

dered, should be sold ut a reduction of
70 per cent from the previous prices.

Bologna, Italy, July 5. The situation
created by disorders over the cost of
living has been improved considerably
by the receipt of foodstuffs which were
requisitioned immediately upon their ar-

rival.

Rome, Italy, July 4. The press today
urges the mayor of Rome not to wait for
the repetition here of riots of the char
acter of those in Romagna and Flor
ence, but to "prevent action by the peo-

ple" by imposing a reduction of 50

per cent upon all prices of foodstuffs
and clothing. If the producers and shop-

keepers resist, their licenses must be
withdrawn and their goods confiscated.

Commenting on the situation the Tem-
po today says:

"The present conditions are the con-

sequence of the failure of the policy of
the government during the last four
years In the diplomatic, financial and
economic fields. Thus, Italy is con-

fronted by the fact that her national
and territorial problems are unsolved
and that her economic activity Is In
decay. In addition to her financial dis
aster, there Is a halt In production and
a limitation In supplies. She Is worse
than a defeated country."

Josoprt P. Tumulty, secretary to I'resi
dent Wilson, announced here today that
according to tho present program, Mr,

Wilson will address the senate on Thurs-
day.

Mr. Tumulty said that the president
would be greeted at the pier on his ar
rival here Tuesday by the school chil
dren of Moboken, who will form lines
through which he will pass to the
Twenty-thir- street ferry. He will
cross the Hudson on a city ferryboat
and will be received on the New York
side bv the official reception committee,
headed by Governor Smith and Mayor
Hylan.

After his reception, Mr. Wilson will
motor by way of Fifth avenue to Car-

negie Hull, where he will deliver a brief
address. He will leave New York for
Washington at 5 p. m.

"We didn't understand each other,"

said New, uccoriling to Detective Ser-
geant D. A. Davidson, "and so I shot
her, und here I am. There she Is, too."
lie added, us hit gazed ut the dead girl.

New, who Is !U) years of uge, told
the officers, according to their state-nien- t

of bis story, that he was engaged
to Miss Lesser and that wen he urged
her to marry him at once und she re-

fused, ho became furious and shot her.
lie said he had borrowed the automo-

bile from bis mother, Mrs. Lulu M. Bur-
ger of Glendalo. Ho told the officers,
they said, that for three hours after the
shooting ho drove around town, trying
to make up his mind to surrender.
