It is recorded in the diary of Ezra Polk
that on the evening of the 20th of Decem-,
ber, 1780, lights danced about his field '
for two hours or more.. Then the lights

disappeared, and the frigate’ weighed an-.

chor. Next day the men-of-war took the
frigate into Lewes as a prize  Old Ezra’s
diary docs not mention or even bint'at a
buried treasure. It refers to traces of
fresh ‘earth. and intimafes the. gallant
Frenchman had probably “buried a dead
officer there.

Time passed, the war ended, and the
year 1813 came. Then Milford was vis-
ited by two French officers, from whoge
act:ons the notion of treasurc-trove was
first suggested. Tkese officers lived in a
house near the Milford mills, and spent a
month leisurely traversing the Polk farm
foot by foot. They emploved negroes to
dig 1n several spots, to which they bad
seemingly been directed by Imeasure-
ments made from the mouth of the creek.
Three or four times . the - officers -drove
over to the place straight, but it was
not noticed that they brought any thing
with them to the milis. In the early
part of January, 1814, the two men wen,

" away from Milford as light-hearted and

to all appearances, as light in pocket
as when they began the search. Boys
have been accustomed to look upon the
Polk farm as the abiding place of some
bonanza, and more than once parties
have used the spade in the old fieids.
Whether the mysterious visits of the
old French officers and the French gen-
tleman of this latter day may mean any-
thing or not, it is a matter of history, as
Alderman Vinceunt, now City Treasurer
of Wilmington, historian of Delaware,
member of the London Cobden Club, pro-
vrietor of the Anglo:-American Union
scheme, &c., tells one that there was
such a thing as a chased French frigate
and a chasing English man-of-war. He
is authority for the statement that during
the revolution and John Hall’s Captaincy
over the garrison at Lewes a French
frigate came booming into the harbor.
