TRIUMPHANT TAMMANY.

St. Paun, Sept. 12.—A Washington
special sums up the Republican situation
after the following stirring fashion: The
Democracy in New York is bursted wide
open, and a prominent delegate to the
Syracuse convention admits that. A. B.
Cornell will be elected governor by fifty
thousand majority. Conkling’s triumph
will be complete. Tilden and the country
Democracy forced Robinson upon Tam-
many and Tammany enthusiastically re-
taliated by throwing John Kelly’s name
to the breeze. It is death to Tilden in
New York. Tammany says defeat is a
thousand times preferable to an ignomin-
ious victory. New York is safe tor 1880.

THE MAINE VICTORY.

In Maine the latest returns prove the
Republican candidate for governor elected
by a thousand majority over both the

the Greenback and Democrat candidates
or forly thousand majority over the Dem-
ocratic candidate alone. The Legislature
is largely Republican in both branches.

CALIFORNIA.

It is now known beyond a doubt that
all four of the Republican candidates for
Congress in California are elected; also
the governor and the Legislature. In San
Francisco for local offices honors are
easy. Kalioch, the great assassinated,
was counted in for mayor.

THE NEW YORK WAR.

SYRACUSE, Sept. 11.—This has been an
exciting day with the Demoecracy. The
State convention was called to order by
State Senator John C. Jacob, who was
made permanent chairman. Lucius Rob-
inson was the first name presented for
governor.and wasreceived amidst mingled
cheers, hooting, hisses, etc. Tammany
delegation nominated Gen. John F.” Slo-
cum, of Brooklyn; and a delegate de-
nounced Robinson, and stated that under
no circumstances would Tammany sup-
port him. After several other names had
been presented the rollcall was proceeded
with. When it became evident Robinsen,
the present governor, would receive the
nomination; Augustus Schell arose and
stated .hat Tammapy would withdraw
from the convention, and stating that
Tammany would support the remainder
of the ticket*which- might receive the
nomination, but would not accept Robin-
son. After the withdrawal Tammany
proceeded to Shakespeare Hall and nom.
inated John Kelly for governor by ac-
clamation.

A FALLEN STATE TREASURER.

ATLANTA, Ga., Sept. 12.—A special com-
mittee. of the House of Representatives
have reported a resolution that J.
Renfroe, state treasurer of Georgia, beim-
peached for high crimes and misdemeanor.
It is claimed Renfroe has been drawing
interest on the State's money.

STRIKES.

Loxpox, Sept. 12.—The labor troubles
still continue. Iron-workers of Lancas.
tershire and Ayershire reject the demand
of the workingmen for increase of wages
and one-third to be blowed oul. The
self-acting winders in the Ashton cetton
mills are about determined on a strike.
Reduction of wages has been posted in
Lancashijre and §tockport. mills. Every-
thing indicates that England will soon be
in the midst of widespread labor troubles.

ANOTHER IRISH FAMINE.

Mitchell Henry, home rule member of
parliament, from Galway, speaking at a
gathering of eight thousand in Ireland on
the land question, declared if the govern-
ment left the, people without relief this
they would hold them responsible winter
before Europe for a repetition of the Irish
famine.

THE PRESIDENTIAL PARTY:

CINCINNATT, Sept. 13.—President Hayes,
Generals Sherman and Sheridan and’ At-
torney-Gen. Devens visited the Chamber
of Commerce. In response to an address
of welcome President Hayes made a
speech stating among  other things that
whatever was the diffcrence of feeling in
regard to resumption, the wisest thing was
to step legisiating and quit tampering with
the currency and the great resources and
houndless energy of Americans would

work out their own salvation.

A RAILROAD ACCIDENT,

Five Horses Killed. Thrce Cars
Smashed and a Bridge.

