THE PORK QUESTION. 

Uncooked Pork Dangerous—How Trichina 
Hay be Destroyed. 

Raw salt pork with a little vinegar and 
pepper has long been a favorite cish in 
many a farmer's family in the Northern 
States during the cold winter months. 
Hunters, trappers, lumbermen, and wood-
choppers also make use of slices of raw 
pork to make a sandwich for luncheon, and 
not a few persons who read this will re­
member the time when slices of cold raw 
pork and a piece of bread helped to fill an 
empty stomach on a winter day in the back­
woods. Whether any of the thousands of 
persons who have partaken of such food in 
times past were injured by it will never be 
known, but we know that there are num­
bers of them still living, in the enjoyment 
of good health and a green old age. But of 
late it appears that the minute parasite 
known as trichinn is found more frequently 
in pork formerly; though, whether this 
is due to the increase in number of investi­
gators, and their vigilence in searching for 
such objects of natural history, or because 
the parasite has really become more com­
mon, it would be difficult to determine. 
The fact, however, that it is occasionally 
found in pork is sufficient ground for warn­
ing consumers of this kind of meat of their 
danger. 

Trichina are very minute, varying from 
one-eighteenth ta one-sixth of an inch in 
length, and yet they are the most danger­
ous of all the internal parasites known to 
infestrthe human race. The mature worms 
live in the intestines of the animals, but 
the immature, or what-are called cysts, live 
in the musoles. They are found in the en­
cysted form in the flesh of hogs and various 
other animals, but they can only reach ma­
turity, or become fully developed and re­
produce their kind, when the meat of ani­
mals ^hi^h thiby infest is eaten by anothier^ 
therebyvbefng sefi fred by digestion, or 'dis­
solving of the cysts. From the stomach 
they pass into the bowels, whei'e they pro­
pagate vqtj rapidly, and millions of the 
young <bore; outward and into the flesh • and 
muscles of their victims. The symptoms are 
at first diarrhoea, then violent muscular 
pains like rheumatism, while the worms are 
boring thrOugh the walls of the intestines^ 
and lat^r fever 'sets in. ; After ' the worms 
react thb muscles and become encysted; 
they cease to irritate, which occurs in six 
or eight weeks, provide^ the person affect­
ed lives that time.... . .. . 

To speak of treatment is not our province, 
but prevention is a legitimate subject for 
discussion, and cannot be too strongly 
urged upon every farmer who raises hogs 
or person who eats pork. Cleanliness in 
the hog pen and yard is the first step, and 
the second is to avoid allowing hogs and 
pigs to catch or eat rats or mice, which are 
really the most prulific disseminators of 
these dangerous parasites. Slaughcer house 
pork is the most dangerous of all, and it 
should never be used untii subjected! to a 
thorough microscopic examination. ' • >! 

Eaw or half cooked pork should beta-
booed under all circumstances as danger­
ous, and the cooking must be very thor­
ough and complete or some of the para­
sites may escape destruction. Some re­
cent experiments, of M. Vacher of Paris, 
reported in thfe 'Lantet, shows that far 
more heat is required to kill trichinae than 
has, .-heretofore , been supposed. . He 
affirms'^hat' ^protection given by oooking is 
quite' iUuSoryy and that in the thorough 
cooking' in an,, ordinary joint of meat the 
temperature in 1 the • center is not Sufficient 
to insure the destruction. of the parasite. 

In preparing smoked bacon, hams, and 
shoulders the .trichinae are in a great jmrt 
destroyedj^nd {dljmay|l>e<if jthe smoking is 
thorough and cOnfinuea ldng endn^H to' en­
able the creosote or oil of smoke to reach 
the.. :?enr.center of the pieces; and ^re may 
sifty' H^^^h, eMpking u>id, thorough 
cooking are among' 'tie best'and most' cer­
tain preventives of trichinosis.

