S1. Louss, June 1.—One day last week
John Fitzpatrick, formerly a passenger of
the Southern hxpress Company, and H.
King, baggage man of the Iron Mountain
Railroud Company, were seen in Texar-
konia, Tex., wearing some very hand-
some and costly badges set with dia
monds and other precious jewels bear-
ing inscriptions showing that they had
been presented to Gen. Grant. The men
were drunk at the time and the badges
were taken from them and sent to the
manager, Col. Saper, of this city, but the
men were not arrested. Since then the
suspicion has arisen that the baggage of
Gen. Grant was robbed on his way from
this city to Galveston last spring and of-
ficers of the railway have been looking af-
ter Fitzpatrick and King. It was ascer-
tained that thesc men had passed through
St. Louis fér Kansas City, and last night
Detective Beyers, of the Iron Mountain
road, and officer Stewart, of the police

A telegram from them to.day stated that
Fitzpatrick had been arrested and that
King had gone to Sedalia, Missouri.

Dakota's Indians.

Dakota has no less than 27,550 Indians.

Of these 217,550 Indians only 10,228 have
assumed the ways of civilized people,
and wear citizen’s dress. There are en-
gaged in civil pursuits 2,903, nearly all
being agriculturalists. They have twenty-
one day schools and eight boarding,
schools. There are 38,778 children of a
schoelable age, and of these 648 girls and
417 boys attend school. The average
daily attendance is 826, which will com:
pare favorably with any white schools.

The whole number of Dakota Indians
who can read is set down at 1,305, of
whom 103 have learned to read within
the year. The number of Indians who
have died was 889, and the number of
children born was 530, showing an in-
crease in the Dakota tribes of 180. . The
amount of land held in reserves by these
Indians amounts to the enormous body
of 41,999,456 acres, of which over 5,000,000
is good farming land. The Indians only
cultivate 16,150 acres of their land. Last
year they raised 24,172 bushels of wheat,
75,401 bushels of corn, 2452 bushels of
barley, and 62,593 bushels of vegetables.
The Dakota Indians own 24,193 head ot
horses, 8,781 head of cattle, and 632
swine.

A Success.

For
some time past a debt drawing a high rate
of interest has laia heavily on St. Mary’s
church, and it cannot fail to cause univer-
al satistaction that last night’s attempt to
remove or alleviate it was so very success-
ful.

His work has beenremarkably
successful, but extremely laborious, hav-
ing talked with thousands, and received
and answered 2,560 letters, between
the fifteenth of last December and the
first of last month, when he left for home.
Large numbers of Scandinavians will - re-
spond to Mr. Johnson.s irvitation to come
to America this season, and among them
will be inany from as far north as lati.
tude 70, who will find the presperity and
comfort to which they are unaccustomed
on richdand twenty-three degrees south
of the latitude of their old, bleak homes.
"Mr. Johnson cannot be too highly com-
mended for his faitbful and sagacious
work.
