The trail of a hundred Indians was dis-
covered, and fellowed all day and all
night until 4 o’clock a. m., when Black
Kettle’'s camp was discovered, At day-
light in the morning after Thanksgiving
in 1868 the hattle of Washeta was com,
menced. = Its results are a matter of his-
tory. That was over 700 miles south of
this, yet the snow on the battle ground
was much deeper than it has been here
this fall. Our climate compares favor-
ably with that ef more southern regions
of even less elevation.
