Fr. BErTHOLD AGENCY, May 29, 1883.—Dear

BISMARCK AND THE MINSOURI
RAVER.

One of the most important factors in
in Bismarck’s growth and prosperity is
the commerce.on the Missouri river..
Bismarck is the headquarters of the va-
rious lines operating on the upper Mis-
souri and during the year many thou-
sands of dollars reach the exchequer of
the town from this source. The busi-
ness men of Bismarck should therefore
realize and respect the importance of the
river, and encourage every jmove calcu-
lated to strengthen and enlarge our
shipping interest.

Dakota’s delegates to congress have
thus far failed to appreciate the impor-
tance of the Missouri river and have
made but little effort to secure appropri-
ations. All apporpriations for improv-
ing the upper Missouri river have come
through the delegates from Iowa and
Montana. It is time that Dakots, to
whom the river is of more consequence
than either Towa or Montans, should
come to the front in this matter.

It is understoad that the engineer de-
partment of the army will soon establish
at Bismarck a depot of supplies for the
engineer corps engaged in improving
the upper river. Permanenf guages
will be put in the river and a summer
guage placed on one of the bridge piers,
go that the mariners may know at all
times the exact stage of water. Reports
wi 1 also be kept of the stage of water at
various points above, peculiarities of the
river and other warnings to steamboat-
men. This work will probably
be done by . Mr. J. J. Durage
in charge of the engineer corps improv-
ing the upper Missouri under the super-
vision of Capt. Quinn, engineer in charge
of river improvements above Sioux City.

. The establishing of this depot at Bis-

marck is of great importance to the me-
tropolis. It is a step leading to the pos-
gible removal at no distant day of the
headquarters of the engineer corps to
Bismarck, in which case the city would
gain the residence of a most excellent
and accomplished gentleman, Capt.
Quinn. Besides, in this event Bismarck
would be the base of supplies for a corps
of from seventy-five to 200 men during
the season.

The importance gf more extended im-
provements on the upper river is appa-
rent. Great good has already been done
with limited and insignificant appropria-
tions, proving beyond doubt the value
and necessity of greater means to carry |
on the work. Every season two or three
steamboats are wrecked by snags. - With
sufficient annual appropriations snag-
boats could be put on and save thous-
ands of dollars to shippers and steamboat
owners.

Engineer Durage, who leaves in a few
days with a corps of ninety men for the
upper river, is a very capable engineer,
and with the small amount of money
available will make marked improve-
ments. The people of Bismarck ‘and
Dakota generally should take more in-
terest in matters concerning the river.
