;:: A Boston Defaulter. 
BOSTON, June 19.—Arthur H. Blaney, cashier 

and head book-keeper of the Massachusetts Lean 
and Trust company, confessed to embezzling 
$44,000 of the company's funds, owing to 
mining and other stock speculations. The first 
intimation of anything wrong was on Monday 
afternoon of last week, when it was found that 
Blaney was $7,000 short in his cash accounts. 
Bi« attention was called to the discrepancy. 
He said he had taken it for temporary use, and 
would return it the next morning (Tuesday) 
and did so, and being questioned about other 
possible discrepancies, assured the president of 
the company that his deficit did net exceed 
$7,000. It was deemed best to stupend Blaney. 
and experts soon discovered the defalcation. 
His mode of covering discrepencies was when a 
customer drew $5,000 to charge him as having 
received $10,000 or more, and pocket the dif­
ference. 

The Steubenville Storm , 
PITTSBURG, June 19.—The Chroniole's special 

says: Hundreds visited the scene of the cyclone 
to-day and viewed with astonishment the de­
struction of property in the city. The Btorm 
appears to have formed about one mile west 
of here in Union cemetery and moving east­
ward until it reached the high hill overlooking 
the northern portion of the city descended with 
terrific force damaging and destroying almost 
everything in its path as it swept across the city 
a half mile and plunged into the waters of the 
Ohio, lifted them UD in the shape of a water 
spout a distance of a hundred feet. To-day 
photographic views are being taken of the de­
struction. Loss estimated at $10,000. The 
moat remarkable thing is the fact that no one 
was injured as the storm passed over a thickly 
inhabited part of the city and in its path Bwept 
the finest residences. 

The Chicago license Question. 
CHICAGO, June 16.—At a meeting of the city 

council last night an ordinance changing 
the date at which saloon licenses fall due 
from July 1st to June 1st, in. order to avoid 
'for one year the operation of the late high license 
law, which goes into effect July 1st, was passed. 
Mayor Harrison, as chairman of the conncil, 
r ad a veto message and suggested that the date 
be changed to April 1st, to correspond with the 
municipal year and with the time for the collec­
tion of all other city licenses. An attempt to 
pass the ordinance over the veto failed and an 
amendment fixing the date at April 1st passed. 

The Lard Matter. 
CHICAGO, June 19.—The cashing-up of ac­

counts among the smaller firms forced to the 
wall by the break in lard on Saturday, as far as 
has progressed, gives no occasion to change the 
estimated losses already sent in these dispatches. 
Nothing definite is obtainable as yet from 
McGeoch, Everingham & Co. One of there-
suits of the break and excitement caused by it 
over the country was that - the Western Union 
Telegraph company sent and received the largest 
number of dispatches ever handled in the Chi­
cago office in one day. 

A Rebel Victory. 
PHILADEEPHIA, June 19.—Capt. Cooper, just 

from Port Antonio, Jamaica, says the Haytian 
government made an attack on Muagoon from 
the sea, and were repulsed with the loss of two 
vessels and many men. The rebels have cap­
tured Jocilet and have possession of nearly all 
the western coasts.

This season has been nociception, 
although, perhaps, the ''wild cat" booths, or 
rather reported booms, have not been quite so 
numerous as usual. Usually there is some par­
ticular section of the mining district which is 
especially talked up with or without any merit 
in the locality "boomed." But this year, save 
for the "Jimtown" boom whioh soon subsided, 
there has been comparatively littlo effort made 
to get up a rush in any particular direction. 
But instead there have been coming from the 
mountains a steady stream of good reports from 
all the camps, and the outlook is very encour­
aging for a highly successful season. Last year 
the output from the mines was to the amount of 
$25,000,009, and now competent judges have es­
timated that the sum will amount to $40,000,000. 
Business of all kinds is improving. The cattle 
and ranchmen will reap a much larger harvest 
than usual from the effects of the copious 
showers this Spring. In the city, the large 
class of enforced idlers has been getting smaller, 
and the merchants have been getting more and 
moie and more busy as the season progressed. 
Buildings are going up in all directions, and 
mechanics and contractors are correspondingly 
happy. Hotel keepers, restaurant men and 
lodging house landladies are looking forward to 
a large influx of visitors, and their expectations 
will be realized. The tide of travel increases 
yearly and the tourists will be added to in num­
ber by the crowds attracted by the exposition, 
the Grand Army encampment and the convoca­
tion of the General Grand Chapter of Boyal 
Arch Masons. 

