Custer Correspondence.
Fortr Custer, M. T., Jan. 12, 1884,

To Tax Eprrom: Whoever has the regulation
of the weather in charge is making & bad mees
of it up here in our vicinity. Tbe delightful
anticipations of good sleighing created by s
heavy snow-fall recently have been rudely dis-
pelled and replaced by certainties in the shape
of mud and slush. The ice on the Big Horn
river no sosner became safe for the passage of
wagons than a thaw set in, and now the water is
rushing over the ice like a mill-race, with every
prospect of olearing the river in a day or so.

Fort Custer is & mest inconvenient place un-
aer these circumstances. The ferry cannot ’be
worked, crossing by wagon is decidedly unsafe,
and the means of transportation furnished by
nature 1s entirely out of the question, for two
goud first, the of king &
hole in the ice with one’s bedy, and second, l.he
anplessantness «f making the trip (supposing
the icestrong emough) knee deep in almost
freezing cold water, with no opportanity of
warming up on the western side. Many persons
who read this letter may think the situation
“swiul jolly,” and so it is I dare say, from their
point of view, but looking at it from our point
at Fort Custer—say the “tank house”—it is not
half so interesting. especially to those who have
urgent business down at Custer Station, and
must needs go there in person to transact it.

Your correspondent has many times in former
days assisted as a member of a congregation in
praying for favorable weather, and although we
sometimes always didn't get what we prayed for,
yet I never knew of it doing any considerable
harm., If soit be that prayers will assistin
making the Big Horn ‘‘a very safe river to
cross” by Tuesday next, we may reasonably hope
that “sach will be,” for prayers were commenced
about three days ago by two officers of this gar-
rison who have particular business at Custer
Station just about that time, and who are doing
penance and prayer on the ragged edge in the
mean time.

It may be superfluous to remark that as yet no
ice has been out for summer use at the post nor
can it be stated with any degree of ocertainty
when the ice-cutting will commence. Btill it is
gratifying under the circumstances to be able
to say that the post commander and the quar-
termastér are very well indeed, and may be ap-
proached with safety.
