The FeeliDK and Effect 

The people of Bismarck are in the beat 
spirits, the reoent decision of the supreme court 
having placed Bismarck on an immovable foun­
dation M the seat of government of th^ terri 
tary, The effect of the decision, reversing 
Edgerton'a decision is to turn loose a vast 
-amount of home capital which has been idle 
for some time awaiting the aotion of the oonrt. 
As has been stated in the TBIBUSE, a number of 
:fine residences are in process of conatiaction 
and the bnilders starttd in the work long before 
the supreme court convened. These gentle­
men knew that Bismarck's commercial ad 
vantages were sufficient to guarantee a oity 
immense proportions, capital or no capital 
But many have been undecided, and the con­
fidence established by the aotion of the court is 
of untold value to the oity. Among the build­
ings to be built immediately are the following: 
A large three btory brick block on the corner 
of Meigs and Fourth streets opposite Mellon 
Bros, bank by J.W.Uaymond and Geo. P. Flan-
nery: a solid brick block ontbe O, F. 0. l«>t, 
Fourth street, by li. N. Griffin; Malloy & Stoy-
ell will begin . he consti aotion of a largo brick 
building for a livery stable, to replace the 
-wooden struotare now in use. It is under­
stood that a mammoth brick block will be 
•erected on McKeozie square, and numerous 
other fine edifices are projected. The strests of 
the city, always full of life and activity have 

•assumed the appearance of inoreased prosperi­
ty and advancement. A bright halo of glory 
now enoircles the capital city, the music of ten 
thousand warbling biids, twittering songsters 
and joyful, happy people, the hum and din of 
hurrying veohicles and the sound of the anvil 
and hammer, combine to make Bismarck the 
happiest, liveliest, and most transcendent lv 
metropolitan oity in the northwestern empire. 
She thrives, she prospers, and her destiny is 
great. It is evident that railroads are hastening 
to Bismarck's door and it will not be many 
month's before the steam of mighty engines 
•will be mingled with the pure clear air of Da­
kota, as the flood of emigration Dours in from 
the south and east over the lines of the Bock 
Island, Chicago Milwaukee & 8t. Paul and 
-Chicago & Ndtthwesten roads. Ere the frosts 
of ar other winter brins the sear and yellow 
leaf, dirt will be flying around Bismarck for 
new railroads, new depots, new maohin'e shops 
«nd new ware houses. Let them oome. There is 
room and wealth enough for all. 

Fourth of July Celebration. 
It would be most appropriate for Bismarck, 

the capital city of Dakota, to have a grand eel* 
ebration on the anniversary of our (national 
natal day. With this sentiment favored by all 
it would be well for some one to take the lead, 
<jall a mass meeting without delay, appoint com­
mittees of arrangements, start a subscription 
paper, invite the military and gcivio ubieties of 
Dakota to participate, and let us have 
a celebration long to be remembered. The 
Tribune would suggest that' the oityj council 

action at its next session, call a mas* meet­
ing and let everyone turn out and give a (help­
ing hand. Mr. B. W. Correll, of this city re­
cently received word from Mr. Conibear. of Ill­
inois, of whom the TRIBUNE has spoken con-
corning an excursion to Bismarck, stating that 
the excursion, would be here on July 4tb. 
While here Mr. Conibear made a thorough in­
spection of the country, ito resources and advan­
tages, and decided to bring a number of his 
pwple out to sec the country. To this end he 
has organized an excursion of nearly two hun­
dred people, who will oome in a special train of 
seven ooaches, arriving on July 4th. These peo­
ple ue all wide-awake, intelligent, progressive 
Americans, and no more impressive or favor­
able impression could be made upon them than 
that which would naturally follow by haying 
them jump from the train into a glorious 
Fourth of July celebration. Bismarck is the 
capital of Dikota.
