VETERANS FIGHT OLD BATTLES O'ER AGAIN

THE ARMY ENCAMPLENT.

OLD SOLDIERS MEET IN ANNU-

AL GATHERING.

Camp Firt Talks,. Songs and Music
' Election of Commander Will Be

Made Tomorrow.

Thcf are here In the city the
boys who wore the blue, endured un-

told hardships und fought to pre-
serve llie Union in the long four years
of the never to he forgotten Civil
war. Old and grizzled, burdened with
the weight of years and cares, they
are with us in remind us that they
are the same who fought at Gettys-
burg and the Buttle of the Wilderness,
why bivouacked in the rain and the
snow, who marched for days and for
nights in mud, who lived on the hard
est fare to preserve for us a standing
among the nations of the earth, and
the blessings and privilege which
make us the happiest and wealthiest
people in all the world.

After that "pale cloud from Sum
ter rolled" these men harkened to
their country's call and left homes
and wives and little ones to tight for
a cause righteous in their eyes.
"They closed the ledger and stilled

the loom;
"The plough left rusting on the prai

rie farm.
"They saw but Union in the gather

ing gloom.
"The tearless women helped the men

to arm."
All honor to the veterans, whose

roll call is growing shorter and short
fcr at each succeeding encampment.
They are crossing over the river to
rest under the shade of the trees one
by one, and the reunion in this city to
day is saddened by the eternal ab-

sence of those who met with them
last year. Some are crippled; others
are scarred; all are old, but their
eyes glisten and their voices take on

a new ring as a chance word recalls
the memories of the past and carries
them back to the scenes of victory or
defeat.

The shrill tone of the fifes called ev
ery body to the doors and windows
of business bouses, and many expres-
sions of good will were wafted to the
veterans as they passed by. The men
who stepped out firmly ad in time
forty years ago now walk with un-

steady step, and keeping time is not
thought of.

Every train brought in its quota
of boys in blue, many of them accom-

panied by their wives and some by
their little ones. At the hour of
meeting, Department Commander
Smith, of Muskogee, estimated that
KiO were present, and more kept com-

ing. All the morning they lazed ar-

ound, looking at the city and its
shops, chatting with one another and
renewing old aciiiintance.

The hour apKiinted for the first
business session was half past one
yesterday, but it was long after two
o'clock when the old soldiers met in

the Masonic hall. At 12 o'clock the
local corps in fine new uniforms with
brnss buttons, passed up Main street,
proceeded by a drum corps, playing
vigorously, "The fiirl I lft Behind

Me."
At the Camp Fire, which started to

burning at 8 o'clock, there was a fine

attendance, not only of old soldiers

but of citizens generally. The pro-

gram was altogether too long for the

occasion, and only the first part could

be carried out.

A TEN YEAR

LAD CLAIMED

THE BY RIVER

HALBERT BROWN DROWNED IN
THE ARKANSAS.

IN VIEW OF PLAYMATES.

Treacherous Quicksand Dragged Un-

fortunate Boy to Death Without
Warning.

Caught in a treacherous bed of
quicksand in the Arkansas river at
: o'clock yesterday afternoon Halbert
Brown, a lad of ten years, was drag-

ged down to denth in full view of
a dozen of his playmates. The boy
sank with a despairing cry, ere any
of bis companions were aware he was
in danger. The deplorable incident
is the sad sequel of a picnic given by
the teachers of the Catholic school to
their pupils. In company with about
a dozen other boys, young Brown was
wading in the shallow water of the
river a quarter of a mile southwest
of the pump station a mile west of
the city. The boys had received per-

mission from their instructors who

were piloting the picnic, to wade in

the river, but were cautioned not to

get into deep wafer. It appears that
the drowned boy had fulfilled the in

structions to tbe letter, as some of
the other boys were even further out
in tbe stream than he was. The young-

sters were splashing about merrily,

when all at once, one of them heard

someone ery out what he thought to

be the word "Hallo," and turned to

see young Brown sink out of sight,

never to eome np again alive. Wben

their playmate did not come to the
1 1 a nn ment r two, fie sirf--

ing boys started in a panic to obtain
help. In a short time ten men from
the city reached the scene and efforts
to recover the body were made. These
proved unsuccessful after almost three
hours' wading about, and it was about
to be determined to gather an army
of a hundred or more to drag the riv-

er. Before this was done, however,
Loren Conway, at six o'clock, discov-

ered the boy's lifeless form in mid-

stream half a mile below where he
sank. The boy was the son of A.
Brown, of Tulsa, city salesman for
the Ratcliffe-Sandei- s Grocer company.
The family removed here from Wich-

ita, Kansas, about a year ago. Ar
rangements for the funeral have not
yet been made. The parents have
the sympathy of the entire enmmuni- -

ity in their bereavement.

AMENDMENT VOTES CLOSE

Provision for "Open Market" Bids

Defeated "Pacific Builders"

Washington, May 17. After two

weeks' debate the house today passed

the naval appropriation bill, carrying

$09,764,000. An amendment provid-

ing that the secretary of the navy

could go into open market and pur-

chase chains, anchors and cordage,

should it be demonstrated that they

could be had cheaper in free markets

than they could be made for by the
government was defeated today by a
vote of US to 129.

By the action of the house on the
second amendment upon which a sep-

arate vote was demanded
with the naval appropriation bill,

a four per cent differential will be al-

lowed bidders from the Pacific coast
on new ships provided for in the bill.

The vote on this amendment was
very close, three Republicans chang-

ing from no to yes: Haugen, of Iowa,
Thomas and Iiongworth.
