Ily the decision today the court dis-

regarded the desire of the attorney
general that final decision be with-
held for the InterposInK of objections
bv interested parlies, to which por-

tion of the attorney general' plan
Mr. Loomla made objection at the
hearing today was unfair to the road.
The attorney general also had asked
In this connection that there be pub-
lication of the plan, as In the Amer-
ican Tobacco company case, cnllliiK
the uttentlon of Interested parties
that objection might be made, but
this also was overruled by the hand-
ing down of the decree by the court.

"We deem a decree of dissolution
more necessary at the present time
than any other action," said Judge
Sanborn after announcing the decree.

The government, however, In the
plan presented today nnd approved
bv the court, expressly stlpula'ed
that should any illegal conditions
arise from the exchange of stock,
either under existing or future Inter-
pretation by the courts of present
statutes, the government would have
the right "freely to assail" the ar-
rangement.

In presenting the plan to the court
today, Mr. I.oomls said:

Wax Third Plan.
"This Is the third nnd amended

plan of dissolution und is offered as
a substitute for previous plans. It
differs from Ihe others In the provi-
sion for the sale t)f $SS. 000,000
worth of stock through a tru-fte- un-

der the direction of the court. It
also provides n speedier method of
seouring tho certificates of the stock.
The previous plans contemplated the
completion of the dissolution in five
years. Py throwing restrictions
about the use of the stock certificates
this plan vill make It possible to
complete tbe dissolution by January
1, 1910."

Mr. Todd, who left tonight for
Washington, and Mr. Clarke and Mr.
Loomls who left for New Yolk and
Omaha, respectively, declined to dis-

cuss the decree of the court.
When the suit of the government

to dissolve the I'nlon Pacific-Souther- n

Pacific merger was filed in the federal
court for the dlstrjet of Idaho In 1808
the circuit court for tho eighth dis-

trict was composed of Judge Willis
VanDeventer, now on the supreme
tiench: Walter H. Sanborn, St. Paul;
and Wm. C. Hook, Leavenworth.
Elmer 13. Adams. St. Louis, wub ap-

pointed an examiner to tuke testi-
mony. Witnesses were examined In
all parts of the Vnlted States, the evi-

dence win submitted to the circuit
court and In October, lflO, the case
win argued In St. Paul.

Hook Was Dissenter.
f On June 14. 1811, majority of the

ourt decided that the cs e of the
government was not sustained, but
Judqe ILook filed a dissenting opinion
holding that the merger of the two
railway systems was a violation of the
Sherman anti-tru- st law. The govern-
ment Hpnoaled the rase to the su-
preme court from thv decision of the
circuit court and on A December 1,

lltli. tlm supreme court handed down
a decree reversing the lower court,
upholding in the mum the rilsnenllng
opinion of Judge Hook and sending
the ease back to the federal court for
the district uf I'tuh for an enforce-
ment o ft ha decree dissolving tbe
merger.

Hetween the time of the tiling of
the original suit und the decree of
the supreme court congress had abol-
ished the circuit court and assigned
ibulr Jurisdiction to district courts,
providing that the circuit court Judges
who constitute tho circuit court ulso
should sit us district Judges. It Is
under this law that the circuit
Judges In this CHse sat as the district
court of I'tah.

They said that the state is so over-
whelmingly Democratic that tho
Democratic nominee could win easily
though his name were not on the bal-
lot and the voters had to write it in.

The general appropriation bill wus
the pivotal point of the last day in
the house. After the defeat of the
measure Saturday night because In It

were disregarded the recommenda-
tions of the Maxey investigating com-
mittee us to contingent employees, a
call was sent out for absent or home-goin- g

members to return. Monday
the bill came up in the morning and
wus fought over until the middle of
the afternoon, when on final passage
again, It suffered a second defeat even
more disastrous than the first. The
second vote being 34 to 8, where
Saturday tho bill had received 43
votes.

The bill waa sent conference for
a third time and the compromise fin-

ally attained with the senate practi-
cally granted the demands of the
house that the school land depart-
ment be put on a listed payroll. H.
II. Smith opposed even this compro-
mise, but Judge Plnkhaiu, who had
led the fight on the bill, so far de-

clared that the house had practically
won Its point

Saw AlMMit $7,000.
"We nave about 1.000 on this one

department, which Is not much,"
said Mr. Plnkhaiu, "and wo have the
principle Involved and set a prece-
dent that Is worth u great deal.

8ixty-?l- x votes are
necessary to put over the veto. Thirty
members were absent on each roll
call.
