SAYS EXPERTS ARE
TO BLAME FOR ALL

r, Exhaustion of (iennan
Manhood He Says Allies

Will Win War.

LONDON, Nov 5 (9:16 li.
Spencer Churchill, who

has been thS most severely criticised
member of the government and who
has been held personally, lepoiisiblo
for the loss of Hear Admiral Sir
Christoperh Cradock'i fleet in the
Pacific, the destruction by submarines
of the British cruisers Creasy, Rogue
and Aboukir. the d Antwerp
expedition and' the initiation of the
navnl attack mi the Dardanelles, de-

livered a speech in his own defense in
the house of commons today following
the resignation of his post in the
cabinet.

"1 won't have it said," was his dra-
matic assertion, referring to the
Dardanelles attack, "tnat ihis was a
civilian plan foisted by a political
amateur upon reluctant officers and
experts."

And this sums up his reply to all
his crilles. In ever) case he show ii
that experts had counselled and e.m- -

uired before any of i he expeditions
which had been condemned were un-
dertaken and il was clear before he
had gone far that 'he house of com-
mons sympathised with him.

All Congratulate.
For months Mi. Churchill has lived

under reproaches. Ills entrance to
the bouse today was passed almost
unnoticed, As he arose, ins supporters
gave him encouraging cheers Ap-
probation increased in volume as he
answered one charge after another
ami when he concluded members of
all polital parties crossed the house
to congratulate him.
