SHOVED HIS WIFE

OVER A PRECIPICE

Accomplice Makes CoiiPes-siu- ii

mplical ing Worn
an's Husband.

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn., Dec. 7.

Charles D, Ktchlson, said to have
sinned a confession to the effect that
he was an accomplice of Frederick T.
Trice in the alleged slaying of i'rlcc's
wife on November -- 3, 1914, today
Went with officers to the pl.no where
he saiil Mrs. Price was thrown over
a cliff and gave details of the alleged
crime.

Btchlson, a traveling salesman of
Washington, I . I'., and Price are
under indictment for murder. Price
toda) said that he was Innocent of the
death of his wife, Mary Prldley Price,
a member of a wealthy Minnesota
family. Price said his wife accident-
ally fell over tho cliff. After her
death ho sued the city of Minneapolis
for $7. .',oo damages for leaving the
roadside on tho river bank unpro-tecte- d

He later withdrew tho suit.
Price is also charged with bigamy,
having had, It Is said, three wives
without a divorce.

EStchleon stood on the edge of the
cliff over which Mrs, Price fell and
said that on the night of her death
she and her husband and himself
Were riding In an automobile. He
said they stopped at that point and
Mrs. Price left tho cur when her hus-
band said thero was engine trouble.
He decided that the woman was then
hurled over tho embankment to the
rocks below

Ktchlson said ho and Price de-

scended tho hank and Price knelt bo-ti-

tho body of his wife. Ktchison
said he heard a sound that made him
think Price was beating his wife with
a stone. He said that he returned to
the sei ne next day and found a blood-
stained stone and pointed out a piece
of rock today, saying it was similar to
the one he found.

Assistant County Attorney (icorge
Armstrong said Ktchison had told him
tho alleged crime hud preyed on his
mind until he was compelled to
confess.
