SWEDEN IS MENACED

BY BIG MINE FIELD

(icniiaiKS l'lant Coastal
Wateps With K.ltsivcs

to Stop Traffic.

STOCKHOLM, Feb. 2. Via Lon-

don, 7 : .1 r p. tn. normally now. has
taken her long expected action in
laying- u mine field around tho Kal-ster-

peninsula near Iho southern
extremity of Sweden on the Italtic,
scarcely throe miles off shore. As
the passage loft Is very shallow, no-
where, deeper than fifteen foot, most
merchant ships are obliged to steam
outside the mine field into interna-
tional waters where Herman cruisers
aro on patrol.

The now mine field is intended to
prevent traffic in contraband ulong
tho Swedish coast to Finnish ports,
but as the steamers used in this traf-
fic draw little water, seldom over
ten fool, the mine, field has not af-
fected them. All larger ships, how-
ever, will be put under Herman sur-
veillance und not even Sweden's navy
will be able to sail from the North
sea tn the Haltic; nor the reverse,
without Herman pilots.

ll Is understood that Sweden made
energetic representations against the
mine field being placed in this way
and that Willielmstrasso was willing
to drop th scheme ll S.veilien would
agree to prohibit contraband traffic
along her roust. As sueh a step, ho.v- -

OKLAHOMA CITY Feb. 29.
Tho ruse of tax Jorrets employed by
boards of county commissioners of
the slate to discover and submit

omitted, properly for listing on
tho tax rolls was nut helped, any oy
a decision handed down today by the
supreme court, the opinion written by
Justice Hardy. O. It. .McConibs had
boon employed by the commissioners
of (Irant county and in his work the
tax ferret sought to havo llstod prop-
erty belonging to Stewart ilrothors.

The supreme court, in disposing of
tho case, said :

"A lax ferret has not such Interest
In the subject matter Involved in a
proceeding to discover properly not
listed and assessed for taxation, and
to list and assess tho same, a.s to

him to prosecute an appeal
from a final order of the county
treasurer to tho county court or from
the county court to the supreme
court."

The court holds that the tax ferret
must have a direct and pecuniary In-

terest in the matter, and not as re-
mote consequence of tho Judgment.
The decision will have a
effect concerning the work of tax fer-
rets In the stale.
