Acciirdlng to all reports, despite the
somewhat unfavorable weather that
lias prevailed recently, the fall sea-eon- 's

business on boys' and children's
clothing, particularly on school outfits,
la starting off fairly woll throughout
the country, except In a few localities
where adverse conditions have arisen,
ns for Instance In New Y'ork, wiiere
tho opening of schools has been post-
poned Indefinitely on account of the
lntantilu paralysis epidemic that has
been raging there for the jxist two or
three months.
