The city was In an uproar, but police
reports wero that the mob had refused
to listen to the pleadings of the offi-
cers and bud broken Into the Jail. All
prisoners, It was said, previously had
been placed In steel cages.

The Jailer and other officers within
tho structure, It was said, were cover-
ed with guns, tho keys to tho cells
taken from them and Hrnek Henley,
one of the prisoners, was marched out
of tho building. The announced Inten-
tion of tho mob was to tako him two
miles away to tho houso of hTs

victim for the purpose of Identi-
fying him. Meanwhile the city com-
missioners had ordered all saloons
closed.

Tho lynching came after flvo hours'

The mob gathered about 7 o'clock to-
day, after hearing that the police had
arrested Hrack Henley.

ON WAGE RAISE

Crafts Prepare I lUmatum Which
Will Pe Presented to ltall-roo- ds

at Onro.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Oot 16. A
wago increase of throe oents an hour
and a domand for the eight-ho-ur day
throughout the six allied orafts of
railroad shopmen of seventeen west-
ern railroads was ugrood upon at a
conference of tho shopmon here to-
day. The crafts prepared an ulti-
matum outlining their demands,
which will bo present od lmmodlatoly
to the railroads employing the orafts-me- n.

The findings of today's conforenoe
were the result of a recent oonfor-eno- e

here when the demands of the
oraftsmon were ret usod by the rail-
roads. Then a domand-- for a five-oen- ts

an hour Increase was demanded
by the shopmen. The railroads de-
clared their willingness at that time
to allow the eight-hou- r day for all
stationary work, but declared a nlno-ho- ur

schedulo was necessary for re-
pair on rolling stock which would
tako the men out on the line,
