These Indi-
cated, according to tho police,
that before, being cast In to tho
river the torso had been wrapped
III heavy underwear or a blanket
and this. In turn, covered with
heavy wrapping paper nnd bound
with strong twine. Tho pollco ex-
pressed tho opinion that tho pack-
age probably had been weighted
down, but that water had rotted
tho wrappings and the torso al-
lowed to como to the surface.
Medical examiners estimated It
had been In the water about two
weeks. The pollco believe., that
tho woman was about 25 or 30
years of age, and weighed about
130 pounds.

Aug. 17, Harold I
lekes. ono of Illinois' tight delo-

gntes-at-larg- o to tho republican na-

tional ronvontlnn that nomlliajod
Senator Harding, tonight announced
he would euppnrt flovernor James
M. Cux, democratlo nominee for tho
prestency.

Mr, Ickes wns Instructed at th
convention for Oovernor Iiwdon,
and on tho final ballot, when Sen-

ator Hnrdinir was nomlnnted, voted
Mr Henntor lllritnt Joltlisnn. Ho was
a progressive In1 1812. later becom-
ing Illinois progressive stato chair-ma- n
