In your paper an article taken from the Associated
Press from a statement made by a Mr. Chns.
1). Or'h of Yankton, N. I)., signing himself
as president of the National Security league tn
which he says that theprlces of shuea will not
br affected more than Sc a pair by tho 20

advance In frleghl rates. The writer wrote
Mr. Orlh a letter asking him where he got all
hi Information haw many freight ljllln he ever
paid on shoes nnd bow many pairs of shoes ho
ever sold. This letter was returned undelivered,
possltdy there Is no such person its Mr Chne.
I). Orth, an my letter wan addressed to hint as
president of Iho league.

In reply to an article In Tho World of recent
date from the pen of one, Mr. Chas I. Orth.
signing himself as president of the National
Security league In which he eays, beware of tho
profiteer who puis on an oxtrapcrcenlnge and
lays' It lo the Increased freight rates. Mr. Orth
states that there will not ho over Rc a pair dif-

ference on the price of a pair of shoes and gives
some figures showing why. Krnm his statement
it Is plain enough that Mr Orth nexcr did tnnko
a shoe, sell a shoe or pay the freight on a
shipment of shoes.

He tnkes his figures from these four freight
movements In n pair of shoes:

(1) The hide from the Vtock farm to the
laughter house.

(2) The hldn from thn slaughter house to
tho tanner.'

3) The leather from the tanner to tho shoo
manufacturer.

I U The shoes from the factory to the stores
that sell them.

On these four movements he figures the costs
of freight On a pair of shoes, and declares that
Iho Increase should lie not more than five cents
a pair. Plain nnd simple figuring it Is. Hut It
Is nbout as useful as an automobile without
tin engine. It simply Ignores the fact that the
tanner had to use tons of chemical, extracts,
gronscp. sail, sawdust and coal, nnd pay freight
thereon; that the shoe manufacturer has to tipe
lasts and patterns, stains and blackings, linings,

'threads, shanks, nnll. t.icks, rubber and cork,
also cartons and packing eases; and that ho has
to pay freight on these, he nlso Ignores the
fact that the tannery worker has to pay hla faro
on the rnllroad when he rides to work, and that
the iHlesm.iu who travels and pells the merchant
lias to pay Increased railroad fare. Pullman
fare, excess baggage, the manufacturer nnd tho
wholesaler, is up against a staggering Increase
In bis traveling expenses.

A score and more other Incidentals also enter
Into the costs of freight on shoes, ns they pass
through the stages from lioor lo root If Mr.
Orth would ndd then nil together, he would bo
likely to find that Ihe transportation charges
tied up In a pair of shoes Is not less than 50c
n pair.
