Murdered
Slave Case

Two Victims Forced to Dig
Own Graves, Coroner's

Jury Discovers

Bodies Fished Out of River
Disinterred and Buried in

County Cemetery

MONTK'UhhO, tin.. March 27.
Two more bodies wore recovered
from tho Alcovy river hero today,
making a total of 11 bodies that
have been found In connection with
peonage Investigations' that lmvc
been conducted on thn farm of John
Williams, a prominent Jasper county
pin liter

Tho bodies found today worn
chained together and weighted down
with sacks of stones nnd Iron at-
tached to tho head and feel.

A coroner's Jury Investigating thn
deaths of six negroes whoso hodloH
wero found burled and tho threo
others found In the river, fixed the
responsibility In each case.

Victim Mado to Dig (irnvra.
In two instances at least, tho Jury

found that tho negroes wero forced
to dig their own graves before being
murdered.

Tho bodies woro disinterred,
placed In coffins and, lato today
wero brought to tho JaHpiy county's
paupers' cemetery, tho county pay-
ing tho expense.

Six bodies woro unearthed yester-
day by searchers who worked under
tho direction of Clyde Manning, no-gr- o,

a former employo of Williams,
who was taken to tho scene to sub-
stantiate his confession that ho had
killed four negroes and aided in
the death of seven Others under tho
Instructions of Williams. Tho bod-
ies wero found Just whero Manning
said they were burled. Manning said
he and Williams had killed 11

to hldo slavery conditions on
Wllllnms' plantation.

(iiaril.H Protect Searchers.
Tho searching party worked both

yesterday and today under tho pro-
tection of n posso of in men. The
Jackson company of tho National
guard was alfco under nrms In readi-
ness to act If opposition wiib en-

countered or If nny attempt was
mado to tako Manning from his
guards.

Williams Is held In tho Fulton
county Jail at Atlanta, having been
arrested after Manning's alleged
confession. Ho denies his guilt and
declares that an old family feud had
resulted in it "frame-up- " to causo
liis arrest.

WIliMAMS' TIIUUK SONS

Mr. Johnny
nnd Charlln Chlsholtn." lor five
hours they searched In vaUi, but at
noon ono of tho hooks caught on an
object and after much effort It was
towed to tho bank. In tho dredgo
was found tho bodies of two negroes
bound together with chains and wlro
and so badly decomposed Identifica-
tion was Impossible.

Sheriff Also Accsei1.
For several months federal Inves-

tigators havo been at work on al-
leged peonage enses In Jasper and
Newton counties nnd, according to
tiro alleged confession of the negro
Manning, all tho negroes killed on
tho Williams farm wero dono to
death after federal officials had vis-Ho- d

tho farm and talked to them.
Sheriff Persons of Jasper county,
said to bo' related to Williams, and
Porsons' son, have been Indicted for
peonage and additional Informations
havo been filed ngaltibt them, ac-
