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Young Men of Tulsa to
Tackle Civic Problems

Tulnt 1st a city for young men. Its
own history In tho making of, It of
fers u flold In business and clvlo af-

fairs for and a confidence In tho abll-- !
Ity of tho man whoso future yot lies I

beforo him that Is uncqualcd perhaps !

In any other city In tho country. Tho
young man of Tulfi develops IiIh
own future while helping In a very
real way to dovelop tho futuro of
the town. And that Is really accom.
pllshed here, with the act and tho
opinion of tho younger cltlten hav-
ing weight because of tho organiza-
tion Unit In a, medium for their ex-
pression.

That organization is tho Junior
chamber of commerce

in tho fall of 1910, when I1r. C. 8.
Bummers was president of tho
Secotym club, a discussion of tho
wisdom of young men entering tho
civic activities of Tulsa culminated In
the appointment of a committee to
outline tentatlvo plans for a civic

composed of young men
and tho Bonding of N. A. Thompson
to Ht. Louis to attend tho national
caucus of young men of tho country,
nt which nil young men's organiza-
tions of a civic nature from nil larger
cities from const to coast wero repre-
sented. Upon Mr. Thompson's re-
turn a enmmltteo was named to go
ahead with plans for n junior cham-
ber of cqmmorco - of Tulsa, with
C. A. Borders, a momber of Secotym,
as chairman.

Junior Clinmbcr Begins.
March 9, 1920, tho organization

meeting of tho junior chamber won
held, and (Jeorgo S. Hcrry, Jr.,
elected president; Jules Constantln,
first vleo president N. A. Thomp-
son, second vlco president; Henry V.
ThomaH, third vlco president! Harry
1.. 8. Ualloy, treasurer and C. A.
Ilorder, nt first a member of the
board of directors, later resigned
nnd elected to tho secretaryship of
tho organization. Thcro wero about
30 members then.

Thereupon tho young organization
of young men began to do things.

"Why," said Mr. Border tho other
day, In discussing tho history of tho
Juplor chamber, a Junior organiza-
tion? Why not affiliate with 1hn
senior chamber? First, bocauso
young men, In tho proaunco of tho
proven successful nnd established
nnd older business men of tho city
aro not going to take an nctlvo part
In tho meetings and activities of
their organization. Ho fools, nnd
rightly so, that It would bo prcsump-tlou- s

and Incongruous for hlrn to do
bo. That Is ono reason for tho Junior
chamber. Thcro ho can dlscusa nnd
work on city problems nnd thus
learn for himself Tulsa's civic affairs.
Tho Junior chamber gives him ft
chanco to meet leaders In Tulsa;
these men are brought beforo our
meetings regularly. It gives tho
young business nnd professional men
of Tulsa and Tulsa county to know

Thereupon tho Junior t himber,
having chosen Its lenders and drafted
a constitution, definitely nlll.nl itself
with the life of thu city nnd tn do
things. In the first six monthi of
