ORDERS TO WORK

Bittner Says 4,000 Men
Face Expulsion for

Refusal to Obey

WILKINSON' HOLDS OUT

Arkansas Mine Leader Will
Not Consider Lending Aid
' to Kansas Miners

PITTSBUntS, Kan., Nov. 16. An
order of the International mine
workers' union directing that all
miners on slrlko iu tho Kansas coal
flcld return to work during tho day
under penalty of havlnir their union
charters revoked and membership
susrtn(leii. iiecnme effective thl
morning and tonight It was nn
nounccd at tho headquarters of tho
Southwestern Coal Operators asso-
ciation that approximately one hun-
dred more men wero at work today
than yesterday.

Tonight Van A. Hlttner, special
representative of the International
hee, and under whoso namo the
back to work order was Issued, said
that approximately four thousand
miners faced suspension and an-
nounced that he would begin to car-
ry out the penalties provided for in
tho order. Ho staled that In In-

stances where-Tifo- w members of a
local union went back to work tho
union would bo reorganized or tho
membership transferred to another
local.

FOHT SMITH, Ark., Nov. 1C
HefusltiK a second tlmo to n'low dis-
trict No. 21, United Mine Workers of
America, now In convention here, to
tako any action which might bo con-
strued ns lending aid to Alexander
Ilownt, deposed president of tho
Kansas miners' district No. U,
President John Wilkinson this after-
noon ruled out of order a motion
that district No. 21 send a telegram
to Hownt. expressing to him the
convention's nnd district No 21's
gratitude for the manner In which
he had stayed with tho Kansas milt
ers In their fishl aualnst tho Kansas
Indiifctrial court. Wilkinson did not
wait for u second to tho motion, but
promptly give his ruling.

Safjs France Cannot
Reduce Armjj Unless

Assured Protection

WASHINGTON, Nov. 1C "If
Prance should reduce her army
ho would bo attacked on tho

next day." Premier Hriand, head
of tho French delegation to tho
arms conference, declared In nn
Interview with newspaper tn

"Franco will lay her plans be-

Freight Reduction of 10
Per Cent Voted for

Farm Products

MAY RELIEVE FARMERS

But Shrinkage Only to Affect
Lines East of Mississippi

and North of Potomac

NKW YOItK, Nov. 10. Tho east
ern section of tho American Hall-
way Executives association, at n
Bcclal session here today, decided to
cut freight rates on farm products
10 per cent, effectln immediately,
as a means of giving relief to the
farmers of tho nation. The decision
applied to all railways north of tho
oiilo and Potomac rivers and cast
of the Mississippi.

Doesn't Affect NorthcnM.
Tho freight cut will not affect

farm products shipped from points
originating In tho New Kngland ter-
ritory, It was announced, Thn sav-
ing will amount to many millions of
dollars annually. Kxecutlves of tlm
railways said the step was taken
"despite the fact that railways could
not financially afford It."

The railway executives also decid
ed to amend tho dcclslgn made at
Chicago October H whereby they
were to seek a 10 per cent wago cut.
Hy today's decision, it was agreed to
allow each railway to in.iku waso
cuta ns heavy as It deemed proper,

lust An Ktncrlmcnt.
A statement Issued by tho railway

oxocutlvis said tho proposed 10 per
cent reduction In freight rates on
farm products was for an "experi-
mental period f six months only."
If by the end of that tlmo thore Is
prospect of tho railway labor board
indorsing schedules of proposed
wage cuts to be posted Immediately
by tio railways then freight cuts will
stand. If not. the railways will exer-cls- o

their prerogative of abolishing
tho rato cut.

As to wages. It was said schedule
of reduced scales would soon bo
postod for action by tho railway
labor board. It was explained nn ef.
fort would be made to restoru the
wages of trainmen nnd operating
employes to rates prevailing before
July, 1020, whllo other employes
would be paid tho prevailing rato In
communities In which they worked

WABIIINCTON. Nov. 16. Ap-

proval by the IntcrstnlM cuiiilneioe
commission of tho proposed 10 pel
cont reduction on farm product rates
by eastern rullrotds was looked upon
hero today ns n more matter of rou-

tine. It was stnted that the rato
reduction could bo put. Into tf'Ct
within thirty days undor a recent
ruling of tho committee.

Tho commltteo recently provided
for a "less than statutory' notice of
rate changes In order to permit
changes within thirty days. Tho
committee, It was said, could order
the- change If thero- - wero no objec-
tions within a very few days. .
