)u would hnvo Instantly said,
'That sounds llko Jeremiah;"

there Is a line of truth an-
nounced by a writer, simply because
tho conditions Under which ho was
railed upon by (Jod to register hln
protest aKiiinst tho sins of the peo-
ple nop" different than the condi-
tions under which any other writer
rrglstorcd his protest. Therefore,
emphasis waB pui upon the partic-
ular thine which would tnnot tho
renditions and would call tho peo-pj- c

lack from their sins.
Wo find that truth especially no-

ticeable In the major and minor
prophets, and more particularly In
the New Testament.

Matthew seems to hnvo written
more especially to tho Jow. He
seemed to endeavor to convince
them that Christ was the Messiah,
and ho quoted mord frequently from
the Old Testament. And (lod only
knows how mnny of his ancient peo-
ple havo been turned to accept Jesus
Christ throUKh Matthew.

Mm Tlrolnut KncrKy.
Mark Beems to havo been

with tho tlrclcts energy of
Jesus. Mark uses words, such as
"BO." SpurKeon said he did not un-
derstand how anybody could read
tho Oospol of Mark nnd not go out
and preach tho Oospel of Jesui"
Christ. There aro fifty places In tho
Oospel of Matthew where It states
specifically that tho Oospel of Jesus
Christ was preached; twenty-seve- n

In Luke's Gospel, eighteen In John's
Clospel, and thoro aro snventy-thro- e

In Mark's Gospel of sixteen chap-
ters,

Mark uses tho word "straight-
away" twenty-on- o tlmos nnd uses
the word "Immediately" soventeon
times Jesus "Immediately" did thlR
and "straightaway" ho went there,

Tho llttlo word "go," occurs forty-tiv- o
times In tho Gospels, and twenty-t-

wo time! In Mark's Gospel of
sixteen chapters. It acorns to have
been the nlm of Matthew nnd Mark
to Impress upon us tho tireless en-
ergy of Jesus.

I.ukn waa a Gentllo physlslan,
Through whoso preaching hn Was
convortcd to Christianity wo do not
know, but presumably through Pe-
ter's. Luko was tho first writer In
tho New Testament. Luke was one
of these men who aro nolo to ex-
press thomsclvesjn Just a few words.
There am people that aro so long-wind-

that they take n vhni page
to say what other poopla can tay In
a few sentences.

Luko was a Gentile physician
Christ's power over disease ani nn-tu-

scmied to be the burden of
Luko'B Gospel. Ho wanted to show
that H mut have been the Hon of
God or He never could havo opened
tho eyes of tho blind nnd He never
could have said to tho storms, "lie
still," nnd Ho never could havo fed

.tho multitudes with tho loaves and
fishes. '

I don't bollevo that man or woman
lives wro Is In doubt ns to tho di-
vinity of Jesus Christ after reading
tho Gospel of John with an open
mind, Ho used tho words, "God be-
come tnenrnato In the flesh" "In
tho person of tho Holy Ghost"
"Crucified, dead nnd burled." John
seems to tako us back to convlnco
us that Jesus wns tho Christ.

If I should make a circle and
write In tho middle of It salvation
and mako different lines to come
out from tho center, upon one 1

would write "born again," upon an-
other, "converted," upon anothor,
'Justified by faith."

Paul does not say a word about
being "born again." Paul speaks of
"bclnff Justified by faith." Luke
does not say a word about "bring
Justified by fnlth"; ho says "unlessyou become converted and become
as llttlo chlldron." John says, "Ex-
cept a man be born again." Now, as
i matter of fact. If ho is born ngaln,
io g justified by faith and con-fcrtc-

Fiiltll thn IW-ntinl- .

Paul geta a man Into heaven by
being Justified by faith. A man
can't get to heaven unless he has
fnlth In Josus Chrlrt. It la simply a
dlfferont way of expressing thesame truth. You can call that
"Justifying by faith," you can call It
"conversion," or "being born again."
out a man gets to heaven through
Jesus Christ never mind whatnamo he uses.

