of salvation from alckness. "(In thy
way, thy fnllh lmth rnnde thee
whole," nnd It speaks of thn prodl-K-

son nnd hla return from his
prodigality. It speaks about tho
apoBtiea drowning and rescued from
tho watery grave. Jt speaks about
thn crucified Christ hanging on the
cross, Thus wo seo that salvation
means to take u man or woman out
ot a condition that Is not favorable
for their welfare and put them Into
a condition that Is.

The salvation of the alck would be
their health. Tha salvation nf tho
apostles about to drown would have
beon their rcsoun from n watery
grave. Tho salvation nf tho cruci-
fied Christ would hnvo meat for
him to como down from the cross.
Thus, It means In tnko a man or
womnn out of n condition Hint Is not
fnvorabla to their wclfnre or a

nnd put them Into a condi-
tion that Is favorahlo to their wel-
fare or happlnnss.

Hut tho salvation that my text
iipenks nf Is salvation from sin.
Well, what Is sltiT Hln Is the trans
gression of tho law nnd oVcry sin
ner Is liable In aecordanco with the
law which ho transgress, to pun
ishment. Hut punishment brings
pnlu. Men shrink from tho electric
ohalr, from thn Jail, from the death
Mouse, from the stone wnlls, Why?
It Isn't favnrnblo thero to their wel
fare.

T.iiw rttaiulx.
Now to ho rescued means tn be

saved from tho punishment you've,
brought on yourself by violating the
law, mid while, you escape thT5 pun- -
isimient that doesn t abrogate the
law. Tho law stands, ami when a
sinner pleads to Jod for Bnlvntlnn.
ho is ilenillliig,tlmt (lod Almighty
will set nstdo thn penalty whloh that
sinner has brought on himself, or
herself, becuusa they violated God's
law.

Therefore, when I sny, "What
must I do to ho saved from tho pun-
ishment, from hell?" That's what
salvation menus. The party who
lias tho light nnd tho power to state
thn condition upon which you can
escape It. Tho sovereign power of
tho slate has tho right nnd tho pow
er 16 electrocute, to put you behind
liars ir you violatn a law. Hlio has
the right nnd power tn state the con
dition upon whloh you can escape.
Hhu is tho only power that can. Tho
same power that can Inflict tho pun-
ishment Is the aamo power Hint can
let you cscnpo that punishment, my
friends.

The governor can turn Hint key
and let every man out ot state's
prison If ho wants to. Why7 llo is,
thp sovereign power of tho stnto and
lins the power to do that, llo Is tne
only nion that has that power.

Therefore, wo, vlnlut. Clod's law,
Ho hns the rlgh't and power to In
flict tho punishment, to state tne
condition upon which you can

It. llo has stated It to human- -
It)'.. It la by raltli In Jesus Christ.
I say unto you, 11 is Chrlat nnd
nothing else, fyr every man or wom-
an on Clod's earth.

This
merchant who had loaned tho money
Invited tho king to his homo to a
bitmiuet and na they ant around the
banqueting table, bofuro hu ordered
a sliver platter, placed it In front
ot him an the table and then he
ordered flr kindled thsretm.

TnktnK from his pocket this nolo,
ovldcnco of tho king's indebtedness,
ho )ied It In thu flames until every
last vratlRfl ot it was romuuicd and
nothing remained but a pile of nslies
to show that he'd ever been Indebted
to tho merchant, and the king's
friends congratulated him that he
had fallen Into the hands ot such n
kind philuntroplo man.

will not, will be cost out," so that's
tno reason not because, they aro
sinners, but becauso they won't
como nnd bo saved.

And at the third attempt
yoil enn see, so you don't get It nil

You'ro both wrong, 1 was blind and
I enmn to Jesus and Ho said, 'Whnt
do you want?' 1 s.tld, 'I want to
see,' He turned around, spat on thn
ground mid Ho mixed clay nnd
it on my eyes nnd Ho said, 'You go
to thn nool of Hllnnm nnd KBh, I
got hold of a fellow to helo tne and
went lo pool and dipped my
head In nnd washed and my eye-
sight enmo,"
