TIito will be no
frost, neither will wind or hall
bring destruction, according to the
legend, (Now, all together, let's
"pull" for tho legend to hold good
this year.)

Not Afraid; Wanted All

kliis, 32, confessed slayer of Mrs.
Cin.i Jones, tho wlfu ot a neighbor
ing farmer, near Cunoy, was electro
euted nt tho statu penitentiary hero
shortly after midnight. Watkins
went In tho chair at 12; 1 1 a. in. and
wns pinnouiiced dead threo minutes
later. Tho current was applied
twice.

Watkins met Ills fate with moro
composure than probably any man
who over went to the chair at the
Pilson. When asked It he had any
thing lo suy, Watkins, faced tho or
flclal wltnosacH and replied;

"1 want to ay this. It Is that I can
como. In hero like a man. I can hold
up my light hand nnd say that I
am going to lest forever mid that thu
men In this nuultontlary hnvo boon
Just ns good ns anybody can bo. I
wish them all to moot me in neavon.

"I want you all to understand tlivt
I havo nerve to stand up before
you. I am going to rest nnd I am
not scared at all.

Stood I i l.lki; ii .Man.
"This Is the first time In my llfo

that 1 was over Insldo a pen and I
am to bo put. to defith and I can
stand up llko Wmun looking at these
gentlemen and wulk choerfully to the
clnilr a ud take my medicine.

After ho was strapped In the
chair, ho said:

"I will bo with you in lienvcn,
God bo with Jim nil "

Tho crlino to whh h Catkins
iilcaded oulliy. without trial, was
nun of tlm inosi brutal ill the hlMory
of tho stato. Watkins confessed ho
killed tho woman with n club In tho
pn pence of her two children, and
thon threw the body Into a hog Int.

STRIKES AUSTIN

Entire Family Wiped Out
in ualc Hill Suburb;
One Death at Austin

BUILDINGS WRECKED

Hundreds in Two Schools and
Woodworking Plant Havo

Very Nnrrow Escapes

PUT LOSS AT HALF MILLION

Police and Civilians Search
Ruins of Dwellings for

Additional Victims

With the exception ot the Padgett
baby, all tho deaths occurred at Oak
Hill. Tho whlto victims were mem-
bers ot one family, who with tho
cook, Maria Klncheon, wero in tho
Ilcrgsley houso when tho tornndo
struck It. All ot thorn wcro killed
almost instantly except Mrs. Thomp-
son, Jr., who died at a local hospital.

Two Badly Injured.
One of thoso In a ecrloui condi-

tion Is J.. S. Mussctt, Jr., who was
reported to have been killed by a
flying timber. Another is Mrs. W.
F. Woodman. A small stick was
driven through her face.

The majority of thn Injured are
employes ot tho Woodward Manu-
facturing company, a woodwork es-

tablishment located at PCnn field, a
mllo south of tho city. Othera are
Inmates of the negro deaf, dumb
and blind Institute; students of St.
Edwards college nnd residents ot
the south part nt tho city.

The damiiRn Is estimated at 1250,
000 to tho Woodward plant, totally
demolished; J7E.000 to tho St. Ed-
wards college, dormitory wrecked
and main building slightly damaged;
140,000 to tho negro Institute, laun-
dry demolished and dormitory root
torn off, J3ti,000 to residence and
buildings In South Austin,

College) Students Safe.
Nono of tho students of ths Uni-

versity of Texas or Inmates of the
other nlocmosynary Institutions
wero Injured nor wore any of the.
buildings damaged,

Tho tornado struck tho Wood-
ward plant squarely amldshlp, tear
ing through thn three buildings.
Tho,employes, about 78 In all, had
lima to leave the buildings nnd were
running for safety when tho storm
overtook them. Homo were carried
through the nlr tor short distances.
Those Injured wcro struck by fly
ing timbers.

JL'ho students nt St. Edwards col-le-

left their buildings as .they
saw tho storm npproachlng. Tho
dormitory was partially destroyed.

The negro students at the deaf.
dumb nnd blind Institute wero moved
to ono building. Tho two Injured
wero struck as thoy wore entering
tho building. Damage was estimated
at (40,000. The lauhdry was de- -
mniisneil a rtormitory, mm unrootea

Peoplo Wutfh Storm.
Tho storm approached Austin

from thn north and hundreds ot
peoplo on tho downtown streets
watched tho whirling cloud pass
over tho west section of the city,
it first struck nt tho negro institute,
where tho Inmates, all huddled in
one building, woro safe. Damage
wus donn to all the other buildings
of the Institution.

It dipped again nt Deop Eddy, a
a swath 100 feet or more In width,
kujnrncr camping ground Just outside
thn west city limits. Here It cut
razing a number of summer cottages
and smashing tree On woman
wns blown fr tu her cottage to the
coltnge ot a neighbor and waaj
burled In a iillo nf dobrls. Though
sho wns lifted moro than 100 feet,
she wiih reported not tn be seriously
Injured. Cutting nrross tho river,
whero it cut down thn tops ot trees,
engulfed In the high water, tho
twister apparently dropped closer to
tho ground and lncrcasod in velocity.
In South Austin, across tho Colorado
river, nnd In Travis Heights, a South
Austin subur'i. It caused consider
able mopeity damage, demolishing
sovernl house:!,

Several scoro Injured woro re-

ported ut hospitals at n late hour.
Most of tho Injured came from Penn
field, whero the twister did the most
damage, Injured persons wera com-
ing to tho hospltnls In motor carat
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
