A lefinltlon of tho meaning of
jof.al servlco nnd a platform em-bo- i''

ing that definition wero adopted
tt a rc-e- meeting of the depart-ine- rt

of Christian social servlco of
the national otincll, nnd by that body
referred to tho national council,
whl' h has now given them Its In-

dorsement with tho recommendat-
ion that they bo approved bv the
national church. Tho declaration Is
as f. Hows:

"Christian social servlco means
the application of tha principles ot
the R' spel of Jesus Christ to all tho
rela'.'ns Into which men nnd woman
are brought, whether In rovernrncnt,
Industry, social or political life.

Duty to Your Neighbor.
'It means definite obedience by

all who bear tho Christian mme and
accept the Christian religion to
Christ's law of duty toward one's
jitlghbor ti neighbor being every
person, whether living near or far
away with whom one can establish
the relationship of service.

"Wo understand tho Christian re-

ligion to have a larger moaning nnd
field than has been commonly
recognized nnd that Its mesiage
concerns Justice nnd rlghteousnesi,
fairness and tho application of the
golden rule, to all men nnd by all
men In whatever position or relation
In life they may be. Wo understand
that a position or any advantage
conferred by material means, educat-
ion, social or official position, carr-
ies with It responsibility toward
those with whom one has to deal nnd
forcetfulness of such responsibility
mean the dlsobedlenco of tho law
of Clod.

"Tho church must servo nil people
tfce unprivileged and tho privileged
lUkc, and must continue to stand
tor mercy, charity apd compassion
loard thoso who are In trouble, but
beyond that It mils Btand for social
Justice, remembering that Jesus
Christ died for all nnd that ono soul
a In h i sight and should bo In tno
sight of his disciples, ns precious as
another.

"Thoso who are In nosltlons in
business, nrofessions or any calling
In life, where they hnvo tho service
of others, whether aB wage earners
or In any other relation, should
recognize the right of tho employed
to full opportunity for

Tho wclfaro ot human life
should bo emphasized above the
value of property. Wages sufficient
for a wholesome living should bo
the return for efficient servlco and
the more that can bo dono In making
tho employer nnd the employed
partners In business with a feeling
of common nnd friendly tnterest and
mutual service, the better.

"We understand that Christian
lorlal servlco means following the
example of tho master, who came
not to bo ministered unto, but to
minister, nnd to mean obedience to
the law nf Ood. 'Thou shalt love
thy neighbor ns thyself,' nnd that
It Is our work to bring the members
of the church to realize this nnd so
to fill out tho Ideal of Christ to-

ward humanity."
