THE ROLLA CYCLONE. 

One House Scattered Over Half 
the Country—No One Killed. 

Rolla Herald: Last Thursday a 
cyclone was observed coming toward 
Dunseith from the south at about 4 
o'clock in the afternoon. Attorney 
Chas. A^Verret of Rolla, who was In 
Dunseith at the time states that the 
storm was terrific in appearance and 
that a great many of the rsidents of 
the town sought safety in cellars. 

The 8torm--8truck the ground on the 
Wm. Gottbreht farm about a mile 
south of town. Messrs. Korem & Cas-
sidy have this farm rented. Mr. Cas-
sidy was away but his wife and child 
were at the house. Mr. Korem and 
the hired man, who were plowing with 
two four-horse teams, unhitched when 
they saw the storm coming and ran 
the horses into the barn without wait­
ing to separate them. Then they ran 
to the house and made for the cellar. 
Mrs. Cassidy, not realizing the great 
danger, was reluctant to seek safety 
in the cellar, and one of the. men 
grasped the child and 'jumped down, 
Mrs. Cassidy following. They had 
scarcely descended when the house 
and all its contents were swept, away 
leaving the bare floor over them. The 
house was carried southward and en­
tirely demolished. The inmates es­
caped without injury, owing to the 
floor remaining undisturbed. The barn 
which was a large one was carried 
about forty rods to the northeast and 
entirely demolished. The horses were 
carried along with the building, sev­
eral being killed and other injured so 
they had to be shot. Four new bind­
ers, a new buggy, several wagons and 
a great deal of farm machinery was 
completely destroyed. The roof was 
also torn oft the granery. Some of 
the debris was carried into Dunseith 
and articles of clothing were picked 
up near Thome. The storm I which 
was heading directly for Dunseith 
veered eastward from this point and 
next struck the Wes Fassett farm 
two and one half miles east of Dun­
seith. The family 'saw the cloud and 
went over to Frank Peltier's place 
with the exception of H. C. Bigham 
who sought safety in the cellar. The 
house which is a large frame on# was 
lifted from the foundation and carried 
about 200 feet and was considerably 
wrecked. When the house was car­
ried away Mr.'Bigham made for the 
outside cellar doorway, and just in 
time to avoid the falling brick of the 
chimney. Mr. Fasset's barn was badly 
wrecked, some machinery smashed 
and qne cow killed. The loss to 
Messrs. Gottbreth and Fassett will ap­
proximate $2,500 each and Messrs. 
Korem & Cassidy are losers on farm 
stock, machinery and household goods 

in the neighborhood of $2,000. It is a 
source of gratification to learn that 
there was no loss of life or injury to 
human beings. The storm was accom­
panied by heavy rain, hail and much 
thunder and lightning. The path of 
the storm was about 100 feet wide.

W. C. T. V. Institute. 
The W. C. T. U. were blessed with a 

magnificent day for their grand rally 
day, but we cannot say great enthu­
siasm seems manifested so far. Things 
are quiet and few W. C. T. U. mem­
bers on the grounds. It is disappoint­
ing with such leaders here as Mrs. 
Hopper, Mrs. Preston Anderson and 
the great southern woman lecturer. 
Miss Kearney, from Mississippi. This 
morning there were only a few gath­
ered at the session at the round table 
where the W. C. T. U. meetings are 
held. Mrs. Hopper opened the discus­
sion, "Co-operation of Temperance 
Forces," In an able manner. She is 
an interesting and earnest talker. Miss 
Kearney offered prayers. 
. At the round table Thursday morn­
ing Miss Johnson gave a historical 
sketch of the C. L. S. C. movement 
since 1878 and a review of one of the 
books of the first year of the present 
four-year course, "The Great World's 
Farm," which were listened to with the 
closest attention by those present. 
Miss Johnson's talk evinced a thor­
ough familiarity with her subject. The 
C. L. S. C. is becoming more popular 
as the round table meetings progress. 

The W. C. T. U. institute Thursday 
was well attended and a general dis­
cussion was had upon the subject of 
"Needed Legislation." Special refer­
ence was made to the matter of a 
commissioner for the enforcement of 
the prohibition law. It was thought 
to be as necessary to have such an 
official for the protection of our boys 
against the drink evil as to protect the 
wild animals and other game from the 
illegal hunter., by the employment of 
game wardens. A gentleman from 
Minnesota spoke of the contrast be­
tween North Dakota and Minnesota in 
the matter of drunkenness. He spoke 
especially of his observations while 
attending the Tri-State Grain Growers 
convention In Fargo, as well as at 
Chautauqua. 

Tomorrow at 11 a. m. the subject, 
"Co-operation of Temperance Forces," 
will be discussed. At 3 p. m. there 
will be a gold medal contest in the 
auditorium, and at 8 p. m. Miss Belle 
Kearney, the world-renowned mission­
ary, will lecture. 

BACK FROM CAPITAL. 

Congressman Steenerson Arrives 
Home and is Warmly Greeted. 

Hon. Halvor Steenerson, representa­
tive of the Ninth district in the con­
gressional halls at Washington, ar­
rived in Crookston from Frazee, Minn., 
yesterday morning amid a greeting 
of the entire Crookstbn band a repre­
sentative delegation of citizens. Mr. 
tSeenerson had just delivered the 
fourth of July address at Frazee. 

At the depot a carriage was furnish­
ed and Mayor Chesterman officiating as 
host, the ninth district statesman who 
has just completed such an active and 
enviable record In Washington was 
driven to his home on Houston Avenue. 
Mr. Steenerson has suffered a great 
deal of fatigue from his trip from the 
east and his speech at Frazee and re­
mained at home the entire day. 

The appreciation of the citizens of 
Crookston which it was endeavored to 
show in the demonstration this morn­
ing comes at a climax of congressional 
record of exceeding activity which is 
forming the topic of conversation of 
many citizens at the present time.

To Be Made a Feature of the Coming 
Red River Valley Exposition. 

Arrangements are under way which 
will make the art department a prom­
inent feature of the coming Red River 
Valley Exposition in Grand Forks. 
There are a great many North Dako-
tans and Minnesotans in this section 
who take much interest in the various 
branches of art work and with their 
cooperation there is no reason why 
we may not have an exhibit of the 
work of local artists which will be 
well worth visiting the show to see. 
but which should have a. most, excell­
ent influence educationally. Consid­
erable space in the main exhibition 
hall will be given up to the art depart­
ment and every one interested is in­
vited to contribute specimens of work. 
While the prizes are not large yet they 
should prove something of a stimulus 
for efforts by amateurs. Miss Sarah 
Bosard will be the superintendent in 
charge of the pencil, charcoal, pen 
and ink and water color sections. Mr. 
H. Bendeke will be in charge of the oil 
paintings and Prof. W. M. Bryant of 
the university, of the architectural, 
carving, illuminating, photography 
and other departments. 

Prizes for Children. 
The directors of the Red River Val­

ley Exposition have decided to give 
the juveniles a large place in the com­
ing fair and offer prizes for many clas­
ses of work for which they may com­
pete, including many features of 
school work, such as drawing, model­
ing, etc., prizes for flowers and vege­
tables of all kinds raised by children, 
prizes for pet animals and birds, etc. 
A full list of these prizes will be pub­
lished as soon as completed. County 
Superintendent McLain is in charge of 
this department and will have the as­
sistance of Mrs. W. L. A. Calder, Miss 
Edna Twamley and Miss Marion Green 
in making the exhibit an attractive 
one.
