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Devils Lake Citizens Turn Out
in Numbers to Greet Him
Upon His Arrival Todayf

SPEECHES OF WELCOME
AT HANSEROUSH HONE

The 'Mayor and Promiment Men Re-
gardless of Party Express Glowing
Tributes to Him for His Work In
Congress—An Ovation Seldom Ex-
celled in Any State In Honor of a
l‘ajorlle Son.

Devils Lake, July 30.—Senator H, C.
Hansbrough returned to this, his home
city from the east today and was ac-
corded g reception by his fellow citi-
zens of the city and county that will
&o down in history as the largest and
, most enthusiastic demonstration ever
given a man in public life in North
Dakota, -

The reception was under the joint
management ‘of the city administra-
tion with Mayor Whitman at the head
and the Devils Lake Commereial club
with Hon. A. B. Kerlin as chairman
of the entertainment committee.

° When the train bearing the senator
pulled in he was met at the depot by
the mayor, city council, members of

the Conimercial club and citizens of
the town and county to the number
of many hundreds.

A line of march was then formed,
headed by the band and hundreds of
school children. In the front carriage
following the school children was Sen-
ator Hansbrough, Mayor Whitman and
Hon. M. H. Bremnan and Con-
gressman Gronna. The carriages
following contained members of the
<ity council, Commercial club, business
men of Devils Lake and residents of
the county. All along the line of
march up Kelly avenue, the principal
business street of the city, the build-
ings were gally decorated with thou-
sands of flags and bunting.

At the intersection of Fourth street
and Kelly avenue, the parade moved
under an enormous banner bearing the
Inscription: ‘““Welcome, Senator Hans-
brough, he’s all right.”

From the depot to the beautiful home
of the senator on Seventh street the
march was a continual ovation. On
the spacious lawn outside the rest-
" dence, enthusiastic speeches of wel-
come were dellvered by leading 'citi-
zens of Ramsey county. Hon. A. B.
Kerlin called the large assembly to-
gether and said: §

“Fellow Citizens:
the entertainment committee of the
Commercial club I desire to say we
are somewhat disappointed in not
having time to thoroughly advertise
the home-coming of our distinguished
fellow citizen. Had we the desired
time, there would now be hundreds,
yes thousands of Ramsey county’s best
citizens here to joln us in these greet-
ings to our worthy senator and to ex-
tend our heartfelt appreciation of his
splendid efforts in congress in our be-
half.

H. Brennan, who delivered the prin-
ciple address of welcome, as follows:

“Your efforts to procure an appro-
priation for the drainage of the Red
river valley may seem futile and the
prospects for success shadowy as your
efforts for the Devils Lake building
may have appeared, but we predict
success and congratulate our friends

of their Interests.

“The occaslon does not admit of
sufficient time for a satisfactory com-
ment on your great labors on the ir-
rigation law, but we predict as a na-
tional measure it will stand as one of
the monuments of legislation.

“To the superficial critic, the secur-
ing of an appropriation may seem a
mere setting aside of a special fund,
but the conception of the purpose, the
reconciling of the representatives of
the conflicting and warring interests,
the ‘adjustment in the web of legisla-
tion and harmonizing with the admin-
istrative policy, involves the exercise
of sound statesmanship and experi-
ence.

Kelly, president of the
Devils Lake Commercial club, deliv-
ered one of the most fervent addresses
of the day.  Among many other very
excellent things, he said:

I do
not mean by that it would be
necessary to glve It to him in order to
get rid of him but I do mean that it
would be necessary for them to give
it to him before they could do any-
thing else. My friends, nobody has
ever doubted the loyalty of Senator
Hansbrough to the state of North Da-
kota. Nobody has ever said that he
was disloyal to this state or to this
county or to this city. Nobody has
ever sald that they Lave ever written
a letter to Senator Hansbrough that
went unanswered. Nobody has ever
8zid that they ever wrote him to do
something for them at Washington
that he has not done or offered to do,
and this building which will soon be
erected here in his home town ought
to be an enduring monument to his un-
ulrtlng energy in securing it for this
city. :

“It is a great pleasure to me on this
occasion to meet with you in welcom-
ing him home, to extend to him a non-
partisan welcome, to meet him upon
equal footing with no political clouds
between us, to meet him here as man
to man and‘'to say to him that in all
that was necessary for this state he
has done everything as far as | can
see that could bo done.

