St. Paul, Aug. 31.—While there were
Teports of committees left over from
last night's session of the American
Bar assoclation, all of which were
subject to more or less Interesting
discussion, the report which has all
along been talked of, by members as
sure to develop a somewhat heated
debate, wag that of the committee on
insurance legislation. An outline of*
the committee's report was given in
these dispatches Wednesday night. The
principal difference of opinion is con-
cerning whether insurance Is a com-
modity that can be governed by the
federal statute regulating interstate
commeérce. The majority report of
the committee holds that insurance is
interstate commerce. One member of
the committee holds that the federal
Bovernment cannot regulate the sale
of insurance between states and there
are many members of the assoclation
who agree with the dissenter. This
subject was called‘ up under the head
‘of “unfinished business.” The first
matter called up was the nomination
of officers. There are three candidates
for the office of president, namely,
-Judge A. B. Parker, Judge R. S. Tay-
lor, of Fort Wayne, Ind., and Lawrence
Maxwell, Jr., of Cincinnati.

The impression seemed to prevail
among many of the members that the
honor would g0 to Judge Parker, al-
though it was frankly admitted by
these same men that Judge Taylor was
.a strong second in the race. The ellec-‘
tion will- be the last piece of business
disposed cf at :h(\'voncludlng geesion
today.

Statement Today by Receiver
Earle Creates a Profound
Sensation.

Philadelphia, Aug. 31.—The state-
ment of Receiver Earle of the broken
Real Estate Trust company of this
city,”that Frank K. Hipple, the late
president of the concern, had stolen
securitfes valued at $65,000, and that
the lending of $5,000,000 to Adolf Segal
on insufficient security, amounted to
as much as theft, created a profound
sensation throughout this city today.
The revelation was an especially cruel
blow to Hipple's many intimate
friends, most of whom are prominent
in the Presbyterian church, either as
clergymen or laymen. So high was
thelr estimation of the man who ab-
horred tobacco and liquor, and re-
frained from reading Sunday news-
papers, that not only various organiza-
tions in the Presbyterian church made
the trust company their depository,
but hundreds of the members of that
denomination plaged their money in
his company. Theé number of pastors
who used the bank to care for their
savings was exceptionally large. Most
of them refused to entertain the theory
that Hipple ended his own life, and it
was difficult to make them believe
that his secret operations were as ir-
regular as they are alleged to be. In
addition to his church work, Hipple
took an active interest in reform poli-
tics, and is said to have been a heavy
contributor ito reformers’ campaign

funds in last|year’s notable contest in
this eity. :

Stensland Said to pe Safe From
Extradition in Brazil,
South America.

Special to The Evening Timen.

Chicago, Aug. 31.—Two develop-
ments have added interest to the af-
fairs of the. Mllwaukee Avenue State
bank—the report ‘that Paul O. Stens-
land, the fugitive president of the de-
funct institution, had been located,
and the discovery of forged mortgages
in the vaults of the bank.

The bank is holder of ahout 1,800
mortgages, purporting to aggregate
in value $1,300,000. The examination
of the first elght of these resulted in
the startling discovery that at least
six, and possibly the other two, were
forged, the total amount involved be-
ing $14,000. How large a percentage
of the mortgages still unexamined are
forgeries ahd how large a shrinkage
this will make in the estimated mssets
of the bank, Recelver Fetzer scarcely
dares to contemplate.

Hundreds May Be Victimn,

Two of the forged mortgages, it de-
veloped, had been sold by Stensland,
and this revelation opens the possibil-
ity that the former banker may have
* fleeced hundreds of persons by selling
them bogus securities.

The mortgages are in the form of
trust deeds, accompanied by notes.
When Receiver Fetzer sent word to
Eide to .take up the notes the latter
came in and, after examining the notes
and mortgages, pronounced them
forgeries and made affidavit to that ef-
fect. He declared that he never owned
the property in question, although the
records show warranty deeds trans-

Eld
Thinks Fugitive In Brasil,

Simultaneously with the new dis-
covery of forgeries comes the strongly
expressed Intimation by Acting State's
Attorney Barbour that the capture of
the fugitive banker is near. He also
expressed it as his firm conviction that
Stensland is in Brazil, but declined to
state his reasons for this belief. It is
a significant fact that the acting state's
attorney, although there is no press-
Ing business to transact, remains at
his office until unusually late hours,
ready at a moment's notice to set in
'motion the machinery for extraditing
Stensland when word of his arrest
comes.

It even I8 asserted that Pinkerton
detectives are already in touch with
Stensland, but are prevented by un-
explained circumstances from appre-
hending him at the present time. This
would tepnd to confirm the report that
the fugitive 18 in Brazil or some other
place where he cannot be extradited.

PALMA ALK

Government Will Not Compro-
mise—Killing of Rebs Causes
No Joy»

Not Fatigued in ‘Least From
His Exertions—In Con-

Is presumed he stepped into the large
courtroom and sat down for a minute's
repose and fell asleep. When Judge
Troup, who presided over Court No. 6,
arrived at the courtroom this morn-
ing, he was surprised to find the life-
less body of Rosewater on the bench
in the courtroom. He was sitting at
one end of the bench, reclining easily
against a radlator. He had reclined
his head on his extended arm, across
an arm at the end of ' the bench.
Judge Troup on finding the editor's
body in the courtroom, called in At-
torney Jeffrys, who has an office on
the same floor, and the office of the
Daily Bee was at once notified. The
body was removed to the Rosewater
home.

Startling Disclosures by Rus-
sian Daily, Involving Count
Witte and Emperor William
of Germany.

M.USEFOVIH ST ATE COUNCILLOR
ACCUSED OF KNFING MLWITTE

Late Advices Say Péa.sants in
Volga District Are
Plotting.

Moscow, Aug. 31.—The Viedomosti,
the leader of the reactionary press of
Russia, created a sensation today by
printing correspondence exchanged
between M. Usefovich, who holds the
rank of state councillor and who is
president of the monarchical party of
Kiev, and Dr. Von Miguel, the German
charge d’ affairs at St Petersburg.
From letters printed it appears that
upon the publication of a recent re-
port that Emperor William had in-
vited Count Witte to Wilhelmshohe,
M. Usefovich, in the name of all fac-
tions of the Russian monarchical par-
ty, telegraphed to the German emper-
or, expressing deep regret that “such
a splendid monarch and the head of
the friendly German people, should
receive a man whom the whole Rus-
sian people regarded as being the
gullty author of the miseries into
which the country was plunged and
the provoker of terroriém inspired by
hostility to the Jews, to whom he {s
friendly."

Several days later M. Usefovich, ae-
cording to the Viedomosti, received
through Dr. Von Miguel a letter say-
ing he had been directed by the for-
eign secretary to say that the tele-
gram to the German emperor was
based on a misapprehension. as Em-
peror William had not received Count

Witte and had no intention of receiy-
ing him.

AGITATORS SWARMING.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 31.—Dispatches
received here today from Saratov state
that the peasantry of the Volga prov-
inces are talking of an early uprising.
Nothing, it is stated, will satisfy them
but the distribution of all land. Agi-
tators are swarming all over the
provinces, and it is quite common to
hear peasants singing thbe Marseillaise
at the plers while awaiting the ar-
rival of steamers.