In the gray of the early.dawn of Mon-
day morning the freight train, eastward
bound, was ditched at the second trestle
work beyond Clarke (17th Biding). The
train was moving along at the rate of ten
miles an hour. Just as the locomotive
was approaching this trestle there ap-
peared on the track a bunch of horses.
Where they came from the engineer does
not know. The track was clear and the
appearance of the horses was assudden as
a flash. Before he could reverse the en-
gine it was upon the animals, and the
whole outfit was in the slough. The hor-
ses belonged to the Wells Brothers, who

are driving their herd of cattle to Glyn-
don to getcompetitive freight rates. They
were probably drinking at the edge of
the slough and when the locomotive came
rushing on to them, jumped upon the
track to escape. This would account for
their sudden appearance and the engi-
peer’s 1nability t¢ prevent the-accident.
They had been picleted out and . had
strayed away from camp. There were
six of them piled@ upon each other, and
when the men commenced clearing away
the wreck of horse-flesh, one got up and
walked off. The other five were as dead
as a coffin nail. Two were badly man-.
gled. The cab was torn from the locomo-
tive and with engineer and fireman rolled
into the mud. Neither of them was hurt
—amiraculous escape. The tender landed
on its side with the wheels whirling in
the air. The first car was completely
wrecked ; the second was broken up con-
siderably and the third tumbled over
without serious damage. The rest of the
train stayed on the track. The bridge
was rotten. and when the train jumped
the track the running on the ties was too
much of a strain and down the trestle
support went. A track was built around
the wreck and only the trains of Monday
were delayed—the eastward bound train
reaching Fargo Tuesday and the Bismarck
train getting in about midmght. The
damage would foot up probably two or
three thousand dollars. Jas. Cassidy was
the engineer and Jno. McDonald the fire-
man who passed so near the;portals of
death. .

SIDE SPECULATION.

Peter Seim’s Will Buy a Herd in
Oregon of Five Thousand.

Peter Seims has drawn out of wheat in
the Red River valley and will .enter into
the cattle business as a side éézéulation.
In Oregon cattle are away down and his
scheme is to buy a herd of five, thousand
and diive them across the country to
Tongue river where he will establish his
ranche. “Doc” Armington’ will be his
partner and active agent in -the field.
With this herd as a starter it is estimated
that 1n ten years both can be independent-
ly rich. The business is considered very

safe and profitable.

Capt. Wm. Harmon contemplates put-
ting into his herd at Square Butte, up the
river, six Galloway bulls—the prize cat-
tle at the last Paris Exposition. Asthese

bulls are of a very hardy stock Capt. Har-
mon thinks them well adapted to this cli-
mate. The range selected for his herd is
one of the best in this section and is so
hilly that farmers will not trouble it for a
long time. As the success of his specula.
tion is proven he will go in heavier and
uitimately graduate, a_cattle king. Next
spring he intends to advertise that he will
take into his herd.other people’sstock-and
take care of them for one half the in-
crease. He will thus give men of small
capital an opportunity to try stock rais-
ing. A man with $500 can buy his cows,
brand them with his initial and put them
1nto the Harmon herd. At the end of
two, three, four or five years he can draw
out his original investment and one-half
of the increase In the meantime he has
had no care or expense. It is one of the
best schemes that was cver proposed and
in_such reliable hands will undoubtedly
be a great success.

A LARGE TARM.

Lanning and Grinnell's farm is located on one
of the most northerly points on the Missouri
river, known as the Grinnell bottom; is fifteen
miles in length, and on an average four and one-
half miles wide. It ie an excelient stock range
for a distance of thirty miles. with natural
boundaries, and an abundance of buffalo grasx.
There nre belte of timber whi¢h afford ample
shelter for etock during storme: there are aleo
numerous spring creeks with'grave! hottoms that
add 1o its value as & stock range. Along thix
whole bottom the soil averages three and - one-
half fcer deep. On this farm this eummer they
have 232acres broken; have four acres of pota-
toes that cannot be excellad anywhere; five acres
of barley No. 1: three acres of peas for hog feed;
algo four acres of corn—this corn ir a new depar-
ture, the seed having been procured in northern
New York. Itis outof danger 'rom frost and the
sta'ks etand nearly eight feet high loaded heavily
with ears. They are now backsetting and break-
ing, running five tenms; bave one hundred and
seventy acres done and will complete the entite
in a few davs, ready for next season’s crop. It
really is a Dalrymple farm on a emall scale, with
their improvéd machioes, harvesters. mowers.
seeding-machines, in connection with their
ranch, granerice, stablee, store-houses, and huge
gtacks of barley and oats. ‘traveling up or down
the way these iatter car be seen for t.wo]veumlles.