Sitting Ball Has to .Surrender Becauso He Is 
. Oat of Meat-The Canadian PoMcy. . t, 

A Wolf Point correspondent of the Bismarck 
Tribune interviewed Capt McDonald, of the 
N. W. M. P., Wood Mountain, and learned from 
said gentleman that Sitting Bull had concluded 
to surrender. The circumstances leading to 
such a resolve on the part of Sitting BuU are 
as follows: First, he is starving: SQOOnd, the 
continual desertion of tb% feeVttral surren­
dered bands from nis cifftp have left him Bo 
weak that he is afraid to leave Wood Mountain 
to hunt, there being so many Of his enemies on 
the watch for him. Third, -Loyr Dog," one of 
his chiefs, left Wood Mountain a short time 
aso with about twenty lodges, or thirty fami­
lies, and came over to Poplar river to surren^ 
der. This last desertion was the straw that 
broke the camel's back. Capt McDonald has 
Kyo Morra, interpreter, and three of the bos-
tiles with him, they having been sent over to 
Buford with a letter from Sitting Bull to the 
soldier chief. In this letter to Maj. Brotherton, 
Sitting Bull says, "I am ready to surrender un­
conditionally." He asked that provisions be 
sent out-to meet him, and that the Indians who 
are already at Fort Buford be held there until 
bis arrival In council at Wood Mountain Sit­
ting Bull said tbat he would have sent his son 
with Capt McDonald as an evidence of 
his good faith if the boy had been old enough 
to ride a horse. He told Capt. Crozier that he 
was going to take his advira and go over and 
peacefully surrender to the American authori­
ties. He will move this way as soon as the 
snow gets off and travel is practicable. Capt. 
McDonald thinks that the surrender will take 
place some time in May. Sitting Bull wants to 
be assured that no harm will.be done him after 
he has surrendered. His nephew is with Capt. 
McDonald. 

Capt McDonald says tbat the reports of 
Canadian police interference with negotiations 
for Sitting' Bull's surrender are untrue; that 
the policy of the police has been in favor of 
surrender. Capt Crozier has done all he 
could to break Sitting Bull's influence in the 
camp, and he has continually advised the other 
chiefs to leave Sitting Bull and go over and 
surrender. The renegade Thompson is in 
irons in the guard house at Wood Mountain for 
forging the name of one of the police to an or • 
der on the trader for $22. Sitting Bull has 
about sixty-five lodges at Wood Mountain, or 
about 125 families. 

Quick Passage by Sail and Steam. 
From the Boston Commercial Bulletin. 

The steam-ship Arizona, whioh sails in 
the Guion line from New York to Liver­
pool, has made the passage between the 
two ports named in 7 days 23 hours and 45 
minutes. The same vessel has made the 
trip between New York and Queenstown in 
7 days 8 hoars and 8 minutes. The quick­
est passage ever made by a sailing vessel 
between the United States and England was 
that of the ship James Baines, from Boston 
to Liverpool in 12 days and 6 hours. The 
famous voyage Of the ship Bed Jacket from 
New-York to Liverpool was made in 13 
days 1 hour and 25 minutes. The ship 
Mary Whitridge, built and owned in Balti­
more, made a voyage from that port to Liv­
erpool in 13 days and 7 hours. ©ne of the 
quickest passages on record is that of the 
ship Northern Light, owned in this city, and 
which made the voyage from here to San 
Francisco in 75 days. 

S. Painter of Marysville, Cal., defendent 
in a suit now pending before courts of that 
town, recently applied to the post-office de­
partment to forbid the transmission of local 
newspapers publishing accounts of the 
trial through the mails, upon grounds that 
such reports obtained obscene and immoral 
matter developed in the testimony taken. 
The postmaster-general, acting on the ad­
vice of the law-office, has denied Painter's 
request holding that it cannot refuse the 
use of the mails to newspapers which print 
matter of the character discribed when the 
same iB adduced in evidence during regu­
lar judicial proceedings.