The G. A. B. will entertain all the way from 
thirty thousand to fifty thousand old soldiers, 
and with them will doubtless come many to 
look at the festivities. 

The exposition will of course draw a throng, 
much larger than it did last year. It will be a 
much more elaborate affair than was the first. 
Many little matters which detracted from the 
first exhibition will be eliminated from the 
arrangements this summer and many improve­
ments made. The building will be enlarged by 
two large annexes which will contain all of tho 
heavier class of machinery other than that used 
in the mining industry. The better class of 
machines and the ores, minerals, state, territo­
rial and railway collections will be shown upon 
the first floor of the main edifice. In the gal­
leries will be immense variety of miscellaneous 
exhibits and the art gallery. The Colorado 
State Horticultural society will make an ex­
hibit here and make an added attraction to lov­
ers of agricultural pursuits. Outside, the 
grounds have been much beautified. A goodly 
lot of thrifty trees, bright, fragrant flowers and 
grass will greet the eye of the'visitors this sum­
mer and some splendid specimens - of cactus 
from the Mexicos, will excite the 
wondering admiration of the _ 'tender-
feet" and vary the monotony of existence of 
such of those visitors who may chance to sit 
upon the sturdy plants for rest. 

I suppose that congratulations are in order— 
if properly extended—to the people of Bismarck 
upon their being residents of the capital of the 
territory, which is growing up to be a state and 
I suppose that the new condition bringing 
naturally an added dignity, will 
bring also an added ambition 
for the welfare and high standing of Dakota, 
and so shall confidently look for a special veri­
fication by Bismarck and its immediate neigh­
bors of tho predictions, and in fact confident 
assertions which press and people have been 
making all winter, that Dakota would make a 
big show at the exposition this summer. Her 
exhibit was fine last year, especially creditable 
to the people who sent it, when the distance 
and trouble of transportation is considered and 
the. little time which anybody had for prepara-
ration. I hope Dakota's show will be extensive 
and that it will include that energetic gentle­
man Judge Offenbacker who made things so 
pleasant for the commissioners and visitors last 
ye"1- , .

A Newsy Colorado Letter from a 
Correspondent of the Tribune.

Just as in do­
mestic affairs every family gees through the 
regular course of house-cleaning with the ap­
proach of the heated term, so does. Colorado 
every spring have her coarse of miuing booms' 
excursionists, and—for the last two seasons— 

A SYSTEM OF BLACKMAIL. 
. THE attention of the Bismarck cham­
ber of cmomerce and of the North Pa­
cific railroad officers is called to the fact 
that all trains for Bismarck are boarded 
at Minneapolis, Fargo and Jamestown, 
by men who circulate printed paper—pa­
pers and pamphlets—intended to injure 
Bismarck and prevent investors from 
visiting this city. 

There is a combined effort on the part, 
of- the real estate dealers at Fargo (ex­
tending to a limited degree to James­
town) who failed to force the concessions 
they desired, to fear the Bismarck real 
estate market and force prices down. 

Their representation  ̂ as to the high 
prices of lots at Bismarck, are lies of the 
basest sort, intended to mislead and in­
jure, and are without the slightest foun­
dation, except that persons owning and 
occupying for their own business lots in 
the businebs part of the city, refuse to 
sell at any figure, and in two or three 
instances as high as $400 a front foot 
was paid for property that was wanted 
for banking or other business. Aside 
from these few instances property is not 
high—is not as high generally as it is at 
Fargo, two miles from the center of 
town, Jamestown, or even Mandan, and 
the men who make these representations 
know them to be false, and they do it 
maliciously. 

Bismarck ought to meet these lies in a 
business way. Newspapers giving -the 
price of property in the various blocks, 
giving lists of property for sale, with 
prices attached, should be circulated in 
company with these false representa­
tions, 

Bismarck can and will become a great 
city, but the location of the capital will 
not cause it to become such. That only 
serves to attract attention. It is the un­
rivaled farming country around it. It is 
its splendid commercial position, coupled 
with the enterprise of its citizens. 

A syndicate of a half a dozen was 
formed at Fargo to build a line of rail­
road from that point to Bedfield, should 
Bedfield become the capital of Dakota, 
and because that plan failed, Fargo seeks 
revenge. The following from the Fargo 
Bepublican shows their feeling on the 

subject: -

"The next time the people of Fargo make a 

movo for tho protection of their own interests 
they will remember the Eaans who : sold their 
birthright for a tenth of a mess of Bismarck 
dirt.- • • - . 