Jeremiah made It plain that God
was In their midst, nnd ho madn It
plain thnt lfo wau there as tho
mighty ronn, that he could not save,

nd ho made It plain that tho peo-pl- o
had-ttirne- nway from God. He

howed that God works through n

agonts. God gives us some-thin- g

to eat, hut If human agonts
did not get out and plow the ground
and plant tho seed, by next No-
vember, wo would not havo any-
thing to eat and millions would dio.

God works through human ngents
to spread His Gospel to tho world.
God asks men to tell people about
His salvation. God has been pleased
to put this earthen vesicl In tho
world, and In tho seventh verso,
Jeremiah gives tho reason. Ho says,
O Lord, though our Iniquities testi-
fy against us, do Thou It for Thy
name's sako; for our backsltdlngs
aro many and wo hava sinned
against Thoe."

Tho increase of worMlnoss pro-
duces a corresponding decroaso of
Intorcst In tho things of God. God
wants you to have a good tlmo, God
made this world for our enjoyment,
God mnde the mountains and rivers
and lakes, tho social machinery,
trees to product! God did all this.
Then In heaven's name, don't be
low down enough to walk up and
tako nil God hns ilono fur you and
then when God asks you to prny to
Him rofuso to do It. I think that H
uamnahle to bn so contemptible and
low down that you aro not decent
enough to do It. It Is a good thing
for somo folks that I wns not made
God, oven for 16 minutes. I tell
you, I Just marvel at tho patience
and tho love of God.

Just review your own life. Think
how llttlo you have prayed nnd how
llttlo you have dono for (Jod and nil
that God has done for you. If you
have a spark of manhood or wom-
anhood In you, you will say, "He !

right, I nm mean and contomptl-ble.- "

The trouble. Is not with God. I
read In Isaiah 09. "Deltoid, the
Lord's hand Is not shortened, that It
cannot save; neither Ills car heavy
that it cannot hear; but your inlaul- -

ties havo separated between you nndyour Ood, and your sins hnvei hidHis face from you, that Ho will nothear,"
AVhat would you think If I put my

nook up between your fneo and my
face and then I complained that I
couldn't sod,

Don t prny for blessings when

there Is a sin between you nnd (toil.
Thero are lots of people who prny
God to bless them when they
won't get tho sin out of tholr lives.

ou might Just as well ask God to
appease your thirst when you won't
drink any water. Don't link God to
blesi you ai long as you know you
have sin In your life. Get rid of
hat, then Ood will bo delighted to

blew you. As long ns you hnve sin
In your life, the only thing Ood will
'ear Is this prayer, "Ood, bo merci-
ful to mo a sinner." Tho trouble le,

ltd you, and you aro Inclined to
blame Ood al tho time. It Is the
ania old gag that Actum tried to

work when ho blamed I'.ve. Ha did
not need to cat tho apple. If he did

nt wnnt tn. It ho was chump
enough to do It. then ho nftod not
to hnvo blamed her.

In Malarlil 3:10, I read these
words, "Prlng ye n.n the tithes Into
thn storehouse, that there may be
meat In mlno house, and proy me
now herewith, said the Lord of
Hosts, if I will not open for you tho
windows of heaven, nnd pour you

ut a Mo'fllng that the shall not
be room enough to recelvo It."

A man said to me one Mme. "Thnt
was a Jewish promise." Primarily,
all of tho promises were Jewish
promises, God said to the Jew, "If
vou will do that I will do this for
vou." and the Jew refused to do It.
Ood turned to tho Oentlle. nnd of-

fered us n silvntlo". "We nrccplnd
the same blemlng that Ood

promled tn file Jew. Ho will give
us, If you will do, what He wanted
vou to do. And th same rurso thnt
fei on tho Jew will fall on us If wo
don't do It.

TVlng to the Jews tn Accept Christ
whom thev repudiated.

God's Power Continues.
What God hn done God can do

ew Hebrides, and rend of what
God did through that mon among
'he cnnnlbals.

You know, the Ncrr Hebrides nro
on a coral foundation, Thero are nn
snrlnirs through tho Island. Tho
"ater Is salt, and the way thev get
their drinking wator Is to put out
huge leaves of plants to catch tho
dew. The flew there through, the
nights Is as honvy as ilir eommnn
--aln, nnd they fill their vessels from
the water caught bv tho leaves.