THE FIEND MAKES A CONFESSION

Cannonsburg, Pa., July 30.—Coroner
W. H. Sipe and Constable John J. Mil-
ler of Cannonsburg, drove into town
at 7:30 o'clock today with Elmer
Dempster, 19 years old, a negro who
had been arrested for the murder of
Mrs. Samuel Pearce and two children
and the shooting of a third child last
evening. Dempster was taken to Wash-
ington county jall at Washington, Pa.,
leaving here on a trolley car at 8
o'clock. While no blood stains were
found on the prisoner, suspicion first
rested on him last night when it was
learned that he was the last person
seen about the house before the
tragedy.

Dempster was safely lodged in jail
here at 9 o'clock. The officers had an
exciting trip from Cannonsburg. Two
attempts were made to take the negro
from them.

Dempster made a confession to the
police. He says he attempted an as-
sault on the 4-year-old daughter after
the departure of Pearce, but was
frustrated by the mother who went to
the bureau to get a revolver to shoot
him. The negro says he secured the
gun first and after killing the mother
and shooting the children set fire to
the house to hide the crime. The
feeling against Dempster is running
high.

Train Left Track on N. Y. Cen.

TWO TRAINMEN LOSE LIVES

New Berch, N. Y., July 30.—Two
wrecking crews are at work this
morning clearing the debris of the
wreck of the New York Central's Pa-
cific express, which ran into a land-
slide one mile south of Hamburg at
11:30 last night, resulting in the death
of Edward Wells, an engineer of Al-
bany, and Edward Warren, a fireman
of New York, and Injuring about a
dozen passengers, none of which will
prove fatal. There are three trackage
point where the accident occurred,
but they were all torn or badly twist-
ed for a hundred feet or more. The
wreck was worse than has occurred
on the Hudson river division since the
New York tunnel disaster. It seems
miraculous that there were no casual--
ties or seriously injured among the
passengers, especlally with regard to
the twenty or more men who were in
the combination smoking and baggage
cars, which when the locomotive turn-
ed over, ploughing for forty feet into
the great depth of gravel which had
fallen down upon the tracks, shot up-
ward and then turning almost at right
angles, came down with a crash across
all three tracks.

The boiler
room was demolished. The bodies of
William Stone, fireman, and Harry

To Postoffice Inspectors’ Cun-
ning in Detecting Crime—

HOW A CARRIER WAS ROBBED

(By E. C. Snyder.)
Washington, July 30.—“Some inecie
dents in the life of a Post Office In-
spector” is the title of a series of arti-
cles designed for newspaper circulae
tion that is being issued from the offica
of the postmaster general. Gaboriou,

ably for the purpose of “boosting” the
The
i first of these thrilling tales of the life
of an inspector under the Roosevelt
administration contains a story of how
a carrier on a rural route in one of the
southern states was apprehended. A
test letter containing marked bills was
registered at —B— Alabama, ad-
dressed to —M— a discontinued office
located on one of the routes from P—
the office from which the complaints
emanated. The risk of enclosing mon-
ey in test letters is frequently taken
by most post office inspectors but the
- chance of disposing of it in this partic-
ular case was small. The following
day the postmaster at B— advised the
postmaster at P— that the registered
letter addressed to M— had been er-
roneously sent and requested its re-
turn. This was done in order to give
the postal authorities an opportunity
to find out if the letter had been rifled.
After requesting the recall of the let-
ter the inspectors visited a little vil-
lage called M— which is supplied by
one of the rural carriers with .’ mail
from P—. The postmaster at N— was
an honest old country man and
agreed to assist in the detection of the
guilty party. An ordinary letter was
mailed with him addressed to a firm
in Chicago in which were enclosed
two one dollar bills, two silver dollars
and a fifty cent piece all bearing priv-
ate marks in payment for a pistol. An
examination of this letter after it
passed through the P— office revealed
the fact that it had been tampered
with. The paper money and the fifty
cent piece were still in the letter but a
oné dollar bill had been substituted for
the two silver dollars and the origin-
al letter had been replaced by one ad-
vising the enclosure of three fifty in-
stead of four fifty.

The substituted letter was in the
hand writing of the carrier on the
route between P— and N—. Then fol-
lows the story of the apprehension of
the carrier with lots of red fire thrown
in to make it rattling good reading.
When placed on trial the carrier enter-
ed a plea of guilty and was sentenced
to imprisonment at hard labor for two
vears.

STEAMER IS RELEASED.
The Umbrin is Pulled ON Mud Bank

aground July 13 while coming up the
harbor here, was pulled off the mud