"The Bismarck Argus and a few other Esaus 
sold out, so far as they were oonoemed, the city 
of Fargo, her people and her interests, not' 
exactly for a me*s of pottage, but for a mess of 
Bismarck dirt. Fargo was betrayed and sold 
out, her interests basely sacrificed, and the 
Argus is their organ and is doing all in its 
power to deceive people coming from the east, 
to turn them away from Fargo and send them 
on to Bismarck to be taken in and done for by 
the sharks who are flying around to devour 
them. This may please those who sold their 
honor and souls for a liberal equivalent in Mis­
souri bottom sand, bnt it don't please the real 
friends of Fargo.'r 

Feeling hurt and jealous they seek to 
injure by the publication of matter of 
which the following, taken from a recent 
publication, is a fair sample: 

Bismarck is today popularly supposed to be 
the capital of the territory; bat that it is so in 
fact is by no means certain, as that matter will 
only be settled, when the cases now pending in 
the supreme court are finally adjudicated upon 
probably at some time during the present sum­
mer, attorneys of acknowledged ability holding 
on both sides of the question. 

But take it for granted, for argument's sake, 
that the territorial capital at Bismarck is an 
established fact, and what is the real situation 
as to the values of real property there or in the 
immediate vicinity? for it is npon that question, 
and that question alone, that we propose treat­
ing.

Madison, of Wisconsin; Des Moines, of Iowa; 
Springfield, of Illinois: Jefferson City, of Mis­
souri; Topeka, of Kansas; and Lansing, of 
Miohigan; and you can. upon an average, secure 
ground similarly situated, with reference to the 
capital, at prices ranging from fifteen per cant, 
to thirty-three per cent, of those now being de­
manded at Bismarck. 

Therefore, these being substantially facts that 
cannot be controverted, we cannot advise our 
friends Jand patrons to make a lodgement of 
their money at Bismarck; neither can we assume 
the agency of the sale of this property at prices 
exceeding 25 per cent. of|those now asked. For 
the reasons above recited we have refused to list 
lots at Bismarck, and wo have endeavored quite 
fully to give our reasons therefor. We have, 
during our business residence in Fargo, made 
many hundreds of thousands of dollars for cur 
patrons, and we cannot now recall a single in­
stance where we have resold a lot, a farm, or 
farm lands, purchased through us. at a loss.

friends or home. Of all the crimes that Bhock 
the mind and biing humanity face to face with 
its own inferiority to the lowest brute, such de­
spicable andiinfamous villany is the most glar­
ing and repulsive. When a man forgets and 
ignores the trials, the heartache and the thous­
and natural strings of sympathy and affection 
which should exist between parents and children 
so far as to cast his own flesh and blood—the 
author of his being out from the shelter of his 
roof, he loses all claim to manhood and deserves 
not even the respect due a brute. A. M. Brown 
living near McGuire's place witnessed the awful 
scene of eviction which was enough to make the 
very angels veil their faces and weep, and took 
the poor outcasts to his farm shack where he 
kept them fromjatarvingjuntilthey were brought 
to the city. Commissioner Harmon, as 
soon as tbe facts were made known to him, drew 
sufficient money from the county treasury to 
take them to their home within fourteen miles 
of Harriston, Ont., where their son-in-law will 
willingly provide for them. 

The Iffew School Bnilding. 
The new high school building to be erected in 

Bismarck this season will be a beauty. The 
plans.having'been received one can now get an 
idea of what it will look like. The best plans 
received were those of Levi T. Schofield, of 
Cleveland, Ohio, an architect of national reputa­
tion. .The bnilding will be of brick and cost 
$25,000. The plans w6re made with special ref­
erence to the ventilation, convenience and gen­
eral welfare of the scholars. . The outside archi­
tecture is perfect, the building appearing equally 
imposing from all directions. There pre eight 
rooms in the building besides the auditorium, 
28x34, which accommodate sixty-four scholars. 
Each room enters into a center vestibule having 
a skylight, and the whole building can be emp­
tied in two minutes. Eaoh room is separated 
from the vestibule by a cloak room, and there 
is also a door for the use of the teaoher besides, 
whioh is also used by tardy scholars after the 
cloak room is locked. The cloak room door is 
shut by electricity, the teacher having only to 
push on a knob in his desk. In the basement 
of the building is a large furnace room.and an 
auditorium. The building is complete in every 
respect, Mr. Baymond having spent over a 
month in getting the plans. It will be begnn in 
in a few days and be ready for occupanoy this 
fall.