Patton was worklnr nmong the
rennlbnls, nnd ho told them thnt
Tehovah could mako It rain up
through the ground. Thy did not
bollevo It, and night after night
'atton dreamed of a eortnln pice

of ground nn Indenture near some
trees, and he went to senrch for
tho spot that would correspond tn
what ho dreamed about. Ho located
the place, and he wns going to show
them that Ood could mako rain
come through tho ground that they
could drink.

He started to dig for tho well, nnd,
they would not help him. Ho dug
down about thirty-thre- e feet and
thoved a spade down Into the ground
and the water bubbled up. Ho stood
.hero until the water bubbled nearly
to his knees. He was afraid to stoop
down nnd drink lest tho water
should be salty and braklsh, nnd lest
thev might say. "Your Ood Is no
good,' Patton finally filled his
hands and lifted the water to his
lips and drank It, and It wo clear
and cold and fresh. It Is tho only
well of fresh wnter that has over
been found on the island, and be-

cause God mtido wator good enough
to drink, over twelve- - hundred cnn-
nlbals accept Jesus Christ, and the
New Hebrides aro what they aro
today becauio God made good water
rain up through tho ground. Mar-

velous, when you stop to think of It,
thnt one well of water turnd thou
sands to Jesus. Bo you can sco how
nod works.

Finney was preaching In New
York stato. Tho religious conditions
of western and central New York
today nro due to tho blessings of God
under Charles a. Finney. He was
preaching In Utlca. Ho went into a
room In one of tho big mills. One
of the girls, turning, saw Finney
thore, and her conscience rebuked
her for some sin she had com-

mitted. Presently aho was weeping,
as who thought of the life she was
living contrasted with what sho
might live, And then others wept.
After a while, tho owner of tho mill,
liiniself not a Christian, enmo In, and
when ho saw Finney standing thero
anil saw tho girls weeping, he said:
"Shut down tho mill." And he asked
Finney to preach to the people. Ho
eald:

"It Is moro Important that these
people should bo naved from sin than
thut this mill should run."

Finney preached and hundreds of
them swept Into tho kingdom of
Ood, and for fifty years, the mills
of Uilca never pawed from that
family into tho hands of

men,
God Sees nnd Hour.

I am not preaching to n, God that
has eyes and cannot free and earn
that cannot hear. I am preaching
to tho Ood that made the earth, tho
f.ky, the roa, the air and tho wator.
I am preaching to tho Ood that can
hear and nnswer and do groat and
wonderful things.

Finney was scheduled to preach
In a sohoolhnii8 out In tho western
part of tho state ,at 11:30 he had
not come. Somebody said, "Where
is Finney?" and one of the others
said, "Ho arose early, and without
brenkfust, I saw him going toward
the hill."

They appointed a commlttoe to go
to search, and they found him lying
face downward, on tho ground, with
his faco.MTled In his hands, und tho
heard him cry, O Ood, send me not
up to prrauh until I have tho assur-
ance that tho people nro disgusted
with their rlns and aro moro con- -
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corned with their souls than with
money-makin- g. Don't let me go up
If It Is simply to grutiry their desire
to see nnd hear a man they have
heard about,"

It wan nearly 1 o'clock before ho
wont, and so marvelous was the
Power of God that gray-halrc- d old
blasphemers fell on their kneos.
others rolled In tho aisles, and they
cried out, "oh, spare us!" ns Finney
held those old finners over the pit
of hell and lot. them smell tho sul-
phur fumes vomited from the In-
ferno of damnation brlnw.

Ood Is not confined to any ono
period. What evidences are thero
that God Js horeT First, because of
his word "Where two or three arogathered togother In my name, thero

m I In the midst of them,"
And then, the union of God's peo-

ple. You know, thero was ft time
whon you could not got tho people

Haptlst or nn Kptscopallan, "Whnt
must I do to be saved ?' nnd ho willtoll you;

"We bollevo thero Is a heaven for

We bollevo that salvation comes byrepentenco and by faith."

It splttually. How mnny people
prny? How many havo tend their
lllbles? How many of you prayed
before you came hure this morn-
ing? You have had your breakfast.
You hnvo dressed, You go out nnd
work hard tn got money enough to
feed you three moils a day. You
hnvo lo hu clothes, You have
boon educated, gone to school. That
Is thu wny wo train our bodies.

Hut what about our souls? Nover
pray, nover road tho Hlblo. Iits of
people go to church Bundny morn-
ing, but 'bey nover go Sundny after-
noon or night. They think they can
takes a spiritual breeth bblg enough
on Sunday morning to last them
until next Sunday morning. That Is

the reason they go to tho devil. No
wonder they drift away from tho
Lord. You can't cnt enough today
to last unt'l next week. Don't for-
get to thank tho Lord.

Thero are men In this world In
whom God seems ever to say. "No "
One of thorn was Hudson Taylor, the
grout Chinese missionary. When-
ever ho wanted money, God sent It
until he had enough.

A friend of m no met nn Amerl
enn who lived In China nnd said,
"Can you tell mo the secret of Tay-
lor's power?"

Sometlmus
he spends that hour reading the
mole.

You let God tnlk to you IB min-
utes a day through thn lllblc. Or
you tnlk to God 15 minutes a day
through prayer. Or you talk for Ood
15 minutes a dny, and you will see
what a power and blessing will come
Into your life. Then the benediction
of Ood will como upon you.

A Spiritual PliyslWnn.
So 1 am trying to holp you, my

friends, spiritually, Just as tho doc-
tor would como to help you physi-
cally, as a teacher would to help
your boy or girl Intellectually.

Yet I have been sleeping bet-
ter hern than I havo been In nuv
place for three years. I guess It Is
hecuuse you foius aro so gooa. ion
aro a crackln' good crowd down
hero. I regret to look ahead to the
day whon I will havo to bid you
good-by- o and tako the train.

And then, thero Is another thing-- get

right with each other. I rend
of three confessions In tho lllblc.
First, confess Christ as your Savior.
Second, confess your sins. Third,
confess your fault one to another.

1 don't know what your fault I.
Mlno Is my temper. I havo no ap-

petite for drink, 1 ant not temptod
along other. lines, but temper Is

mlno. 1 havo a tenper like a sheet
Irn stove. A bunch of shaving
and a match would innkt It red hot
In two minutes. Hut I nm making
progress along that line. Lots of
things come up to provoko, and I

hold In and do well.
Christ Is your Savior. Confess

your sins and faults ono tn another.
I suppose tho third Is .1 qondrarcn-slo- n

that few people are willing to
stoop to, and yet It Is essential. We
want to get along and grow nnd do.
vHop, and then get right with each
other.

I traveled for two years ns an as
slstant with Dr. Wilbur Chapman up
and down tho land. Ho of nil men
tiuight me to preach, whon I quit
playing baseball. Wo went to a
town out west, and bo preached
thero for a week, nnd nobody was
converted. They would sit and lis-

ten spell-boun- Ho called the
preachers and fie snld:

"I have worked as hard as I
ever worked In my llfo. Thoro li
evidently something wrong, and I

am going to quit. I am going to
thp next town."

They said: "We nro Just ss much
concerned about tho condition ns
you could possibly bo, nnd It has
been a great source of worry to us.
We have been trylnir to Investigate
to seo If we can't find out where It

Is, and wo think wo are locating it.
Won't you stay until Friday night?"

This was Wednesday, and ho said:
"Yes, If you know where tho trouble
Is, nnd can remo' e It."

Tlw Ono At Fault.
So the Methodist preacher and the

Presbvterlan nnd tho llnptlst nnd
Congregational preacher started out.
They went down to a mnn who wst
tho chief ushor (n the mooting. II"
was a Judge of tho circuit court
Thoy said.

"Wo havo heard certain things
about you, nnd wo don't believe
them. Wc havo come to knnw
whether they are true, and if thev
are, wo will stand by you, but we
want to know the truth."
